COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT/OUTREACH:
Not applicable.

BACKGROUND:
California Government Code Section 53646 requires the City Treasurer to submit a report of 
investments to the City Council for review and compliance with the City’s adopted investment 
policy.

DISCUSSION/ANALYSIS:
The attached Investment Report summarizes the City’s investments as of November 2025.  The 
report shows that funds are invested in government pools, trust funds, corporate securities, and 
federal agency securities. All investments follow the City’s adopted investment policy and align 
with the principal objectives of safety, liquidity, and yield.

The total face value of interest earning assets held by the City in November was $69.6 million, 
representing 94% of the total assets held by the City. Total cash and the total investment portfolio 
for the month of November was largely unchanged with less than a 1% increase in each. The 
weighted rate of return for the month of November was 3.88% which represents a 7 basis point 
reduction from the prior month. LAIF returns continue to remain steady for the third month in a 
row and continue to exceed both the managed portfolio, and the benchmark two-year treasury note. 
The maturity distributions reflect minor changes consistent with ongoing portfolio management 
maintaining the target benchmarks. Sufficient assets remain available in short term overnight 
vehicles to meet expenditures for the following six-month period.

• The Federal Reserve (Fed) cut the target range for the federal funds rate 
at the second consecutive meeting to a three-year low of 3.75% to 
4.00%. It also announced the end of its quantitative tightening program 
on December 1, at which point it will halt balance sheet reductions.

• Fed Chair Jerome Powell acknowledged “strongly differing views” within 
the Committee. Highlighting this divide, Fed Governor Miran dissented in 
favor of a more aggressive 50 basis point (bp) cut while Kansas City Fed 
President Schmid had an opposing dissent which favored keeping rates 
unchanged.

• Despite the lack of official economic data due to the government 
shutdown, Powell stated that available data suggest the outlook for 
employment and inflation remains unchanged since the last meeting. 
However, he emphasized another rate cut in December is “far from” a 
foregone conclusion.

• The U.S. government shutdown that began on October 1 has become the 
longest in history, surpassing the previous 35-day record set in 2019. 
Historically, shutdowns have not caused long-lasting negative economic 
impacts.

• The Consumer Price Index (CPI) came in below expectations, rising 3.0% 
year-over-year. Tariff passthroughs remain modest, though certain 
import-reliant categories are showing some inflationary pressures. The 
White House said the October CPI report will not likely be released, 
adding complexity to the Fed’s decision-making process.

• The September and October jobs reports have not been released due 
to the shutdown. Available private-sector data along with new layoff 
announcements continue to show a cooling labor market.

• The U.S. announced it would be reducing tariffs on China. In 
exchange, China agreed to suspend rare earth export controls and 
resume purchasing U.S. soybeans and energy products.

• Yields on 3-month, 2-year, and 10-year U.S. Treasuries ended the 
month at 3.81%, 3.57%, and 4.08%, respectively.

• PFMAM expects to maintain portfolio durations near 100% of 
benchmarks.

County Records (Portion of APN 091-310-015) to facilitate the multipurpose trail in Laura Fish 
Somersal Park.

COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT/OUTREACH:
The Laura Fish Somersal Park master planning process involved significant community outreach, 
engagement, and input including:

• The Parks Design Team, a group of approximately 30 community members 
representing different demographics in the community, met 13 times throughout 
the planning process to guide the project. 

• Eleven focus group work sessions with park user groups, sports associations, 
partner organizations, outdoor recreation businesses, residents of the Parkland 
Farms neighborhood, and City officials and staff.

• Open house events (virtual and in-person) and an online survey.

BACKGROUND:
The Development Agreement for the Saggio Hills project required the developer provide 
approximately 36 acres of land for a future public park. The City completed a community-based 
master planning process for the new park and took ownership of the park land in early 2023. The 
park will be developed in multiple phases due to cost and available funding.
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On August 21, 2023, City Council approved the CEQA study and final master plan for the Saggio 
Hills development park.

On May 6, 2024, the City Council directed that the park’s first phase of development include:
• Multipurpose trail 
• Creek restoration 
• Parking and support facilities such as a restroom and drinking fountain 
• Infrastructure such as utilities and storm water treatment facilities to support the 

first phase of development as well as future phases of development 
• Other park amenities as funding allows, including a modest sports component

DISCUSSION/ANALYSIS:
During design development for the park's first phase, the design team discovered that a small 
corner of undeveloped land, being a portion of real property known as Resultant Parcel 7 as 
described by Deed recorded under Document Number 2023-016456, Sonoma County Records (the 
“Property”) would be necessary to construct the multipurpose trail in the park.

Oaks & Olives, LLC, the owner of the hotel resort, is the current owner of the Property. In order 
to facilitate construction of the multi-use trail planned for Laura Fish Somersal Park, Oaks & 
Olives, LLC has agreed to dedicate the Property to the City, comprising approximately 252 square-
feet. The land dedication includes a segment of an existing rock wall that continues onto City-
owned property on either side. With the dedication, the City will own the existing rock wall in its 
entirely and agrees to maintain and retain the wall since it provides lateral support to the adjacent 
land owned by Oaks & Olives, LLC.      

The recommended resolution approves the grant deed and authorizes the City Manager to execute 
the grant deed and the certificate of acceptance on behalf of the City and directs staff to file the 
grant deed for recordation with the Sonoma County Recorder’s Office. A copy of the grant deed, 
along with exhibits containing the legal description and plat map of the Property, as well as the 
certificate of acceptance, are attached to this report. The resolution has been approved as to form 
by the City Attorney.

ENVIRONMENTAL STEWARDSHIP:
Not applicable.

ALTERNATIVES:
The City Council could choose not to accept the land dedication and provide direction to staff. 

FISCAL IMPACT:
Accepting the dedication of land will create nominal fiscal responsibility on the City. The wall is 
constructed of stacked stone which requires minimal maintenance and replacement would be 
straightforward if needed in the future. In addition, it is simpler for the City to assume ownership 
of the wall in its entirety rather than share ownership and maintenance responsibilities with Oaks 
& Olives, LLC. No transfer taxes or recording fees are due or required in connection with this 
transfer of the Property because of exemptions provided under law pursuant to Revenue and 
Taxation Code 11922 and Government Code Sections 27383 and 27388.1 (a)(2)(D).
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ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS:
The public park component of the Saggio Hills Project is addressed in the Saggio Hills Project 
EIR (State Clearinghouse No. 2003062025) which was certified by the Healdsburg City Council 
through the adoption of Resolution No. 15-2011. Certain components of development on the site, 
including the park, were addressed at a project-level in the Saggio Hills Project EIR. Raney 
Planning and Management prepared an Initial Study/Environmental Checklist for the Saggio Hills 
Park Master Plan and, based on the analysis contained therein, determined that an Addendum to 
the Saggio Hills Project EIR is the appropriate environmental document for the City Council’s 
consideration of the Master Plan.

STRATEGIC INITIATIVE(S): 
Maintain and Improve Infrastructure and Facilities

RECOMMENDED ACTION(S):
Adopt a Resolution accepting the Grant Street Water Improvements Project WA007 as complete 
and authorizing staff to file a Notice of Completion with the County Recorder's Office.

COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT/OUTREACH: 
The Grant Street Water Improvements Project WA007 was advertised for public bidding in the 
Santa Rosa Press Democrat and on the City’s website.

Prior to beginning construction, advance notices were provided to adjacent properties. The notices 
advised of potential impacts, parking restrictions, and the planned work duration. The City Project 
Manager’s direct contact information was provided for additional information and for any 
concerns that might arise during the construction process.

BACKGROUND: 
The City water system is broken into several zones based upon water pressure.  The zones are 
separated by valves with interconnection by pressure regulating valves that allow water to flow 
from higher pressure zones into lower pressure zones based upon demand. 

The City water system serving many of the properties along Grove Street, Vine Street, and 
Westside Road lacks proper interconnections, meaning there are sections that do not function as a 
looped system.  When a water system is looped, turning the nearest valves on each side of a break 
or area of repair limits how many customers will be without water during the work.  The looped 
system provides water from both directions.  Currently, when water is shut off within the Grant 
Street area, the impacts are large.  This project on Grant Street between Grove Street and Larkspur 
Avenue created a needed connection to loop the system, along with necessary shutoff valves and 
pressure-regulating devices. The looped system allows staff to minimize impacts on our residents 
during water system shutdowns for maintenance and repairs.   
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On March 14, 2025, and March 19, 2025, the Grant Street Water Improvements Project was 
advertised and bids opened on April 17, 2025. 

The City Council awarded the construction bid contract to Precision Excavating and Grading, Inc. 
on May 19, 2025, and construction began August 26, 2025. 

City staff considered the work complete on December 5, 2025.

DISCUSSION/ANALYSIS:
Precision Excavating and Grading, Inc. has completed all the work in compliance with the 
approved Project Plans, Specifications, Special Provisions, and Contract Change Orders. City 
representatives have reviewed all contract documents and performed final inspections of the work 
and have determined that all work has been performed and completed in accordance with the 
contract documents, and as directed by the City. There are no liquidated damages to be assessed 
and there are no existing or potential contractor claims. Therefore, the project is deemed completed 
by staff and ready for City Council acceptance.

ENVIRONMENTAL STEWARDSHIP: 
Construction waste was diverted from landfill for reuse or recycling where possible.

ALTERNATIVES: 
There is no reasonable alternative to the recommended action as the public has begun beneficial 
use of the improved water system.

FISCAL IMPACT:
The total project budget for the Grant Street Water Improvements Project was $312,616. Project 
costs are comprised of a construction contract with Precision Excavating and Grading, Inc. for 
$240,743, with an authorized contingency of $36,071. Construction, including approved change 
orders, was completed for a total of $259,447, which is approximately $17,000 under the 
authorized amount. Staff time, inspection, and newspaper notice fees currently total $32,903.  
Additional minor expenses may be incurred to finalize the project; however total project costs 
including associated construction and staff time are anticipated to be $292,350. The project is 
estimated to be completed under budget, including contingencies, by $20,266.  The project was 
funded entirely by water operating funds. The remaining appropriations will be released, and the 
funding will be available in the water operating fund to reallocate towards other projects or 
operational needs. 

ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS: 
The Grant Street Water Improvements Project involved the minor upgrades of existing public 
facilities involving negligible or no expansion of use. The Project is exempt pursuant to the 
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines 15302(c).

Expand Affordable Housing Opportunities

RECOMMENDED ACTION(S):
Adopt a Resolution Approving the Final Subdivision Map for the North Village Parcel Two 
Townhome Project Located at 201 Dovetail Lane.

COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT/OUTREACH:
The North Village Parcel Two Subdivision Townhome Project was publicly noticed, and public 
hearings were held with the Planning Commission and City Council as part of the Tentative Map 
application. Final maps do not require public notice.  

BACKGROUND:
The City Council, on February 20, 2024, adopted Resolution No. 11-2024 approving the tentative 
subdivision map for the North Village Parcel Two Subdivision Townhome Project (City project 
file TM 2022-06) located at 201 Dovetail Lane. The Planning Commission recommended approval 
of the tentative map via Resolution No. 2023-18 at its August 8, 2023 meeting.

DISCUSSION/ANALYSIS:
The developer, Comstock - CCS Healdsburg LLC, has prepared and submitted the final map based 
on the approved tentative map. The City Engineer and Community Development Director have 
reviewed the final map and have determined that the map is in conformance with the Subdivision 
Map Act, and in substantial conformance with the approved tentative map.
The subdivision creates one common parcel with twenty-seven condominium units. The developer 
has provided the required covenants, conditions and restrictions (CC&R’s) for the project.

ENVIRONMENTAL STEWARDSHIP:
The North Village Parcel Two Subdivision Project received environmental review as part of the 
tentative map approval process for the North Village Parcel Two Townhome Project (Tentative 
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Map File TM 2022-06) approved by the City Council on February 20, 2024, with City Council 
Resolution No 11-2024.  Additionally, an environmental impact report (EIR) and EIR addendum 
for the North Area Entry Plan (NEAP) was prepared pursuant to the California Environmental 
Quality Act (Pub. Res. Code 21000, et seq.) (“CEQA”), (State Clearinghouse No. 2018062041), 
which analyzed the environmental impacts of development under the NEAP and was certified by 
the City Council on May 20, 2019, along with the adoption of CEQA Findings, a Mitigation 
Monitoring and Reporting Plan (“MMRP”), and a Statement of Overriding Considerations. A copy 
of which can be found in the Community Development Department's files for the Project at 
Healdsburg City Hall, Community Development Center, 401 Grove Street, Healdsburg, CA.

ALTERNATIVES:
Section 66458(a) of the State Subdivision Map Act states that the City Council shall approve a 
final map if it conforms to all the requirements of the map act and the local subdivision ordinance 
applicable at the time of approval or conditional approval of the tentative map and any rulings 
made thereunder. If the final map does not conform, the City Council shall disapprove the map.

FISCAL IMPACT:
The developer is responsible for paying the required plan check, inspection and development 
impact fees for the development.

ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS:
Approval of final maps is categorically exempt per Section 15268 (b)(3), Ministerial Projects, of 
the California Environmental Quality Act.

STRATEGIC INITIATIVE(S):
Maintain and Improve Infrastructure and Facilities

RECOMMENDED ACTION(S):
Adopt a Resolution conditionally awarding the Powell Avenue Catch Basin Replacement Project 
construction contract to Peters Excavating, Inc., in the amount of $47,467; waiving any minor 
irregularities or informalities in the bid submitted by Peters Excavating, Inc., authorizing the City 
Manager to execute the contract and negotiate and approve contract change orders up to 20% of 
the original contract amount; and amending the Fiscal Year 2025-2026 Adopted Budget.

COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT/OUTREACH:
Prior to beginning construction, advance notices will be provided to adjacent properties. They will 
be advised of potential impacts, parking restrictions, and the planned work duration. The City 
Project Manager’s direct contact information will be provided for additional information and for 
any concerns that arise during the construction process.

BACKGROUND:
The storm drain catch basin along the street frontage of 900 Powell Avenue is undersized, 
nonstandard, and prone to clogging, thus requiring frequent maintenance during the winter months.
 
On November 13, 2025, the City posted a notice inviting informal bids for the Powell Avenue 
Catch Basin Replacement Project and bid proposals were received on December 11, 2025.

DISCUSSION/ANALYSIS:
A notice inviting informal bids was advertised in accordance with all applicable procedures, and 
the City received nine bids. The lowest apparent and responsive bid was from Peters Excavating, 
Inc. in the amount of $47,467. The other bids received ranged from the apparent second low bid 
of $48,000 to a high bid of $78,000.  The low bid was lower than the engineer’s estimate of $53,000 
by approximately 10% which can be attributed to the current competitive bidding climate. 
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The bid from Peters Excavation, Inc. satisfies the bidding requirements for the project as described 
in the bid instructions with the exceptions that the bid submittal failed to include a copy of signed 
Addendum No. 1 and was lacking a signature on the submitted Bid Bond. The Addendum was 
limited to administrative clarifications and failure to include it with the bid does not create any 
unfair advantage.  Although the Bid Bond was not signed by the Principal, the Bid Bond was filled 
out and notarized.  Staff recommends that the City Council find these omissions immaterial and 
waive the minor irregularities. The City Council is authorized to waive minor irregularities in the 
bid pursuant to City Municipal Code Section 3.28.030.A.4.  No protests to the bid have been filed 
as of the time of this report. Staff has verified that Peters Excavating, Inc. possesses the required 
license and is otherwise qualified to complete the project.

ENVIRONMENTAL STEWARDSHIP:
Recycling will be used to divert much of the construction waste from the landfill.  Concrete and 
asphalt removed will be delivered to local recyclers for reuse in new paving and concrete products.

ALTERNATIVES:
The City Council could choose to reject all bids and direct staff to postpone the project.

FISCAL IMPACT:
The proposed construction contract is $47,467.  Staff recommends the City Council authorize an 
additional 20% contingency of $9,493 due to the small contract value and the high likelihood to 
encounter unforeseen conditions and potential additional costs with the underground work. With 
the 20% contingency, the total construction amount would be $56,960.  An additional 30% of the 
total construction value is estimated for staff time and other project related expenses to complete 
inspections and construction management, for a total project budget of $75,000.
 
The adopted five-year capital improvement plan identified $100,000 in the forthcoming Fiscal 
Year 2026-27 for the 900 Powell Avenue Catch Basin Replacement Project. The project was 
proposed to be funded by the Drainage Impact Fee Fund 931. Staff recommends amending the 
Fiscal Year 2025-26 Budget to establish the Powell Avenue Catch Basin Replacement Project 
DR003 and increase appropriations in the amount of $75,000. There are sufficient funds available 
in the Drainage Impact Fee Fund 931 to support the proposed project in the current fiscal year. 

ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS:
The proposed Powell Avenue Catch Basin Replacement Project involves the replacement of an 
existing public facility involving negligible or no expansion of use therefore is exempt pursuant to 
the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines 15302(c).

Addendum No. 1, and

WHEREAS, the Addendum was limited to administrative clarifications and failure to 
include it with the bid does not create any unfair advantage, and 

WHEREAS, the Bid Bond submitted with the bid submittal was lacking a signature, but 
was notarized; and

WHEREAS, staff recommends that the City Council find these omissions immaterial and 
waive the minor irregularities, and 

WHEREAS, City Council is authorized to waive minor irregularities in the bid pursuant to 
City Municipal Code Section 3.28.030.A.4, and 

WHEREAS, staff recommends awarding the contract to Peters Excavating, Inc. in the 
amount of $47,467; and

WHEREAS, staff recommends a 20% contract contingency and additional funding for staff

I. INTRODUCTION

A. PURPOSE OF IFB

The City of Healdsburg (City) is seeking informal bids for the Powell Avenue Catch Basin 
Replacement Project The successful Bidder will be responsible for providing the removal of the 
existing drainage inlet located adjacent to 900 Powell Avenue and installation of new precast 
drainage inlet and on-grade gutter depression and other such items of work as are required to 
complete the Project in accordance with the Draft Contract (Attachment 3), the Special 
Provisions(Attachment 3; Exhibit E), and Technical Specifications (Attachment 3; Exhibit D). It is 
the responsibility of the successful Bidder to ensure that the services are delivered to the City as 
per specifications and provisions listed and agreed to herein. It is the City’s intent that this IFB 
shall result in a firm, fixed price contract. The resulting awarded contract will be executed on the 
draft contract provided with this solicitation. (Attachment 3) 

For a period which shall commence as of the Effective date of the resulting contract, and 
which period shall terminate within 25 working days of the effective date, unless otherwise 
extended for additional time in accordance with provisions of the Draft Contract herein, the 
Contractor shall perform the work generally consisting of: removal of the existing drainage inlet 
located adjacent to 900 Powell Avenue and installation of new precast drainage inlet and 
on-grade gutter depression  in accordance with the terms and provisions of the Draft Contract 
herein, the Special Provisions and Technical Specifications(Attachment 3).   

B. BIDDER REGISTRATION

D. PRICING

1. If an inconsistency exists between the amount listed for a unit price in a bid and
the total listed for that bid item (e.g., if the total listed for a bid item does not equal the
unit price listed in the bid multiplied by the quantity listed), subject to applicable law, the
unit price will be deemed to accurately reflect the Bidder’s intent concerning the bid item
and the intended total for the bid item will be deemed to be the unit price as listed in the
bid multiplied by the quantity listed.

Bids may be withdrawn at any time prior to the submission time specified in the IFB Schedule 
earlier in this solicitation, provided notification is received in writing signed by the bidder or its 
properly authorized representative. Bids cannot be changed or withdrawn after the time 
designated for receipt.   
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J. BID PROTESTS 

Any protest of the proposed Project award must be submitted in writing to the City no later than 
5:00 PM on the third business day following the date of the bid opening. All bids will be available 
for inspection by the next business day after the bid opening. All bidders have equal access to the 
bids. The company protesting the bid will be asked to contact the City Clerk, of the City Manager’s 
Office, and review the bids onsite at City Hall, 401 Grove Street, Healdsburg CA 95448. The bid 
protest must contain a complete statement of the basis for the protest. The protest must state 
the facts and refer to the specific portion of the document or the specific statute that forms the 
basis for the protest.  The protest must include the name, address, and telephone number of the 
person representing the protesting party. The party filing the protest must concurrently transmit 
a copy of the protest to the proposed awardee. The party filing the protest must have actually 
submitted a bid for the Project.  A subcontractor of a party filing a bid for the Project may not 
submit a bid protest.  A party may not rely on the bid protest submitted by another bidder but 
must timely pursue its own protest. The procedure and time limits set forth in these Information 
for Bidders are mandatory and are the bidders’ sole and exclusive remedy in the event of a bid 
protest.  Any bidder’s failure to fully comply with these procedures will constitute a waiver of any 
right to further pursue a bid protest, including filing of a challenge of the award pursuant to the 
California Public Contract Code, filing of a claim pursuant to the California Government Code, or 
filing of any other legal proceedings. The City will review all timely protests prior to award of the 
Project.  The City will not be required to hold an administrative hearing to consider any protests, 
but may do so at its option.  At the time of the City Council’s consideration of the Project award, 
the City Council will also consider the merits of any timely protests.  The City Council may either 
reject the protest and award to the lowest responsible bidder or accept the protest and award 
the bid to the next lowest responsible bidder.  Nothing in this section will be construed as a waiver 
of the City’s right to reject all bids. 

II. BIDDER ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS 
The City will appoint an individual to verify that the lowest Bidder meets the eligibility 
requirements of this section.  If the apparent awardee fails to meet the qualifications, the City 
appointee will move to the second ranked Bidder and so on until an award may be made. 

A. BIDDERS’ CERTIFICATIONS 

Bidders must complete, sign, and submit with their Bid the Bidder Information and Certifications 
Form (Attachment 2), agreeing to comply with the requirements of this solicitation for their Bid 
to be deemed responsive.  

B. PREVAILING WAGE REQUIREMENTS 

This agreement is subject to prevailing wage requirements as specified in Exhibit F of the attached 
Draft Contract (Attachment 3). 

C. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS / SPECIAL PROVISIONS 

Please review Attachment 3; Exhibit D: Technical Specifications included and attached hereto. All 
Bids must meet these minimum requirements in order to be deemed responsive. All Bids shall 
comply with the Special Provisions included with this IFB and attached hereto as Attachment 3; 
Exhibit E: Special Provisions.  
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D. LEGAL REQUIREMENTS AND PERMITS: 

The Bidder agrees to fully comply with all local, city, state and federal laws, regulations and 
ordinances governing performance of contractual services required hereunder, and it will be the 
responsibility of the Bidder to obtain any and all necessary permits, licenses and/or clearances 
prior to initiating an agreement. The Bidder shall, if requested by the City, supply certification and 
evidence of such compliance. Prices quoted shall not include Federal Excise Tax.  California Sales 
Tax will be paid on material discretely priced in accordance with the agreement payment 
schedule.  Bids shall be for the total net price including all applicable taxes and charges, delivered 
F.O.B., City of Healdsburg. 

E. REQUIRED LICENSES 

No bid will be accepted from, or agreement awarded to, a Bidder who is not licensed in 
accordance with the law, who does not hold a license qualifying them to perform work under this 
agreement. The Contractor must possess a Class A license in accordance with the requirements 
of the bid package and applicable law.  Additionally, Bidder must have any and all licenses required 
by law in performing the services of this solicitation even if not specified in this solicitation. 

F. REQUIRED EXPERIENCE 

All work will be accomplished by qualified personnel.  Uncorrected workmanship that continues 
for the same cause after three (3) written notices to the Contractor from the City Manager, or his 
designee, shall constitute grounds for termination of the agreement in accordance with the 
Termination for Cause provision of Exhibit B Terms and Conditions. 

G. SEVERABILITY AND LEGALITY:   

If any provisions of this agreement shall be held to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable, the 
validity, legality and enforceability of the remaining provisions shall not in any way be affected 
or impaired thereby. 

H. BONDS 

Bond requirements (if applicable) for the awarded Contractor shall be specified in the Prevailing 
Wage and Public Works Provisions included with this IFB and attached hereto as Attachment 3; 
Exhibit F: Prevailing Wage and Public Works Provisions. 

In accordance with California Public Contract Code Section 20170, all bids must be presented 
under sealed cover and include one of the following forms of bidder’s security in the amount of 
ten-percent (10%) of the total bid:  cash, cashier’s check made payable to the City, certified check 
made payable to the City, or a bidder’s bond.

RECOMMENDED ACTION(S):
Adopt a Resolution approving an amendment to the Professional Services Agreement with Goring 
& Straja Architects for cost estimating, design, and bidding support services for the Abel De Luna 
Community Center Multicultural Center Improvements project in an amount not-to-exceed 
$79,336 and authorizing the City Manager to execute the amendment and change orders up to 10% 
of the amended agreement amount. 

COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT/OUTREACH:
The City of Healdsburg’s 2023 Diversity, Equity and Inclusion plan (DEI Plan) by Acosta Latino 
Learning Partnership includes recommendations and goals for the review, improvement, and 
establishment of community equity programming both within the City government and throughout 
the greater Healdsburg Community. Nine community events and in-depth listening sessions with 
150 community members informed the DEI Plan, which recommends the development of a 
multicultural center to provide a space dedicated to celebrating cultural heritage and fostering a 
sense of belonging.

The Healthcare Foundation of Northern Sonoma County (the Foundation) led an initiative in 2024 
to advance the multicultural center goal and brought together several community partners, 
including Corazón Healdsburg and Alliance Medical Center. The Foundation engaged Goring & 
Straja Architects and Carducci Associates, two Bay area design firms, who led a participatory 
process that engaged 129 residents through surveys, eight listening sessions, and two design 
workshops. The resulting Multicultural Center Report (the Report) identified the existing Abel De 
Luna Community Center as the preferred location for a multicultural center and outlined design 
and programming concepts that would build upon existing resources and strengthen community 
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connections to realize the multicultural center goal by integrating it within the existing facility.

BACKGROUND:
In 2021, the City Council awarded a contract to Acosta Latino Learning Partnership (ALLP) for 
the development of a Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion (DEI) Plan for the City. On August 7, 2023, 
the City Council received a presentation from staff and ALLP on the draft DEI Plan and directed 
staff to hold an implementation workshop, which occurred on October 23, 2023, where the City 
Council accepted the City’s DEI Plan.

The City’s DEI Plan includes a goal of creating a multicultural center in Healdsburg and 
encourages community organizations to engage in implementing the plan. In February 2024, the 
Healthcare Foundation announced a grant of $285,000 from Providence to support a community 
convening and visioning process for residents of Healdsburg to explore the potential for a 
multicultural Community Wellness Center. The Foundation held eight listening sessions and two 
design workshops throughout 2024 and released its Multicultural Center Report in January 2025.

On April 21, 2025, City Council received a presentation about the Abel De Luna Community 
Center multicultural center concepts and grant funding from Sonoma County. City Council 
directed staff to begin integrating the concepts into the design and operation of the community 
center and to return with a grant agreement that would authorize receipt of the County funding. 
The City Council was supportive of a grant-funded project focused on the painting and planting 
concepts in Tiers 1 and 2 of the Report’s framework. Also in April 2025, City Council held a goal 
setting session and included implementing the multicultural center concepts as a proposed Fiscal 
Year 2025-26 goal.

On June 16, 2025, the City Council approved a grant agreement with the County of Sonoma 
Department of Emergency Management in the amount of $500,000 for improvements to the Abel 
De Luna Community Center, including implementation of the Multicultural Center concepts 
identified in the Report and enhancements related to the Community Center’s role as a resiliency 
hub during disasters, emergency response, and recovery.

DISCUSSION/ANALYSIS:
Since execution of the grant agreement, staff have worked collaboratively with Coraz ó n 
Healdsburg and the Healthcare Foundation to develop an implementation plan to conduct a first 
phase of the improvements. On December 15, 2025, the City Manager executed a professional 
services agreement with Goring & Straja Architects for the development of cost estimates for the 
first three tiers of the framework and a rough order of magnitude estimate for the Report's 
framework in its entirety. The total initial contract not-to-exceed amount is $46,025.  

Staff propose increasing the not-to-exceed amount for Goring & Straja’s contract by $35,168 for 
a total contract not-to exceed-amount of $81,193 so that Goring & Straja can begin design work 
on the painting and planting concepts in Tiers 1 and 2 of the Report’s framework and the resiliency 
hub enhancements required by the grant agreement with Sonoma County. Staff also propose 
council authorize City Manager to approve contract amendments up to 10% of the contract amount, 
$8,119.
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The Healthcare Foundation and Coraz ó n Healdsburg continue to fundraise for additional private 
contributions towards the grand-funded project. In June 2025, Corazon Healdsburg was awarded 
a grant from PG&E which included $70,000 for enhancements related to the Community Center’s 
role as a resiliency hub. And in October 2025, the Healthcare Foundation secured a $200,000 
pledge from an anonymous donor for the project. 

Staff are working with Coraz ó n Healdsburg and the Healthcare Foundation to draft a 
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) that defines and formalizes roles and responsibilities for 
the Multicultural Center project. It is anticipated that the City will be responsible for 
implementation of the project, and Coraz ó n Healdsburg and the Healthcare Foundation will lead 
community outreach and fundraising efforts. Staff anticipates bringing the MOU to City Council 
for review and approval in the near future.

ENVIRONMENTAL STEWARDSHIP:
The Multicultural Center Report and the concepts therein contemplate an overall approach towards 
low impact design. Implementation of this approach would be addressed during the design 
development stage of the project.

ALTERNATIVES:
The City Council could choose not to adopt a resolution amending the professional services 
agreement with Goring & Straja Architects and provide further direction to staff.

FISCAL IMPACT:
The adopted budget for the Adel De Luna Community Center Multicultural Center Resilience Hub 
Improvements Project CS006 is $500,000, funded entirely by a grant from the County of Sonoma 
Department of Emergency Management. The current design contract totals $46,025. Staff are 
proposing to amend the contract, increasing the total to $81,193, and authorizing a 10% contract 
contingency for a total authorized amount of $89,312. The deployment of any additional grants or 
funds derived from fundraising will be outlined in the forthcoming MOU and any necessary budget 
adjustments will be proposed at that time.

ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS:
 Improvements to the Abel De Luna Community Center  are exempt from the provisions of the 
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to CEQA CCR Title 14, Section 15301 
(exemption for existing facilities) because the improvements consist of the maintenance and minor 
alteration of an existing public facility, involving negligible or no expansion of existing or former 
use.

F. To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Architect's total liability to the Owner, for any and all injuries,
claims, losses, expenses, damages or claim expenses arising out of this Agreement, from any cause or
causes, shall be limited to a single aggregate sum not to exceed our fee.  The Owner further agrees to
indemnify and hold the Architect harmless for any such liability resulting from claims made by others, to the
extent that such liability would exceed the total amount of the Architect's fee.

STRATEGIC INITIATIVE(S):
-    Maintain and improve infrastructure and facilities
-    Maintain and enhance public health and safety

RECOMMENDED ACTION(S):
Adopt a Resolution approving the Second Amendment to the three-year agreement with Reeve 
Wines for the BloodRoot Ramble event at the Abel De Luna Community Center campus and 
authorizing the City Manager to execute the amendment.

COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT/OUTREACH: 
All properties within 1,500 feet of the Abel De Luna Community Center will be notified in writing 
and will be provided with preliminary event details and contact information in advance of each 
event. Reeve Wines (the “Organizer”) will coordinate all special event outreach to the residential 
and business community as required in their conditions of approval.  
 
BACKGROUND: 
In 2024, the City received a special event application for an external, private, ticketed event called 
the BloodRoot Ramble sponsored by Reeve Wines. The proposed event was an all-day concert 
with music, food, wine, and beer hosted at the Healdsburg Community Center with an attendance 
of 2,500. The City Council reviewed and conditionally approved the Organizer’s request on March 
18, 2024, and the event was held on Saturday, June 1, 2024. 
 
On November 18, 2024, City Council directed the City Manager to enter into a three-year 
agreement with Reeve Wines for the BloodRoot Ramble event. The agreement granted conditional 
approval for the event to occur at the Healdsburg Community Center campus, since renamed Abel 
De Luna Community Center, annually on the first Saturday in June, and included use of the site 
beginning Friday at 8:00 a.m. through the following Sunday at 12:00 p.m. for 2025, 2026, and 
2027.
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On May 19, 2025, City Council authorized the City Manager to amend the agreement to allow for 
an extra day set-up starting on the Thursday prior to the event to allow for a more efficient load-
in of infrastructure, support event logistics, and reduce impact on the turf grass.
 
No major issues or concerns have arisen from the 2024 or 2025 concert events.  
 
DISCUSSION/ANALYSIS: 
The Organizer has submitted a request to amend the existing agreement to change the ticketed 
event hours from 12:00-8:00 p.m. to 2:00-10:00 p.m. on Saturday, June 6, 2026, and Saturday, 
June 5, 2027. Additionally, to extend the duration of event clean-up on Sunday, June 7, 2026, and 
Sunday, June 6, 2027, until 3:00 p.m. No other changes are proposed to event or permitted 
activities.
 
Special Event Policy (Resolution 150-2023) 3.2.2, restricts special events from excluding the 
public from the general use of any City park or public property. If waived, the sports field and 
blacktop area would not be available for use by the general public from approximately 8:00 a.m. 
the Thursday before each event through 3:00 p.m. the following Sunday. The dates requested are 
June 4-7, 2026, and June 3-6, 2027.
 
Restricting access during the requested Sundays would impact some recreational users. However, 
other fields are available in town for recreational use such as the High School and Jr. High sites. 
There are no City programs or City-sponsored programs scheduled to use these areas during these 
timeframes.  
 
In addition to the terms and conditions in the special event agreement and the conditions of the 
special event permit, the Organizer would be required to adhere to all directives, regulations, 
ordinances, and guidelines issued by the California Department of Public Health (CDPH), the 
Sonoma County Health Officer, and the City of Healdsburg that are in effect at the time of the 
event. Lastly, the organizer has agreed that all required special event insurance documentation 
must be approved by the City at least fifteen days before the start date of the agreement.

Staff have reviewed the request and determined that the proposed adjustments are low impact, do 
not conflict with City or City-sponsored programming, and do not expand the previously approved 
event footprint, attendance, or scope of permitted activities. The requested extension of clean-up 
hours into Sunday afternoon supports thorough site restoration and reduces the need for expedited 
or incomplete post-event breakdown activities. The Organizer will remain subject to all applicable 
City policies, permit conditions, insurance requirements, and health and safety regulations, 
ensuring continued City oversight and risk management. Accordingly, staff support the requested 
amendment.
 
ENVIRONMENTAL STEWARDSHIP: 
California law (AB 2176) requires special events and public venue facilities with more than 2,000 
participants per day to develop and implement a waste management plan. As a condition of 
approval, the Organizer must submit a detailed waste management plan and will be expected to 
follow their plan during their permitted activities.   
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ALTERNATIVES: 
Deny all or any combination of the request. 
Modify any portion of the request.
Continue the item and reconsider at a future meeting. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT: 
One fee would be assessed totaling $124.31 if the amendment is approved:
 
$124.31 – City Council Review Fee (for staff time associated with preparing the amendment for 
Council consideration)
 
The fee will be billed to the Organizer in accordance with the City’s Master Fee Schedule. Any 
additional City staff time required on will also be billed to the Organizer per the existing Cost 
Recovery Deposit Agreement.
 
The Organizer also bears responsibility for any costs associated with damages to City venues 
during the event, surpassing what is considered normal wear and tear. This includes expenses for 
repairs, litter removal, trash collection, and other cleanup requirements arising from the event. A 
portion or the entirety of the damage deposit may be allocated to address such damages or other 
clean-up activities.
 
ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS: 
Entering into an agreement is not subject to the provisions of the California Environmental Quality 
Act (CEQA) because authorizing conditional approval of a special event is not a project, since it 
will not have a direct or reasonably foreseeable indirect impact on the environment. Even if 
adopting an agreement were to be considered a project, it would be exempt from CEQA pursuant 
to CEQA Guidelines Section 15304(e) because the special event permits constitute a temporary 
use of land having negligible or no permanent effects on the environment. Further, issuing special 
event permits are considered normal operations of existing facilities for public gatherings (CEQA 
Guidelines Section 15323). Temporary special events occurring on the Healdsburg Community 
Center campus have occurred with regularity for several years and future events would not 
represent a change in the operation. Therefore, entering into an agreement is exempt from CEQA. 
In addition, there will be no impact on environmental resources of hazardous or critical concern. 
The proposed actions will not result in cumulative impacts, impacts to scenic highways, or historic 
resources, nor will the actions involve a hazardous waste site or unusual circumstances. Therefore, 
none of the exceptions pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15300.2 apply.

WHEREAS, in 2024 and 2025, the Organizer hosted two privately ticketed concert events 
“The BloodRoot Ramble” at the Healdsburg Community Center campus, drawing an attendance 
of approximately 2,000-2,500 individuals per event and generating more than $250,000 in 
fundraising to combat gun violence.

WHEREAS, to facilitate the Event and related activities, certain waivers from the 
Healdsburg Municipal Code and Policy for Special Events and City Partnerships are necessary; 
and

WHEREAS, in addition to the terms and conditions of the Special Event Agreement 
(“Agreement”) and any conditions of approval on the Permit, Organizer will adhere to all 
directives, regulations, ordinances, and guidelines issued by the California Department of Public 
Health, the Sonoma County Health Officer, and the City of Healdsburg, including those related to 
environmental stewardship; and

WHEREAS, the current agreement grants conditional approval for the event to occur at the 
Healdsburg Community Center campus, since renamed Abel De Luna Community Center, 
annually on the first Saturday in June, and included use of the site beginning Thursday at 8:00 a.m. 
through the following Sunday at 12:00 p.m. for 2025, 2026, and 2027.

WHEREAS, the Organizer must successfully be issued a Special Event Permit from the 
City and provide a deposit pursuant to their Cost Recovery Agreement for the Event to occur and 
for the Special Event Agreement to be operative; and

WHEREAS, the City now desires to amend the first amendment to the three-year 
Agreement with the Organizer to conditionally approve a request to amend the ticketed event hours 
to 2:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. on Saturday, June 6, 2026, and Saturday, June 5, 2027. Additionally, to 
conditionally approve a requested waiver of the Special Event Policy (Resolution 150-2023) 3.2.2, 
which restricts special events from excluding the public from the general use of any City park or 
public property, to restrict access the Abel De Luna Community Center field on Sunday, June 7, 
2026 and Sunday, June 6, 2027.

FEE AGREEMENT AND SPECIAL EVENT CONDITIONAL APPROVAL 

FOR THE BLOODROOT RAMBLE 2025-2027 

This Agreement and Special Event Conditional Approval ("Agreement") is made and entered 

into this __ day of ________ 2024 (“Effective Date”), between the City of Healdsburg, a California 

municipal corporation ("City"), and Reeve Wines ("Organizer"). City and Organizer may be each 

referred to as “Party” or collectively as the "Parties."  

RECITALS 

A.     City is the owner of certain parcels of real property known as the "Healdsburg 

Community Center" located at 1557 Healdsburg Ave., in the City of Healdsburg, County of Sonoma, 

State of California, and “City Hall Parking Lot” located at 401 Grove St., in the City of Healdsburg, 

County of Sonoma, State of California, collectively known as "Properties".  

B.  Organizer has previously applied for a special event permit to utilize the Properties to 

conduct The BloodRoot Ramble (“Event”). The details of the Event are memorialized in Organizer’s 

2024 Special Event Permit (“2024 Permit”) issued to Organizer, attached as Exhibit B and 

incorporated by reference herein. 

C. The Event is a significant and commercially-oriented gathering of substantial 

proportions, attracting an estimated 2,500 ticketed attendees. The successful execution of the 

Event requires the allocation and utilization of significant City resources including public spaces, 

infrastructure, and a comprehensive security and safety assessment, all dedicated to ensuring the 

health and safety of the general public, including event participants. 

D.  The City acknowledges the Event's positive impact on the local community, tourism, 

and the economy, while also recognizing the imperative of responsibly and sustainably managing 

City resources.  

E. Organizer desires to obtain and City desires to grant conditional approval for the 

Event on the dates requested for calendar years 2025, 2026 and 2027, including granting the 

requested waiver of the provisions of the Healdsburg Municipal Code and Policy for Special Events 

and City Partnerships. 

F. Organizer anticipates and represents that the Event will be held in substantially similar 

form as described in the 2024 Permit throughout the three year term of this Agreement.  

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions contained 

herein, the Parties agree as follows:  

1.  Conditional Event Approval. The City hereby grants conditional approval for the 

Event, subject to the conditions and terms contained herein, and subject to any Conditions of 

Approval on any special event permit issued by the Community Services Director or their designee 

to the Organizer for the Event, to be held in substantially similar form as described in the 2024 

Permit.  If the Community Services Director determines that the application for the Event materially 

differs such that it requires additional City resources or would impose a materially different burden

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on the City as compared to the 2024 Permit, the City may deny the application pursuant to the 

provisions of Healdsburg Municipal Code Chapter 12.24.  The City Council hereby waives the 

following provisions, as requested by the Organizer, and as described below: 

i. HMC 12.28.2020(A), restricting consumption of alcohol in any public park, thereby 
authorizing consumption of alcohol on the Healdsburg Community Center Field 
during the dates and times indicated in the special event permit issued by the 
Community Services Director or their designee.  
 

ii. Special Event Policy (Resolution 150-2023) 3.2.2, which prohibits special events 
from excluding the public from the general use of any City park or public property 
on the Healdsburg Community Center Field, annually on the Friday before the 
Event at 8:00 a.m. through the following Sunday at 12:00 p.m. to facilitate a 
privately ticketed event, protect event equipment overnight, and ensure public 
safety during logistical event set-up and clean-up operations.   

 

iii. Special Event Policy (Resolution 150-2023) 4.2, which prohibits a special event 
with more than 2,500 attendees from being scheduled in a City venue outside the 
Downtown Core on the same day that a major event (Saturday Farmers’ Market) 
is scheduled at a Downtown Core venue. 

 2. Fees. Organizer agrees to pay City all applicable special event permitting fees 
based on the Master Fee Schedule in effect at time of payment along with fees memorialized in 
the Cost Recovery Deposit Agreement, attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated by 
reference. A schedule of permit fee deadlines shall be included in the Conditions of Approval 
attached to the special event permit issued by the Community Services Director or their designee. 
In addition, the Organizer agrees to pay the City a $2,500 non-refundable Healdsburg Community 
Center campus improvement fee, which shall be due on or before January 1 of each calendar 
year preceding the Event.  
 
For services requested of City staff for which no fee is listed in this Master Fee Schedule, the 
Director of the department whose services are requested shall determine the appropriate fee, 
based on approved hourly rates for staff time involved in the service or activity.  

3. Cost Recovery Deposit Agreement.  Prior to and as a condition to the issuance of the 
Special Event Permit, Organizer agrees to execute a Cost Recovery Deposit Agreement provided 
by the City.  Organizer is responsible for all costs related to the Event, including Event security, 
damage, and City staff and consultant costs, including overtime costs.  Prior to or at the time of 
execution of the Cost Recovery Deposit Agreement and thereafter in accordance with the terms of 
the Cost Recovery Deposit Agreement, Organizer will pay to the City a deposit of $10,000, to be 
applied to costs subject to the Cost Recovery Deposit Agreement.   

4. Event Period. The Event shall be held once per year for a period of three (3) 
calendar days during the first weekend in June commencing from Friday at 8:00 a.m. and 
extending through Sunday at 12:00 p.m. (“Event Period”), with ticketed Event occurring on 
Saturday from 12:00 p.m. – 8:00 p.m every year beginning in 2025 through 2027.  Including set-
up and tear-down, the proposed dates are as 
follows: 
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• Friday, June 6, 2025 to Sunday, June 8, 2025 
• Friday, June 5, 2026 to Sunday, June 7, 2026 
• Friday, June 4, 2027 to Sunday, June 6, 2027 
 

5. Special Event Permit Required. Organizer shall submit a special event permit 

application annually to the City no later than 90 days before the Event, and shall comply with the 

terms and conditions set forth in the approved special event permit. Additionally, as a condition for 

issuance of a special event permit, Permittee shall obtain and/or provide the following documents 

annually to the satisfaction of the City Manager: 

i. Special Event Permit Application 
ii. Event Layout (Preliminary & Final) 
iii. Insurance with Endorsement  
iv. Workers Compensation Declaration 
v. Risk Management Plan 
vi. Parking Plan 
vii. Private Security Contract 
viii. Waste Management / Zero Waste Plan 
ix. Perimeter Control Plan 
x. Tent Permit 
xi. ABC License 
xii. Supplemental Documents as required 
xiii. Post-Event Report (due 60 days after event) 

6. Meetings and Updates. Organizer is required to attend all meetings as required by City 

staff to coordinate the Event. Organizermay also request meetings with City staff and City will 

undertake to reasonably accommodate Organizer’s request(s). Organizer agrees to respond to 

requests from the City to provide a status update within 48 hours of receipt. 

7. Effective Date, Term. This Agreement shall be effective as of the date indicated above and 

shall have a term of three (3) years.  

8. Severability. If any provision of this Agreement shall be held or made invalid by a court 

decision, statute or rule, or shall be otherwise rendered invalid, the remainder of this Agreement 

shall not be affected thereby. 

9. Choice of Law. This Agreement shall be governed and construed in accordance with the 

laws of the State of California and any lawsuit or action relating in any way to this Agreement must 

be filed in Sonoma County, California.

Cost Recovery Deposit Agreement 

Reeve Wines – 2025-27 BloodRoot Rambles  
 
 

1. Scope of Agreement:  This Agreement is between the City of Healdsburg (“City”) and Reeve Wines 

(“Organizer”) regarding Organizer’s payment of City costs for services provided by City to Organizer related 

to the Event (as defined in Section 2).  City and Organizer are sometimes referred to herein as a “Party” or 

“Parties”. 

2. Event Description: The BloodRoot Ramble was held on June 8, 2024, and is proposed to continue annual basis 
(“Event”) for three years, through 2027. The Event takes place in the City at the Healdsburg Community 
Center campus with off-site shuttle service throughout the City from designated parking lots. The Organizer 
intends the Event to include live performances by several musical bands or artists of national notoriety, 
alcohol booths, food booths/trucks, event staging, VIP viewing area, merchandise booth, and shuttle servicing 
to and from the Event. The Event venue within the Healdsburg Community Center campus will be enclosed 
by fencing and accessible exclusively to ticketed attendees, with a maximum of 2,500 tickets sold.  The Event 
will be held on one day in the month of June.  

 

3. Effective Date and Term of this Agreement:   

 This Agreement shall take effect upon approval by the City Council ("Effective Date") and shall have a term 

of one (1) year from the Effective Date (“Term”). This agreement shall automatically renew for two 

successive one (1) year periods unless the Event no longer takes place or if either Party delivers a notice of 

non-renewal in writing to the other Party no later than thirty (30) days prior to the end of the current one 

(1) year Term. Notices shall be provided as set forth in Section 6.  This Agreement expires upon payment to 

City of all costs pursuant to this Agreement arising from Organizer’s 2027 Event.  

 

4.  Special Event Permit: Organizer shall be required to obtain a Special Event Permit (the “Permit”) annually in 

accordance with the City's Policy for Special Events and City Partnership.  Organizer shall comply with the 

terms and conditions set forth in the approved Permit.  The Organizer shall not be entitled to hold the Event 

or utilize City property for the Event unless Organizer obtains a Permit. 

 

5. Organizer Payment of City Costs:  In addition to any costs the Organizer is required to pay under the Permit, 

Organizer agrees to pay City for the cost of City staff and City consultants in connection with Event planning 

and implementation leading up to Event (“City Costs”) for each year the Event takes place during the Term 

of this Agreement.  Upon the Effective Date, and each year during the term of the Agreement by January 1, 

the Organizer will provide the City with an initial deposit of $10,000 (the “Deposit”).  City Costs will be 

tracked and charged against the Deposit each year.  If the initial Deposit falls below $2,500, during each 

year of the Term, Organizer must deposit additional funds in order to replenish the deposit to $10,000 

within seven (7) days of notification by the City.  City staff time will be tracked and charged back to the 

Organizer, based on total costs incurred. City Costs include, but are not limited to the following: 
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(a) City staff time associated with Event planning, including, but not limited to:  Event plan review, logistic 

and support inquiries, pre-Event meetings with City staff, pre and post-Event site walk through, and any 

additional time that requires City staff involvement in the planning process not outlined in the Permit. 

(b) Unexpected staff time during event set-up, implementation, and breakdown.  City staff will be assigned 

to work the Event and Organizer is responsible for such costs under the Special Event Policy and the 

Permit.  If additional staff are needed to respond to the Event or staff time exceeds the amount covered 

by the Permit, those costs will be charged against the Deposit. 

(c) All or part of the deposit may be used to address any damage, outside of regular wear and tear to any 

City property used for the Event.  City staff and Organizer will conduct a post-Event walkthrough to 

ensure the City property is returned to its pre-Event. If damage to City property exceeds the Deposit, 

Organizer will be required to reimburse City for any expenses above and beyond remaining Deposit 

within 30-days after notice from the City. 

(d) The City will return any remaining Deposit balance after Event completion each year, including the post-

Event walkthrough and once final payment has been processed each year. 

6.  Notice:  Organizer shall provide written notice to the City in the event that there is a change in the Organizer’s 

interest in the property, the Event, or the billing address or contact person for the Event. Said notice shall be 

mailed first class, postage paid, certified mail to:

7.   Indemnification:  Organizer agrees to defend, indemnify, release and hold harmless the City of Healdsburg, its 

agents, officers, employees and elected and appointed officials from any claim, action or proceedings brought 

against any of the foregoing individuals or entities, related to the Event, and this Agreement.  The 

indemnification shall include, but not be limited to, damages, costs, expenses, attorneys’ fees or expert 

witness fees that may be asserted by any person or entity arising out of or in connection with the Event and 

related permits or applications, this Agreement or related applications, passive or active negligence on the 

part of the City, its agents, officers, attorneys, employees, and elected officials. 

8.  Entire Agreement: Modifications in Writing. This Agreement contains the Parties’ entire agreement with 

respect to the subject matter hereof.  Any modifications or additions to this Agreement must be made in 

writing by the Parties. 
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9.  Authorization:  This Agreement shall only be executed by authorized representatives of the Parties.  The 

persons executing this Agreement represent that they have the express authority to enter into agreements on 

behalf of their respective Party. 

The Parties have executed this Agreement as of the Effective Date.

 Name the City of Healdsburg, its officers, officials, caretakers, employees and 
volunteers as additional insured by endorsement against liability for injury to persons, 
damages to property and for the death of a person or persons arising or resulting from 
any act or omission on the part of your organization, its agents or employees.  

 Include liability coverage for claims made by participants in your event/program. You 
are advised that any and all exclusions pertaining to athletic or recreational 
event/programs must be disclosed in the endorsement and failure to do so will not 
necessarily insulate your organization form individual liability for claims made as a 
result of the use of the facilities and your even/program.

 City Hall Parking Lot subject to the closure a minimum of 24 hours prior to event.  
 Reeve Wines shall coordinate signs from Community Services by May 25, 2024. 
 If desired, Reeve Wines may rent barricades from Community Services by confirming 

quantities needed by May 25, 2024.  
o Public Noticing – Notify all business and residences within a 1,500’ radius of the Healdsburg 

Community Center by May 25, 2024 and include the following information: 
 Event details (name, date, time, etc.) 
 Hours of amplified noise  
 Contact number that can be called to voice any concerns/issues during the event.  

7. Safety & Risk Management 
• Reeve Wines shall submit and follow a Risk Management Plan that includes mitigation measures for 

combating potential risks and hazards. A Preliminary Risk Management Plan is due on April 15, 2024 
with a Final Risk Management Plan due on May 25, 2024. The plan must include (but is not limited 
to): 
A. Identifying and prioritizing risks associated with the event and assigning mitigation measures. 
B. A medical response plan including but not limited to the staging of medical personnel throughout 

the duration of the event and medical incident response protocols.  
C. Location of designated emergency vehicle parking.  

• Reeve Wines is required to follow all orders, regulations, ordinances, and guidelines of the California 
Department of Public Health (CDPH), the Sonoma County Health Officer, and the City of Healdsburg 
in effect at the time of the event.  

• Pedestrian emergency exits must be provided at separate and clearly signed egress points at the event 
site and capable of opening a minimum of 14’ wide unobstructed. These emergency exit points should 
be clearly labeled on the event layout/map and included in the Permitter Control Plan due on April 15,

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o Exact placement of LED signage that shall be placed on Healdsburg Ave. (northbound and 
southbound facing) between June 2–8, 2024; and include specific text.   

o Professional staff should be employed to monitor parking lots and for traffic control in and out of 
the venue parking.  

o Parking operations shall not create back-up onto public streets.  
o “No Event Parking” signs may be placed on the surrounding streets as indicated in the permit 

application, but would not be enforceable.  
o Event attendees parking in the Healdsburg Community Center Dirt Lot must be directed to enter 

from Grove St. heading NE toward Healdsburg Ave.; and exit NE toward Healdsburg Ave.

• Any violation of any special event permit requirements shall be noted, and the event may be subject to 
sanctions by the City in subsequent applications, up to and including denial of future use. 

• City reserves the to terminate all or part of this permit immediately without notice if the Reeve Wines 
does not adhere to all city requirements or if the facility is damaged or destroyed.   

• Filming activities for the purpose of motion picture, commercial, or videotaping on or of City property 
for commercial purposes is prohibited without a City of Healdsburg Film Permit. A film permit can be 
obtained by contacting Facilities and Events Supervisor, Matt Milde at (707) 431-3128 or 
mmilde@healdsburg.gov.  

• Discharge of weapons, explosives, firearms, or pyrotechnics is prohibited.  
 

11. Other Conditions 
• Reeve Wines shall assure that all participants selling goods and services adhere to local requirements.  
• Reeve Wines shall be responsible for the cost of all damage to City venues resulting from the event 

and shall be responsible for any repairs, litter removal, trash collection or other clean up caused by the 
event. All or part of the damage deposit may be applied to costs.      

• No food trucks, carts, or trailers, portable BBQ’s, etc. shall be driven or parked on City-owned 
sidewalks or lawns.

• Must be kept at a reasonable level and not violate Healdsburg Municipal Code at any time during the 

event, including setup and takedown. 
 

3. Private Security 
• Reeve Wines must provide for private security as outlined on page 9 of the special event application.  

The required number of security guards is subject to any changes to the layout or scope of event. (a 
copy of the security contract must be provided by May 1, 2024). 
  

4. Alcohol 
• Alcohol sales must be in conjunction with a valid ABC license and a city council waiver must be 

obtained.  
• Persons purchasing or being served alcohol must be 21 or older. Valid identification must be shown. 

Must have hand stamped or be issued a wristband. No alcohol to be sold or served to intoxicated 
persons. 

• All alcohol sales and service to stop at 7:45 p.m. 
• Submit copy of ABC License by May 25, 2024.  
 

5. Perimeter Control 
• Perimeter of event area must be fenced and posted with signs indicating no alcohol outside of event 

area. Fencing shall be of a type that prevents people from entering or exiting, except at designed 
spaces. Event organizer must provide the police department with fencing specifications no later than 
April 15, 2024.  

• Event staff shall be stationed at gates to prevent persons from leaving event area with open alcohol. 
Persons with alcohol outside of event area will be subject to citation. (HMC 9.12.170).  
 

6. Police Staffing 
• This event has the potential to bring a significant increase in people to the City of Healdsburg. Given 

the increase in people and traffic, the police department reserves the right to require two (2) officers 
tentative to work the event and two (2) more to upstaff patrol depending on staffing availability. This 
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is a large-scale event and will likely impact the areas surrounding activities both at the venue and 
downtown drop off areas. 

• Event organizers shall provide current and anticipated attendance numbers on April 15, 2024, 
May 15, 2024; and June 5, 2024. A determination will be made at that time as to the number 
of officers and the duration they will be required. The cost will be billed to the event at the 
rate indicated on the approved master fee schedule at that time.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
HEALDSBURG APPROVING A THREE-YEAR SPECIAL 
EVENT AGREEMENT AND A THREE-YEAR COST 
RECOVERY DEPOSIT AGREEMENT WITH REEVE WINES 
FOR THE BLOODROOT RAMBLE ON THE HEALDSBURG 
COMMUNITY CENTER CAMPUS AND AUTHORIZING THE 
CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE THE AGREEMENTS 

WHEREAS, Reeve Wines (“Organizer”) held two privately ticketed concert events 
“Banshee Fest” in 2016 and “The BloodRoot Ramble” in 2023 in West Plaza Park located in the 
City of Healdsburg (“City”) with attendance between 500-600 people; and 

WHEREAS, the Organizer held one privately ticketed concert event “The BloodRoot 
Ramble” in 2024 at the Healdsburg Community Center campus with a sold-out attendance of 2,500 
people and raised more than $200,000.00 to fight gun violence; and 

WHEREAS, to facilitate the Event and related activities, certain waivers from the 
Healdsburg Municipal Code and Policy for Special Events and City Partnerships are necessary; 
and 

WHEREAS, Organizer has also agreed to financially contribute to Healdsburg Community 
Center improvements, which aims to address financial considerations, support future 
improvements, and streamline the Event's financial management; and 

WHEREAS, Healdsburg Municipal Code Section 12.24, Special Events, requires the 
Organizer of any event with an anticipated attendance over 1,000 to, in addition to submitting an 
application for a Special Event Permit (“Permit”) to the Community Services Department, to enter 
into a Cost Recovery Deposit Agreement and a Special Event Agreement with the City. Both 
agreements are subject to City Council review and approval; and    

WHEREAS, in addition to the terms and conditions of the Special Event Agreement and 
any conditions of approval on the Permit, Organizer will adhere to all directives, regulations, 
ordinances, and guidelines issued by the California Department of Public Health, the Sonoma 
County Health Officer, and the City of Healdsburg, including those related to environmental 
stewardship; and 

WHEREAS, the Organizer must successfully be issued a Special Event Permit from the 
City, execute a Cost Recovery Deposit Agreement, and provide a deposit pursuant to that Cost 
Recovery Agreement for the Event to occur and for the Special Event Agreement to be operative; 
and 

WHEREAS, the City now desires to enter into a three-year year Special Event Agreement 
(“Agreement”) and a three-year Cost Recovery Deposit Agreement with Organizer to 
conditionally approve the Event as well as the requested waivers and establish cost recovery 
parameters. 
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FEE AGREEMENT AND SPECIAL EVENT CONDITIONAL APPROVAL 

FOR THE BLOODROOT RAMBLE 2025-2027 

This Agreement and Special Event Conditional Approval ("Agreement") is made and entered 
into this __ day of ________ 2024 (“Effective Date”), between the City of Healdsburg, a California 
municipal corporation ("City"), and Reeve Wines ("Organizer"). City and Organizer may be each 
referred to as “Party” or collectively as the "Parties."  

RECITALS 

A. City is the owner of certain parcels of real property known as the "Healdsburg
Community Center" located at 1557 Healdsburg Ave., in the City of Healdsburg, County of Sonoma, 
State of California, and “City Hall Parking Lot” located at 401 Grove St., in the City of Healdsburg, 
County of Sonoma, State of California, collectively known as "Properties".  

B. Organizer has previously applied for a special event permit to utilize the Properties to
conduct The BloodRoot Ramble (“Event”). The details of the Event are memorialized in Organizer’s 
2024 Special Event Permit (“2024 Permit”) issued to Organizer, attached as Exhibit B and 
incorporated by reference herein. 

C. The Event is a significant and commercially-oriented gathering of substantial
proportions, attracting an estimated 2,500 ticketed attendees. The successful execution of the 
Event requires the allocation and utilization of significant City resources including public spaces, 
infrastructure, and a comprehensive security and safety assessment, all dedicated to ensuring the 
health and safety of the general public, including event participants. 

D. The City acknowledges the Event's positive impact on the local community, tourism,
and the economy, while also recognizing the imperative of responsibly and sustainably managing 
City resources.  

E. Organizer desires to obtain and City desires to grant conditional approval for the
Event on the dates requested for calendar years 2025, 2026 and 2027, including granting the 
requested waiver of the provisions of the Healdsburg Municipal Code and Policy for Special Events 
and City Partnerships. 

F. Organizer anticipates and represents that the Event will be held in substantially similar
form as described in the 2024 Permit throughout the three year term of this Agreement. 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions contained 
herein, the Parties agree as follows:  

1. Conditional Event Approval. The City hereby grants conditional approval for the
Event, subject to the conditions and terms contained herein, and subject to any Conditions of 
Approval on any special event permit issued by the Community Services Director or their designee 
to the Organizer for the Event, to be held in substantially similar form as described in the 2024 
Permit.  If the Community Services Director determines that the application for the Event materially 
differs such that it requires additional City resources or would impose a materially different burden

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on the City as compared to the 2024 Permit, the City may deny the application pursuant to the 
provisions of Healdsburg Municipal Code Chapter 12.24.  The City Council hereby waives the 
following provisions, as requested by the Organizer, and as described below: 

i. HMC 12.28.2020(A), restricting consumption of alcohol in any public park, thereby
authorizing consumption of alcohol on the Healdsburg Community Center Field
during the dates and times indicated in the special event permit issued by the
Community Services Director or their designee.

ii. Special Event Policy (Resolution 150-2023) 3.2.2, which prohibits special events
from excluding the public from the general use of any City park or public property
on the Healdsburg Community Center Field, annually on the Friday before the
Event at 8:00 a.m. through the following Sunday at 12:00 p.m. to facilitate a
privately ticketed event, protect event equipment overnight, and ensure public
safety during logistical event set-up and clean-up operations.

iii. Special Event Policy (Resolution 150-2023) 4.2, which prohibits a special event
with more than 2,500 attendees from being scheduled in a City venue outside the
Downtown Core on the same day that a major event (Saturday Farmers’ Market)
is scheduled at a Downtown Core venue.

2. Fees. Organizer agrees to pay City all applicable special event permitting fees
based on the Master Fee Schedule in effect at time of payment along with fees memorialized in 
the Cost Recovery Deposit Agreement, attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated by 
reference. A schedule of permit fee deadlines shall be included in the Conditions of Approval 
attached to the special event permit issued by the Community Services Director or their designee. 
In addition, the Organizer agrees to pay the City a $2,500 non-refundable Healdsburg Community 
Center campus improvement fee, which shall be due on or before January 1 of each calendar 
year preceding the Event.  

For services requested of City staff for which no fee is listed in this Master Fee Schedule, the 
Director of the department whose services are requested shall determine the appropriate fee, 
based on approved hourly rates for staff time involved in the service or activity.  

3. Cost Recovery Deposit Agreement.  Prior to and as a condition to the issuance of the
Special Event Permit, Organizer agrees to execute a Cost Recovery Deposit Agreement provided 
by the City.  Organizer is responsible for all costs related to the Event, including Event security, 
damage, and City staff and consultant costs, including overtime costs.  Prior to or at the time of 
execution of the Cost Recovery Deposit Agreement and thereafter in accordance with the terms of 
the Cost Recovery Deposit Agreement, Organizer will pay to the City a deposit of $10,000, to be 
applied to costs subject to the Cost Recovery Deposit Agreement.   

4. Event Period. The Event shall be held once per year for a period of three (3)
calendar days during the first weekend in June commencing from Friday at 8:00 a.m. and 
extending through Sunday at 12:00 p.m. (“Event Period”), with ticketed Event occurring on 
Saturday from 12:00 p.m. – 8:00 p.m every year beginning in 2025 through 2027.  Including set-
up and tear-down, the proposed dates are as 
follows:

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• Friday, June 6, 2025 to Sunday, June 8, 2025
• Friday, June 5, 2026 to Sunday, June 7, 2026
• Friday, June 4, 2027 to Sunday, June 6, 2027

5. Special Event Permit Required. Organizer shall submit a special event permit
application annually to the City no later than 90 days before the Event, and shall comply with the 
terms and conditions set forth in the approved special event permit. Additionally, as a condition for 
issuance of a special event permit, Permittee shall obtain and/or provide the following documents 
annually to the satisfaction of the City Manager: 

i. Special Event Permit Application
ii. Event Layout (Preliminary & Final)
iii. Insurance with Endorsement
iv. Workers Compensation Declaration
v. Risk Management Plan
vi. Parking Plan
vii. Private Security Contract
viii. Waste Management / Zero Waste Plan
ix. Perimeter Control Plan
x. Tent Permit
xi. ABC License
xii. Supplemental Documents as required
xiii. Post-Event Report (due 60 days after event)

6. Meetings and Updates. Organizer is required to attend all meetings as required by City
staff to coordinate the Event. Organizermay also request meetings with City staff and City will 
undertake to reasonably accommodate Organizer’s request(s). Organizer agrees to respond to 
requests from the City to provide a status update within 48 hours of receipt. 

7. Effective Date, Term. This Agreement shall be effective as of the date indicated above and
shall have a term of three (3) years. 

8. Severability. If any provision of this Agreement shall be held or made invalid by a court
decision, statute or rule, or shall be otherwise rendered invalid, the remainder of this Agreement 
shall not be affected thereby. 

9. Choice of Law. This Agreement shall be governed and construed in accordance with the
laws of the State of California and any lawsuit or action relating in any way to this Agreement must 
be filed in Sonoma County, California.

Cost Recovery Deposit Agreement 
Reeve Wines – 2025-27 BloodRoot Rambles 

1. Scope of Agreement:  This Agreement is between the City of Healdsburg (“City”) and Reeve Wines
(“Organizer”) regarding Organizer’s payment of City costs for services provided by City to Organizer related
to the Event (as defined in Section 2).  City and Organizer are sometimes referred to herein as a “Party” or
“Parties”.

2. Event Description: The BloodRoot Ramble was held on June 8, 2024, and is proposed to continue annual basis
(“Event”) for three years, through 2027. The Event takes place in the City at the Healdsburg Community
Center campus with off-site shuttle service throughout the City from designated parking lots. The Organizer
intends the Event to include live performances by several musical bands or artists of national notoriety,
alcohol booths, food booths/trucks, event staging, VIP viewing area, merchandise booth, and shuttle servicing 
to and from the Event. The Event venue within the Healdsburg Community Center campus will be enclosed
by fencing and accessible exclusively to ticketed attendees, with a maximum of 2,500 tickets sold.  The Event
will be held on one day in the month of June.

3. Effective Date and Term of this Agreement:
This Agreement shall take effect upon approval by the City Council ("Effective Date") and shall have a term
of one (1) year from the Effective Date (“Term”). This agreement shall automatically renew for two
successive one (1) year periods unless the Event no longer takes place or if either Party delivers a notice of
non-renewal in writing to the other Party no later than thirty (30) days prior to the end of the current one
(1) year Term. Notices shall be provided as set forth in Section 6.  This Agreement expires upon payment to
City of all costs pursuant to this Agreement arising from Organizer’s 2027 Event.

4. Special Event Permit: Organizer shall be required to obtain a Special Event Permit (the “Permit”) annually in
accordance with the City's Policy for Special Events and City Partnership.  Organizer shall comply with the
terms and conditions set forth in the approved Permit.  The Organizer shall not be entitled to hold the Event
or utilize City property for the Event unless Organizer obtains a Permit.

5. Organizer Payment of City Costs:  In addition to any costs the Organizer is required to pay under the Permit,
Organizer agrees to pay City for the cost of City staff and City consultants in connection with Event planning
and implementation leading up to Event (“City Costs”) for each year the Event takes place during the Term
of this Agreement.  Upon the Effective Date, and each year during the term of the Agreement by January 1,
the Organizer will provide the City with an initial deposit of $10,000 (the “Deposit”).  City Costs will be
tracked and charged against the Deposit each year.  If the initial Deposit falls below $2,500, during each
year of the Term, Organizer must deposit additional funds in order to replenish the deposit to $10,000
within seven (7) days of notification by the City.  City staff time will be tracked and charged back to the
Organizer, based on total costs incurred. City Costs include, but are not limited to the following:
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(a) City staff time associated with Event planning, including, but not limited to:  Event plan review, logistic
and support inquiries, pre-Event meetings with City staff, pre and post-Event site walk through, and any
additional time that requires City staff involvement in the planning process not outlined in the Permit.

(b) Unexpected staff time during event set-up, implementation, and breakdown.  City staff will be assigned
to work the Event and Organizer is responsible for such costs under the Special Event Policy and the
Permit.  If additional staff are needed to respond to the Event or staff time exceeds the amount covered
by the Permit, those costs will be charged against the Deposit.

(c) All or part of the deposit may be used to address any damage, outside of regular wear and tear to any
City property used for the Event.  City staff and Organizer will conduct a post-Event walkthrough to
ensure the City property is returned to its pre-Event. If damage to City property exceeds the Deposit,
Organizer will be required to reimburse City for any expenses above and beyond remaining Deposit
within 30-days after notice from the City.

(d) The City will return any remaining Deposit balance after Event completion each year, including the post-
Event walkthrough and once final payment has been processed each year.

6. Notice:  Organizer shall provide written notice to the City in the event that there is a change in the Organizer’s
interest in the property, the Event, or the billing address or contact person for the Event. Said notice shall be
mailed first class, postage paid, certified mail to:

7. Indemnification:  Organizer agrees to defend, indemnify, release and hold harmless the City of Healdsburg, its
agents, officers, employees and elected and appointed officials from any claim, action or proceedings brought
against any of the foregoing individuals or entities, related to the Event, and this Agreement.  The
indemnification shall include, but not be limited to, damages, costs, expenses, attorneys’ fees or expert
witness fees that may be asserted by any person or entity arising out of or in connection with the Event and
related permits or applications, this Agreement or related applications, passive or active negligence on the
part of the City, its agents, officers, attorneys, employees, and elected officials.

8. Entire Agreement: Modifications in Writing. This Agreement contains the Parties’ entire agreement with
respect to the subject matter hereof.  Any modifications or additions to this Agreement must be made in
writing by the Parties.

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9. Authorization:  This Agreement shall only be executed by authorized representatives of the Parties.  The
persons executing this Agreement represent that they have the express authority to enter into agreements on
behalf of their respective Party.

(2) A military or veterans hospital or a hospital contracted for or operated by a national government or its agency 
unless: 
(a) The services are rendered on an emergency basis; and 
(b) A legal liability exists for the charges made to the individual for the services given in the absence of 

insurance. 
 
"Hospital Stay" means a Medically Necessary overnight confinement in a Hospital when room and board and 
general nursing care are provided for which a per diem charge is made by the Hospital. 
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"Injury" means bodily harm of which an Accident is the proximate cause.  All injuries to the same Covered 
Person sustained in one accident, including all related conditions and recurring symptoms of the Injuries will be 
considered one Injury. 
 
"Medically Necessary" or "Medical Necessity" means a treatment, service or supply that is:  
(1) required to treat an Injury; 
(2) prescribed or ordered by a Physician or furnished by a Hospital; 
(3) performed in a setting required by the condition; 
(4) consistent with the medical and surgical practices prevailing in the area for treatment of the condition at the 

time rendered. 
 
The purchasing or renting air conditioners; air purifiers, motorized transportation equipment, escalators or 
elevators in private homes, swimming pools or supplies for them; and general exercise equipment are not 
considered Medically Necessary. 
 
The fact that a Physician may prescribe, authorize, or direct a service does not of itself make it Medically 
Necessary or covered by the Group Policy. 
 
"Nurse" means either a professional, licensed, graduate registered nurse (R.N.) or a professional, licensed 
practical nurse (L.P.N.). 
 
“Physician” means a person who is a doctor of medicine, osteopathy, psychology or other legally qualified 
practitioner of a healing art that is required by law to be licensed and is acting within the scope of his/her license 
under the laws in the state in which he/she practices and providing only those medical services which are within 
the scope of his/her license or certificate.  It does not include an Insured, an Insured’s Spouse, Domestic Partner, 
son, daughter, father, mother, brother or sister or other relative; 
 
"Supervised or Sponsored Activity" means a Certificateholder or School authorized function: 
(1) In which the Covered Person participates; 
(2) Which is organized by or under its auspices;  
which is within the scope of customary activities for such entity and is shown on the Schedule of Benefits. 
 
"Usual, Reasonable and Customary means the amount that is the normal payment range for a specific medical 
procedure performed within a given geographic area. If the charges submitted are higher than what is considered 
normal for the covered services, then We may not allow the full amount charged. 
 
 

SCOPE OF COVERAGE 
 
We will provide the benefits described in this Certificate to all Covered Persons who suffer a covered loss which: 
(1) Is within the scope of the DESCRIPTION OF BENEFITS PROVISIONS and is the proximate result of disease 

or bodily infirmity, from an Injury which is suffered in an Accident;  
(2) Occurs while the person is a Covered Person under this Certificate; and 
(3) Is within the scope of the risks set forth in the DESCRIPTION OF HAZARDS provisions. 
 
Full Excess Medical Expense: 
If an Injury to the Covered Person results in his incurring Eligible Expenses for any of the services in the 
SCHEDULE OF BENEFITS, we will pay the Eligible Expenses incurred, subject to the Deductible Amount and 
Coinsurance Percentage (if any), that are in excess of Expenses payable by any other Health Care Plan, 
regardless of any Coordination of Benefits provision contained in such Health Care Plan. 
 
The Covered Person must be under the care of a Physician when the Eligible Expenses are incurred.  The 
Expense must be incurred solely for the treatment of a covered Injury: 
(1) While the person is insured under this Certificate; or 
(2) During the Benefit Period stated on the SCHEDULE OF BENEFITS. 
 
The first Expense must be incurred within the time frame shown on the SCHEDULE OF BENEFITS. 
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The total of all medical benefits payable under this Certificate is shown on the SCHEDULE OF BENEFITS: and 
(1) Subject to the specific maximums shown on the SCHEDULE OF BENEFITS; and 
(2) Subject to compliance with the requirement, set forth in the Limitations section of this Certificate. 
 

 
PROVISIONS CONCERNING COVERED PERSONS 

 
Eligibility: 
Persons eligible to be insured under this Certificate are those persons described as an ELIGIBLE CLASS on the 
Application.  This includes anyone who may become eligible while this Certificate is in force. 
 
Effective Dates: 
A Covered Person will become an insured under this Certificate, provided proper premium payment is made, on 
the latest of: 
(1) The Effective Date of this Certificate; or 
(2) The day he becomes eligible according to the referenced date shown in the Application. 
 
Termination: 
Insurance for a Covered Person will end on the earliest of: 
(1) The date he is no longer in an Eligible Class. 
(2) The date he reports for active duty in any Armed Forces, according to the referenced date shown in the 

Application.    We will refund, upon receipt of proof of service, any premium paid, calculated from the date 
active duty begins until the earlier of: 
(a) The date the premium is fully earned; or 
(b) The Expiration Date of this Certificate. 
This does not include Reserve or National Guard duty for training; 

(3) The end of the period for which the last premium contribution is made; or 
(4) The date the Group Policy is terminated. 
 

 
DESCRIPTION OF HAZARDS 

 
HAZARD:   POLICYHOLDER FUNCTIONS 
 
Subject to all other provisions of this Certificate, coverage is provided for a Covered Person while he is: 
 
(1) Attending or participating in a Supervised or Sponsored Activity; or 
(2) Attending a Policyholder function. 
 
The activity has to be an event or activity sponsored by and part of the operations of the policyholder. 
 
The Covered Person must be: 
(1) On the premises of the Policyholder: 

(a) During its normal hours; 
(b) During scheduled functions; or 
(c) During other periods if he is attending or participating in a Supervised or Sponsored Activity; 

(2) Not on Policyholder: premises and attending or participating in a Supervised or Sponsored Activity; 
(3) Traveling directly, without interruption: 

(a) Between his home and the Policyholder premises for participation in a Supervised or Sponsored Activity; 
(b) Between the site of the Supervised or Sponsored Activity and his home or the Policyholder: premises. 
(c) In a vehicle which is: 

(i) Designated or furnished by the Policyholder:; 
(ii) Operated by a properly licensed adult driver; and 
(iii) Under the direct supervision of the Policyholder; or 

(d) In a vehicle other than that described in (3)(c) when: 
(i) Operated by a properly licensed driver; and 
(ii) Travel time does not exceed an hour each way. 
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Travel time includes the time: 
(i) To or from home, the Certificateholder's address and the Supervised or Sponsored Activity; 
(ii) Before the appointed time; and 
(iii) After the Supervised or Sponsored Activity is completed. 
 

Unless otherwise stated, we will pay benefits for a covered loss, only once, even if coverage was provided under 
more than one Description of Hazards. 
 

DESCRIPTION OF BENEFITS 
 

BENEFIT A:   BENEFITS FOR ACCIDENTAL DEATH, DISMEMBERMENT, LOSS OF SIGHT, SPEECH AND  
HEARING; OR PARALYSIS 

 
If, within 1-year from the date of an Accident covered by this Certificate, Injury from such Accident, results in Loss 
listed below, we will pay the percentage of the Principal Sum set opposite the loss in the table below.  If the 
Covered Person sustains more than one such Loss as the result of one Accident, we will pay only one amount, 
the largest to which he is entitled.  This amount will not exceed the Principal Sum which applies for the Covered 
Person.

Loss of Life          100% 
Loss of Both Hands         100% 
Loss of Both Feet         100% 
Loss of Entire Sight of Both Eyes       100% 
Loss of One Hand and One Foot       100% 
Loss of One Hand and Entire Sight of One Eye      100% 
Loss of One Foot and Entire Sight of One Eye      100% 
Loss of Speech and Hearing (both ears)       100% 
Quadriplegia (total Paralysis of both upper and lower limbs)    100% 
Paraplegia (total Paralysis of both lower limbs      50% 
Loss of One Hand         50% 
Loss of One Foot         50% 
Loss of Entire Sight of One Eye        50% 
Loss of Speech          50% 
Loss of Hearing (both ears)        50% 
Hemiplegia (total Paralysis of upper and lower limbs on one side of body)   50% 
Loss of Thumb and Index Finger of the Same Hand     25% 
 
Loss of a hand or foot means complete Severance through or above the wrist or ankle joint.  
 
Loss of sight means the total, permanent loss of sight of the eye.  The loss of sight must be irrecoverable by 
natural, surgical or artificial means.   
 
Loss of speech means total, permanent and irrecoverable loss of audible communication.   
 
Loss of hearing means total and permanent loss of hearing in both ears which cannot be corrected by any 
means.  
 
Loss of a thumb and index finger means complete Severance through or above the metacarpophalangeal 
joints (the joints between the fingers and the hand). 
 
In California, loss of a thumb and index finger means loss by complete Severance of at least one whole phalanx 
of each.  
 
"Severance" means the complete separation and dismemberment of the part from the body. 
 
"Paralysis" means loss of use, without Severance, of a limb.  This loss must be determined by a Physician to be 
complete and not reversible. 
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BENEFIT  -  MEDICAL EXPENSE  
 
We will pay, Eligible Expenses for a Covered Person’s Injury, subject to the Deductible Amount and Coinsurance 
Percentage, if any, shown in the Schedule of Benefits.  Eligible Expenses are those incurred for: 
 
(1) Hospital Room and Board – charges for a semi-private daily room rate for each day of the Hospital Stay, up 

to the Maximum Daily Benefit Amount shown in the Schedule of Benefits for Hospital Room and Board.   
 
(2) Intensive Care Room and Board - charges for each day of Intensive Care Unit confinement, up to the Daily 

Maximum Benefit Amount shown in the Schedule of Benefits for the Intensive Care Room and Board benefit.  
This payment is in lieu of payment for the Hospital Room and Board charges for those days. 

 
(3) Hospital Miscellaneous - charges during a Hospital Stay, up to the Maximum Daily Benefit Amount shown in 

the Schedule of Benefits for the Hospital Miscellaneous benefit.  Miscellaneous charges do not include 
charges for telephone, radio or television, extra beds or cots, meals for guests, take home items, or other 
convenience items. 

 
(4) Outpatient Hospital Expenses - charges by a Hospital for: 

(a) Pre-admission testing (confinement must occur within 7 days of the testing); or 
(b) Emergency room treatment, up to the Maximum Benefit Amount per emergency shown in the Schedule of 
Benefits for the Outpatient Emergency Room Treatment benefit. 

 
(5) Surgical Benefits - charges for: 

(a) A Physician, for primary performance of a surgical procedure, up to the Maximum Benefit Amount shown 
in the Schedule of Benefits per procedure.  Two or more surgical procedures through the same incision 
will be considered as one procedure.  However, we will pay up to 1.57 times the surgical procedure charge 
when more than one surgical procedure through different operating fields are performed during the same 
surgical session. 

(b) A Physician, for: (i) assistant surgeon duties; (ii) a second surgical opinion; or (iii) consultation, up to the 
Maximum Benefit shown in the Schedule of Benefits for an Assistant Surgeon, Second Surgical Opinion, 
and Consultation. 

(c) Anesthesia and its administration, up to the Maximum Benefit Amount shown in the Schedule of Benefits 
for the Anesthesia benefit. 

(d) Use of surgical facilities, up to the Maximum Benefit Amount per operating session, as shown in the 
Schedule of Benefits for the Surgical Facility benefit. 

 
(6) Physician’s Visits - charges by a Physician for other than pre- or post-operative care: 

(a) For in-Hospital visits, up to the Maximum Benefit Amount shown in the Schedule of Benefits for 
Physician’s Visit – In-Hospital. 

(b) For office visits, up to the Maximum Benefit Amount shown in the Schedule of Benefits for Physician’s 
Office Visits. 

Total visits per Injury will not exceed the combined Maximum shown in the Schedule of Benefits for All In-
Hospital and Office Physician’s Visits. 
 

(7) X-Ray and Laboratory - charges for X-ray and laboratory tests, up to the Maximum Benefit Amount shown in 
the Schedule of Benefits for the X-ray & Laboratory benefit. 

 
(8) Nursing Services - Charges for nursing services (other than routine Hospital care) by or under the 

supervision of a licensed graduate registered nurse, up to the Maximum Benefit Amount shown on the 
Schedule of Benefits for the Nursing benefit. 

 
(9) Physiotherapy - Charges for physiotherapy: 

(a) While Hospital confined, up to the Maximum Benefit Amount shown in the Schedule of Benefits for the 
Hospital Inpatient Physiotherapy benefit; 

(b) As an outpatient, up to the Maximum Benefit Amount shown on the Schedule of Benefits for the 
Outpatient Physiotherapy benefit. 

 
Physiotherapy includes: 
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(a) Heat treatment; 
(b) Diathermy; 
(c) Microtherm; 
(d) Ultrasonic; 
(e) Adjustment; 
(f) Manipulation; 
(g) Massage therapy and 
(h) Acupuncture. 

 
Total treatment per Injury will not exceed the Maximum Benefit Amounts for Physiotherapy shown in the 
Schedule of Benefits.  

 
(10) Ambulance - from the place where the Injury occurred to the Hospital, up to the Maximum  Benefit Amount 

shown in the Schedule of Benefits for the Ambulance benefit. 
 

(11) Medical Equipment Rental -  charges for medical equipment for: 
(a) A wheelchair; 
(b) An iron lung; or 
(c) Other medical equipment for which prior approval by us has been given; 

      up to the Maximum Benefit Amount shown in the Schedule of Benefits for the Medical Equipment Rental  
      benefit. 
 

(12)   Medical Services and Supplies - Charges for medical services and supplies for: 
  (a) Oxygen and its administration; 
  (b)  Blood and blood transfusions; 
   up to the Maximum Benefit Amount shown in the Schedule of Benefits for the Medical Service & Supply  
   benefit. 

 
(13)   Dental Treatment - Charges for dental treatment for Injury to a tooth which was sound and natural at the 

time of Injury, up to the Maximum Benefit Amount shown in the Schedule of Benefits for the Dental Treatment 
benefit.   

 
The amounts payable under this Medical Expense benefit could be greatly reduced if the Covered Person does 
not comply with the requirements in the Limitations section of this Certificate. 
 

BENEFIT - OUT-PATIENT PRESCRIPTION DRUG BENEFIT 
 
We will pay the Eligible Expenses, subject to the Deductible Amount and Coinsurance Percentage shown in the 
Schedule of Benefits, if any; for a Prescription Drug or medication when prescribed by a Physician on an 
outpatient basis. 
 
Prescription Drug means a drug which: 
(1) Under Federal law may only be dispensed by written prescription; and  
(2) Is utilized for the specific purpose approved for general use by the Food and Drug Administration. 
 
The Prescription Drug must be dispensed for the out-patient use by the Covered Person: 
(1) On or after the Covered Person's Effective Date; and 
(2) By a licensed pharmacy provider. 
 
Benefits are payable up to the Maximum Benefit Amount shown on the Schedule of Benefits. 
 
The amount payable under this benefit could be greatly reduced if the Covered Person does not comply with the 
requirements in the Limitations section of this Certificate.

EXCLUSIONS 
 
Benefits will not be paid for a Covered Person's loss which: 
 
(1) Is proximately caused by the Covered Person’s own: 

(a) Intentionally self-inflicted Injury, suicide or any attempt thereat. (In Missouri this applies only while sane.); 
(b) Voluntary self-administration of any drug or chemical substance not prescribed by, and taken according to 
the directions of, a doctor (Accidental ingestion of a poisonous substance is not excluded.);  
(c) Commission or attempt to commit a felony; 
(d) Participation in a riot or insurrection; 
(e) [Injury caused by, contributed to or resulting from the Covered Person’s use of alcohol, illegal drugs or 

medicines that are not taken in the dosage or for the purpose as prescribed by the Covered Person’s 
Physician. 

 (2)  Is proximately caused by: 
(a) Declared or undeclared war or act of war; 
(b) Aviation, except as specifically provided in this Certificate; 
(c) Sickness, disease, bodily or mental infirmity or medical or surgical treatment thereof, bacterial or viral 

infection, regardless of how contracted.  This does not include bacterial infection that is the natural and 
foreseeable result of an accidental external bodily injury or accidental food poisoning. 

 
 

ADDITIONAL EXCLUSIONS 
Benefits will not be paid for: 
 
1. Normal health checkups; 
2. Dental care or treatment other than care of sound, natural teeth and gums required on account of Injury 

resulting from an Accident while the Covered Person is covered under this Certificate, and rendered within 6 
months of the Accident; 

3. Services or treatment rendered by a doctor, nurse or any other person who is:   
(a) Employed or retained by the Certificateholder; or  
(b) Who is the Covered Person or a member of his immediate family; 

4. Charges which:   
(a) The Covered Person would not have to pay if he did not have insurance; or  
(b) Are in excess of Usual, Reasonable and Customary charges. 

5. An Injury that is caused by flight in: 
(a) An aircraft, except as a fare-paying passenger; 
(b) A space craft or any craft designed for navigation above or beyond the earth's atmosphere; or 
(c) An ultra light, hang-gliding, parachuting or bungi-cord jumping; 

6. Travel in or upon: 
(a) A snowmobile; 
(b) Any two or three wheeled motor vehicle; 
(c) Any off-road motorized vehicle not requiring licensing as a motor vehicle; 

7. Any Accident where the Covered Person is the operator of a motor vehicle and does not possess a current 
and valid motor vehicle operator's license; 

8. That part of medical expense arising out of a motor vehicle accident to the extent such benefits are payable 
by any automobile insurance Certificate without regard to fault. (Does not apply in any state where 
prohibited); 

9. Injury that is:   
(a) The result of the Covered Person being Intoxicated. (“Intoxicated” will have the meaning determined by 

the laws in the jurisdiction of the geographical area where the loss occurs); or  
(b) Caused by any narcotic, drug, poison, gas or fumes voluntarily taken, administered, absorbed or inhaled, 

unless prescribed by a doctor; 
10. Any Sickness, except infection which occurs directly from an Accidental cut or wound or diagnostic tests or 

treatment, or ingestion of contaminated food; 
11. Blood or Blood plasma, except for charges by a Hospital for the processing or administration of blood; 
12. Elective treatment or surgery, health treatment, or examination where no Injury is involved; 
13. Injury sustained while in the service of the armed forces of any country.  When the Covered Person enters the 

armed forces of any country, we will refund the unearned pro rata premium upon request; 
14. Eyeglasses, contact lenses, hearing aids, braces, appliances, or examinations or prescriptions therefore; 
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15. Treatment in any Veterans Administration or Federal Hospital, except if there is a legal obligation to pay; 
16. Treatment of temporomandibular joint (TMJ) disorders involving the installation of crowns, pontics, bridges or 

abutments, or the installation, maintenance or removal of orthodontic or occlusal appliances or equilibration 
therapy; 

17. Cosmetic surgery, except for reconstructive surgery on a diseased or injured part of the body;  
18.  Benefits will not be provided for services or injuries or diseases related to your job to the extent you are 

covered or are required to be covered by the Workers’ Compensation law.  If you enter into a settlement 
giving up your right to recover future medical benefits under a Workers’ Compensation law, this policy will not 
pay those medical benefits that would have been payable in absence of that settlement; 

19. The repair or replacement of existing artificial limbs, orthopedic braces, or orthotic devices;  
20. Rest cures or custodial care; 
21. The repair or replacement of existing dentures, partial dentures, braces or fixed or removable bridges; 
22. Expenses incurred for an Accident after the Benefit Period shown in the Schedule of Benefits; 
23. Orthopedic appliances which are used mainly to protect an Injury so that a covered student can take part in 

interscholastic or intercollegiate sports; 
24. Hernia of any kind; or any bacterial infection that was not caused by an Accidental cut or wound; 
25. Prescription medicines unless specifically provided for under this Certificate. 
26.  Injuries, which result over a period of time (such as blisters, tennis elbow, etc.) are not covered. 
 
 

LIMITATIONS 
 
Any benefits payable under this Certificate will be limited to the following: 
 
(1) The medical benefits otherwise payable under this Certificate will be reduced by 50% if: 

(a) Excess insurance is provided under this Certificate; and 
(b) The Covered Person has coverage under another plan providing medical expense benefits; and 
(c) The other plan is an HMO, PPO or similar arrangement ("PPO-Preferred Provider Organization" means 

an Organization offering health care services through designated health care providers who agree to 
perform these services at rates lower than nonpreferred providers.); and 

(d) The Covered Person does not use the facilities or services of the HMO, PPO or similar arrangement for 
the provision of benefits. 

 
The Covered Person’s limitation does not apply to emergency treatment required within 24 hours after an 
Accident which occurred outside the geographic area serviced by the HMO, PPO or similar arrangement. 
 

(2) Costs that exceed the Usual, Reasonable and Customary charges in the area where the services are 
furnished or supplies provided.  Services, supplies and equipment must be: 
a) Medically necessary for the care or treatment of a covered Injury; 
b) Received while coverage is in force under this Certificate; and 
c) Rendered and/or prescribed by a licensed Physician other than the Covered Person (or a member of his  

household or immediate family) in accordance with current medical standards and practices. 
 
(3) The application of the Coordination of Benefits or Non-Duplication of Benefits provision. 
 
(4) If the Covered Person is admitted into the Hospital on a Friday or a Saturday on a non-emergency basis and 

the procedure for which he is admitted is not performed on the day of or the day after admission, we will not 
pay the Hospital charges for room and board or miscellaneous Hospital charges for the initial Friday or 
Saturday preceding the procedure. 

 
 

MEDICAL REVIEW REQUIREMENTS 
 
A Covered Person may request an independent medical review (“IMR”) of disputed health care services from the 
California Department of Insurance if he or she believes that we have improperly denied, modified, or delayed 
health care services.  A disputed health care service is any health care service eligible for coverage and payment 
under the Covered Person’s coverage that has been denied, modified, or delayed by us, in whole or in part 
because the service is not Medically Necessary. 
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The IMR process is in addition to any other procedures or remedies that may be available.  There is no 
application or processing fee of any kind for an IMR.  The Covered Person has the right to provide information in 
support of the request for an IMR.  We must provide the Covered Person with an IMR application form together 
with any grievance disposition letter that denies, modifies, or delays health care services.  A decision not to 
participate in the IMR process may cause a Covered Person to forfeit any California statutory right to pursue legal 
action against us regarding the disputed health care service.  It should be noted that we do not believe any such 
California statutory right exists which is applicable to it.  For more information regarding the IMR process, or to 
request an application form, please contact us. 

Eligibility.  The California Department of Insurance will review the Covered Person’s application for an IMR to 
confirm that: 

1. a. The provider has recommended a health care service as Medically Necessary. 

b. The Covered Person has received urgent care or emergency services that a provider determined was 
Medically Necessary; or 

c. The Covered Person has been seen by a provider for the diagnosis or treatment of the medical condition 
for which he or she seeks independent review. 

2. The disputed health care service has been denied, modified, or delayed by us based in whole or in part on a 
decision that the health care service is not Medically Necessary; and 

3. The Covered Person filed a grievance with us and the disputed decision is upheld or the grievance remains 
unresolved after 30 days.  If the grievance requires expedited review, the Covered Person may bring it 
immediately to the attention of the California Department of Insurance.  It may waive the requirement that the 
Covered Person follow the plan’s grievance process in extraordinary and compelling cases.   

If a case is eligible for an IMR, the dispute will be submitted to a medical specialist who will make an independent 
determination as to whether or not the care is Medically Necessary.  The Covered Person will receive a copy of 
the assessment made.  If the IMR determines the service is Medically Necessary, we will provide benefits for the 
health care service. 

For non-urgent cases, the IMR organization designated by the California Department of Insurance must provide 
its determination within 30 days of receipt of the Covered Person’s application and supporting documents.  For 
urgent cases involving an imminent and serious threat to a Covered Person’s health, including, but not limited to, 
serious pain, the potential loss of life, limb, or major bodily function, or the immediate and serious deterioration of 
the Covered Person’s health, the IMR organization must provide its determination within three business days. 
 

 
PREMIUM PROVISIONS 

 
GRACE PERIOD: 

 Unless not less than five days prior to the premium due date we have delivered to the Insured or have mailed to 
the Insured’s last address as shown by our records written notice of our intention not to renew this Policy beyond 
the period for which the premium has been accepted, a grace period of 31 days will be granted for the payment of 
each premium falling due after the first premium, during which grace period the policy shall continue in force 
(subject to the right of the insurer to cancel in accordance with the cancellation provision hereof). 

 
PREMIUMS: 
Premium due dates are the first of every month.  Premium payment made in advance or for more than a one 
month period will not affect any provisions of this Certificate with regard to change.  Failure by the 
Certificateholder to pay premiums within the grace period shall be deemed notice to us to terminate coverage at 
the end of the period for which premium was paid. 
 
CHANGES IN RATES: 
We have the right to change the premium rates on any premium due date: 
(1) After the first 12 months insurance is in effect; 
(2) Coinciding with a change in the coverage provided or classes eligible; or 
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(3) Coinciding with a change in the risks we have assumed. 
 
We will give 31 days written notice of any change under (1) above.  Notice will be sent to the Certificateholder's 
most recent address in our records. 
 

GENERAL PROVISIONS 
 
ENTIRE CONTRACT; CHANGES: 
This Certificate, including the endorsements and the attached papers, if any, constitutes the entire contract of 
insurance. No change in this policy shall be valid until approved by one of our executive officers and unless such 
approval be endorsed hereon or attached hereto. No agent has authority to change this Certificate or to waive any 
of its provisions. 
 
All statements made by the Policyholder or by a Covered Person in the absence of fraud, be deemed a 
representation and not a warranty. No such statement shall (avoid the insurance or reduce the benefits under the 
Policy or) be used in defense to a claim hereunder unless it is contained in a written application, nor shall any 
such statement of the Policyholder or Covered Person, except a fraudulent misstatement, be used at all to void 
the Policy or this Certificate after it has been in force for three years from the date of its issue, nor shall any such 
statement of any person eligible for coverage under the Policy, except a fraudulent misstatement, be used at all in 
defense to a claim for loss incurred or disability (as defined in the policy) commencing after the insurance 
coverage with respect to which claim is made has been in effect for three years from the date it became effective. 
 
WORKERS' COMPENSATION INSURANCE: 
This Certificate is not in lieu of and does not affect any requirement for coverage under any Workers' 
Compensation Insurance. 
 
CONFORMITY WITH STATE STATUTES: 
Any provision of this Certificate in conflict, on the Effective Date of this Certificate, with the laws of the state where 
it is delivered, is amended to conform to the minimum requirements of such laws. 
 

 
CLAIM PROVISIONS 

 
NOTICE OF CLAIM: 
Written notice of claim must be given to us within 20 days after the occurrence or commencement of any loss 
covered by this Certificate policy, or as soon thereafter as is reasonably possible. Notice given by or on behalf of 
the Insured or Covered Person to us at our administrative office listed on the cover-page of this Certificate, or to 
our authorized agent, with information sufficient to identify the Insured or Covered Person, shall be deemed notice 
to us. 
 
CLAIM FORMS: 
Upon our receipt of a notice of claim, we will furnish to the claimant such forms as are usually furnished by us for 
filing proofs of loss. If such forms are not furnished within 15 days after the giving of such notice the claimant shall 
be deemed to have complied with the requirements of this Certificate as to proof of loss upon submitting, within 
the time fixed in this Certificate for filing proofs of loss, written proof covering the occurrence, the character and 
the extent of the loss for which claim is made. 
 
PROOF OF LOSS: 
Written proof of loss must be furnished to us in the case of a claim for loss for which this Certificate provides 
periodic payment contingent upon continuing loss within 90 days after the end of the period for which we are 
liable.  Written proof that the loss continues must be furnished to us at intervals required by us. 
 
In case of claim for any other loss, proof must be furnished within 90 days after the date of such loss. 
 
If that is not reasonably possible, we will not deny or reduce any claim if proof is furnished as soon as reasonably 
possible.  Proof must, in any case, be furnished not more than a year later, except for lack of legal capacity. 
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TIME OF PAYMENT OF CLAIMS: 
Benefits payable under this Certificate for any loss other than loss for which this Certificate provides any periodic 
payment will be paid immediately upon receipt of due written proof of such loss. Subject to due written proof of 
loss, all accrued indemnities for loss for which this policy provides periodic payment will be paid Monthly and any 
balance remaining unpaid upon the termination of liability will be paid immediately upon receipt of due written 
proof. 
 
PAYMENT OF CLAIMS: 
Benefits for a Covered Person’s loss of life will be payable in accordance with the beneficiary designation and the 
provisions respecting such payment which may be prescribed herein and effective at the time of payment. If no 
such designation or provision is then effective, such benefit shall be payable to the estate of the Covered Person. 
Any other accrued benefits unpaid at the Covered Person’s death may, at our option, be paid either to such 
beneficiary or to such estate. All other Benefits will be payable to the Covered Person. 
 
If any benefits under this policy shall be payable to the estate of a Covered Person, or to a Cover Person or 
beneficiary who is a minor or otherwise not competent to give a valid release, we may pay such Benefit, up to an 
amount not exceeding $1,000, to any relative by blood or connection by marriage of the Covered Person or 
beneficiary who is deemed by us to be equitably entitled thereto. Any payment made by us in good faith pursuant 
to this provision shall fully discharge us to the extent of such payment. 
 
Subject to any written direction of a Covered Person in the application or otherwise all or a portion of any benefits 
provided by this certificate on account of hospital, nursing, medical, or surgical services may, at our option and 
unless the Covered Person requests otherwise in writing not later than the time of filing proofs of that loss, be paid 
directly to the person or persons having paid for the hospitalization or medical or surgical aid, or to the hospital or 
person rendering those services; but it is not required that the service be rendered by a particular hospital or 
person. 
 
PAYMENT OF CLAIMS: OTHER BENEFITS: 
All other benefits will be paid to the Covered Person, if he is living, if not, we will pay his beneficiary or his estate. 
 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: 
 We, at our own expense, shall have the right and opportunity to examine the person of the Covered Person when 
and as often as it may reasonably require during the pendency of a claim hereunder and to make an autopsy in 
case of death where it is not forbidden by law. 
 
TIME LIMIT ON CERTAIN DEFENSES: 
After the Policy has been in force for a period of three years, no statements of the Policyholder contained in the 
application, and no statement relating to insurability made by any Covered Persons eligible for coverage under 
the Policy shall be used to deny a claim or in contesting the validity of the insurance with respect to which such 
statement was made after the insurance has been in force prior to the contest for a period of three years during 
the lifetime of the person with respect to whom any such statement was made. 
 No claim for loss incurred after three years from the effective date of the insurance coverage with respect to 
which the claim is made shall be reduced or denied on the ground that a disease or physical condition, not 
excluded from coverage by name or specific description effective on the date of loss, had existed prior to the 
effective date of the coverage with respect to which the claim is made: 
 
LEGAL ACTIONS: 
No action at law or in equity shall be brought to recover benefits under this Certificate less than 60 days after 
written proof of loss has been furnished as required by this Certificate.  No such action shall be brought more than 
3 years after the time written proof of loss is required to be furnished.

NOTICE OF PROTECTION PROVIDED BY THE CALIFORNIA LIFE AND HEALTH INSURANCE 
GUARANTEE ASSOCIATION 

 
 
This notice provides a brief summary regarding the protection provided to policyholders by the California Life 
and Health Insurance Guarantee Association (“the Association).  The purpose of this Association is to assure that 
policyholders will be protected, within limits, in the unlikely event that a member insurer becomes financially 
unable to meet its obligations.  Insurance Companies licensed in California to sell life insurance, health insurance, 
annuities and structured settlement annuities are members of the Association.  The valuable extra protection 
provided through the Association is not unlimited and is not a substitute for consumers’ care in selecting insurers.  
This protection was created under California law, which determines who and what is covered and he amounts of 
coverage.  
 

Below is a brief summary of  the coverages, exclusions, and limit provided by the Association. This summary 
does not cover all provisions of the law; nor does it in any way change anyone’s rights or obligations under the 
Act or the rights or obligations of the Association. 
 

COVERAGE 
 
• Persons Covered 
Generally, an individual is covered by the California Life and Health Insurance Guarantee Association if the 
insurer was a member of the Association and the individual lives in California at the time the insurer is 
determined by a court to be insolvent.  Coverage is also provided to policy  beneficiaries, payees or assignees, 
whether or not they live in California. 
 
• Amounts of Coverage 
The basic coverage protections provided by the Association are as follows: 
 
Life Insurance, Annuities and Structured Settlement Annuity Benefits 
 
For life insurance policies, annuities and structured settlement annuities, the Association will provide the 
following: 
 

• Life Insurance 
 
 80% of death benefits but not to exceed $300,000 
 80% of cash surrender or withdrawal values but not to exceed $100,000 
 

• Annuities and Structured Settlement Annuities 
 

80% of the present value of annuity benefits, including net cash withdrawal and net cash surrender 
values but not to exceed $250,000. 

 
The maximum amount of protection provided by the Association to an individual, for all life insurance, 
annuities and structured settlement annuities is $300,000, regardless of the number of polices or contracts 
covering the individual.  
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• Health  Insurance 
 
The maximum amount of protection provided by the Association to an individual, as of April 1, 2011, is 
$470,125.  This amount will increase or decrease based upon changes in the health care cost component of the 
consumer price index to the date on which an insurer becomes an insolvent insurer.  

 
COVERAGE LIMITATIONS AND EXCLUSIONS FROM COVERAGE 

 
The California Life and Health Insurance Guarantee Association may not provide coverage for this policy. Coverage 
by the Association generally requires residency in California. You should not rely on coverage by the Association in 
selecting an insurance company or in selecting an insurance policy. 
 
The following policies and persons are among those that are excluded from Association coverage: 
 

• A policy or contract issued by an insurer that was not authorized to do business in California when it issued the policy or 
contract; 

• A policy  issued by a health care service plan (HMO), a hospital or medical service organization, a charitable 
organization, a fraternal benefit society, a mandatory state pooling plan, a mutual assessment company, an insurance 
exchange, or a grants and annuities society; 

• If the person is provided coverage by the guaranty association of another state; 
• Unallocated annuity contracts; that is, contracts which are not issued to and owned by an individual and which do not 

guaranty annuity benefits to an individual;  
• Employer and association plans, to the extent they are self-funded or uninsured; 
• A policy or contract providing any health care benefits under Medicare Part C or Part D;  
• An annuity issued by an organization that is only licensed to issue charitable gift annuities;  
• Any policy or portion of a policy which is not guaranteed by the insurer or for which the individual has assumed the risk, 

such as certain investment elements of a variable life insurance policy or a variable annuity contract; 
• Any policy of reinsurance unless an assumption certificate was issued; 
• Interest rate yields (including implied yields) that exceed limits that are specified in Insurance Code Section 1607.02(b)

GRIEVANCE   PROCEDURES  
 
When you submit a claim and that claim is denied, we will provide a written statement containing the reasons for 
the Adverse Determination.  You have the right to request a review of any Company decision or action pertaining to 
our contractual relationship and to appeal any adverse claim determination we’ve made by filing a Grievance.  
These procedures have been developed to ensure a full investigation of a Grievance through a formal process. 
 

DEFINITIONS 
 
A “Grievance” is a written complaint requesting a change to a previous claim decision, claims payment, the 
handling or reimbursement of health care services, or other matters pertaining to your coverage and our contractual 
relationship. 
 
An “Adverse Determination” is a determination by the Company or its designated utilization review organization 
that (i) a service, treatment, drug, or device, is experimental, investigational, specifically limited or excluded by your 
coverage; or (ii) a facility admission, the availability of care, continued stay or other health care services proposed 
or furnished have been reviewed and, based upon the information provided, does not meet the contractual 
requirements for medical necessity, appropriateness, health care setting, level of care or effectiveness and 
therefore, the benefit coverage is denied, reduced or terminated in whole or in part. 
 

INFORMAL  GRIEVANCE  PROCEDURE 
 
You, your authorized representative, or a provider acting on your behalf may submit an oral complaint to us within 
60-days after an event that causes a dispute.  Telephoning allows you to discuss your complaint or concerns and 
gives us the opportunity to immediately resolve the problem. 
 
If we don’t have all the information necessary to review your complaint, we will request any additional information 
within 5 business days of receiving your complaint.  After we receive all the necessary information, we will provide 
you, your authorized representative, or a provider acting on your behalf with our written decision within 30-days 
after receiving the complaint and all necessary information. 
 
If the problem cannot be resolved in this manner, you still have the right to submit a written request for the 
complaint to be reviewed through the Formal Grievance Procedure, as outlined below. 
 

FORMAL GRIEVANCE  PROCEDURE 
A formal Grievance may be submitted by you, your authorized representative, or in the event of an Adverse 
Determination, by a provider acting on your behalf.   
 
If you file a formal Grievance, you will have the opportunity to submit written comments, documents, records and 
other information you feel are relevant to the Grievance, regardless of whether those materials were considered in 
the initial Adverse Determination.   
 
First Level Review 
Within 3 working business days after receiving the Grievance, we must acknowledge the Grievance and provide 
you, your authorized representative or a provider with the name, address, and telephone number of the coordinator 
handling the Grievance and information on how to submit written material.  The person(s) who reviews the 
Grievance will not be the same person(s) who made the initial Adverse Determination.  During the review, all 
information, documents, and other materials submitted relating to the claim will be considered, regardless of 
whether they were considered in making the previous claim decision.  The Insured will not be allowed to attend, or 
have a representative attend, a First Level Review.  The Insured may, however, submit written material for 
consideration by the reviewer(s). 
 
Grievance 
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When the Grievance is based in whole or in part on a medical judgment, the review will be conducted by, or in 
consultation with, a medical doctor with appropriate training and expertise to evaluate the matter. 
Following our review of your Grievance, we must issue a written decision to you and, if applicable, to your 
representative or provider, within 20-days after receiving the Grievance.  The written decision must include: 

(1) The name(s), title(s) and professional qualifications of any person(s) participating in the First Level 
Review process. 

(2) A statement of the reviewer’s understanding of the Grievance. 
(3) The specific reason(s) for the reviewer’s decision in clear terms and the contractual basis or medical 

rationale used as the basis for the decision in sufficient detail for the Insured to respond further to our 
position. 

(4) A reference to the evidence or documentation used as the basis for the decision. 
(5) If the claim denial is based on medical necessity, experimental treatment or similar exclusion, 

instructions for requesting an explanation of the scientific or clinical rationale used to make the 
determination. 

(6) A statement advising you of your right to request a Second Level Review, if applicable, and a 
description of the procedure and timeframes for requesting a Second Level Review. 

Second Level Review 
   The Second Level Review process is available if you are not satisfied with the outcome of the First 
level Review for an Adverse Determination.  Within ten business days after receiving a request for a Second Level 
Review, we will advise you of the following: 
 

(1) the name, address, and telephone number of a person designated to coordinate the Grievance review 
for the Company; 

(2) a statement of your rights, including the right to:  
• attend the Second Level Review 
• present his/her case to the review panel; 
• submit supporting materials before and at the review meeting; 
• ask questions of any member of the review panel; 
• be assisted or represented by a person of his/her choice, including a provider, family member, 

employer representative, or attorney.  
• request and receive from us free of charge, copies of all relevant documents, records and other 

information that is not confidential or privileged that were considered in making the Adverse 
Determination. 

 
We must convene a review panel and hold a review meeting within 45-days after receiving a request for a Second 
Level Review.  We will notify you in writing of the meeting date at least 15-days prior to the date.  The review 
meeting will be held during regular business hours at a location reasonable accessible to you. In cases where a 
face-to-face meeting is not practical for geographic reasons, we will offer you the opportunity to communicate with 
the review panel at our expense by conference call or other appropriate technology.  Your right to a full review may 
not be conditioned on whether or not you appear at the meeting. 
 
If you choose to be represented by an attorney, we may also be represented by an attorney.  If we choose to have 
an attorney present to represent our interests, we will notify you at least 15 working days in advance of the review 
that an attorney will be present and that you may wish to obtain legal representation of your own. 
 
The panel must be comprised of persons who:  

(1) were not previously involved in any matter giving rise to the Second Level Review;  
(2) are not employees of the Company or Utilization Review Organization; and  
(3) do not have a financial interest in the outcome of the review.  

 
A person previously involved in the Grievance may appear before the panel to present information or answer 
questions. 
 
All persons reviewing a Second Level Grievance involving a Utilization Review non-certification or a clinical issue  
will be providers who have appropriate expertise, including at least one clinical peer.  If we use a clinical peer on an 
appeal of a Utilization Review non-certification or on a First Level Review, we may use one of our employees on 
the Second Level Review panel if the panel is comprised of 3 or more persons. 
 
Grievance 
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We must issue a written decision to you and, if applicable, to your representative or provider, within 10 business 
days after completing the review meeting.  The decision must include: 

(1) the name(s), title(s) and qualifying credentials of the members of the review panel; 
(2) a statement of the review panel’s understanding of the nature of the Grievance and all pertinent facts; 
(3) the review panel’s recommendation to the Company and the rationale behind the recommendation; 
(4) a description of, or reference to, the evidence or documentation considered by the review panel in 

making the recommendation; 
(5) in the review of a Utilization Review non-certification or other clinical matter, a written statement of the 

clinical rationale, including the clinical review criteria, that was used by the review panel to make the 
determination; 

(6) the rationale for the Company’s decision if it differs from the review panel’s recommendation; 
(7) a statement that the decision is the Company’s final determination in the matter; 
(8) notice of the availability of the Commissioner’s office for assistance, including the telephone number 

and address of the Commissioner’s office. 
 

EXPEDITED   REVIEW 
 
You are eligible for an expedited review when the timeframes for an Informal, formal First Level review or Second 
Level review would reasonably appear to seriously jeopardize your life or health, or your ability to regain maximum 
function.  An expedited review is also available for all Grievances concerning an admission, availability of care, 
continued stay or health care service for a person who has received emergency services, but who has not been 
discharged from a facility. 
 
A request for an expedited review may be submitted orally or in writing.  An expedited review must be evaluated by 
an appropriate clinical peer in the same or similar specialty as would typically manage the case being reviewed.  If 
we don’t have the information necessary to decide an appeal, we will send you notification of precisely what is 
required within 24-hours of our receipt of your Grievance. All necessary information, including our decision, will be 
transmitted by telephone, facsimile, or the most expeditious method available.  Provided we have enough 
information to make a decision, you, your authorized representative, or a provider acting on your behalf will be 
notified of the determination as expeditiously as the medical condition requires, but in no event more than 72-hours 
after the review has commenced.  Written confirmation of our decision will be provided within 2 working business 
days of the decision and will contain the same items described in the written decision requirements for First Level 
reviews.  
 
If the expedited review does not resolve the situation, you, your representative or a provider acting on your behalf 
may submit a written Grievance.

A Participating Organization’s coverage under the Certificate begins on the later 
of: 1) Participating Organization Effective Date shown in the Participating Organization 
Application at 12:01AM Standard Time at the address of the Participating Organization shown in 
the Participating Organization Application; or 2) the Certificate Effective Date. 
 
Termination Date.  We may terminate coverage on or after the anniversary of any premium due 
date.  Written notice must be given at least 31 days prior to such premium due date. 
 
The Participating Organization may terminate the coverage on any premium due date.  Failure by 
the Participating Organization to pay premium when due or within any applicable grace period 
shall be deemed notice to us to terminate coverage at the end of the period for which premium 
was paid. 
 

3. The references in the Certificate to “Certificateholder,” where applicable, mean “Participating 
Organization,” respectively. 

 
4. The following language applies to each Rider attached to the Certificate: 

 
Any Riders attached to the Certificate apply only with respect to Accidents and losses of life that 
occur on or after the later of: 

1) The effective date of each Rider; or 
2) The effective date of the Participating Organization’s coverage under each Rider. 

 
Each Rider applies with respect to a Participating Organization’s coverage under the Certificate 
only if the Participating Organization has elected the coverage described in each Rider, as 
indicated in the Participating Organization Application.

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 f. Pollution  
 (1) "Bodily injury" or "property damage" arising 

out of the actual, alleged or threatened 
discharge, dispersal, seepage, migration, 
release or escape of "pollutants": 

 (a) At or from any premises, site or location 
which is or was at any time owned or 
occupied by, or rented or loaned to, any 
insured. However, this subparagraph 
does not apply to: 

 (i) "Bodily injury" if sustained within a 
building and caused by smoke, 
fumes, vapor or soot produced by or 
originating from equipment that is 
used to heat, cool or dehumidify the 
building, or equipment that is used to 
heat water for personal use, by the 
building's occupants or their guests; 

 (ii) "Bodily injury" or "property damage" 
for which you may be held liable, if 
you are a contractor and the owner 
or lessee of such premises, site or 
location has been added to your 
policy as an additional insured with 
respect to your ongoing operations 
performed for that additional insured 
at that premises, site or location and 
such premises, site or location is not 
and never was owned or occupied 
by, or rented or loaned to, any 
insured, other than that additional 
insured; or 

 (iii) "Bodily injury" or "property damage" 
arising out of heat, smoke or fumes 
from a "hostile fire"; 

 (b) At or from any premises, site or location 
which is or was at any time used by or 
for any insured or others for the 
handling, storage, disposal, processing 
or treatment of waste;  

 (c) Which are or were at any time 
transported, handled, stored, treated, 
disposed of, or processed as waste by 
or for:  

 (i) Any insured; or  
 (ii) Any person or organization for whom 

you may be legally responsible; or 

 (d) At or from any premises, site or location 
on which any insured or any contractors 
or subcontractors working directly or 
indirectly on any insured's behalf are 
performing operations if the "pollutants" 
are brought on or to the premises, site 
or location in connection with such 
operations by such insured, contractor 
or subcontractor. However, this 
subparagraph does not apply to:  

 (i) "Bodily injury" or "property damage" 
arising out of the escape of fuels, 
lubricants or other operating fluids 
which are needed to perform the 
normal electrical, hydraulic or 
mechanical functions necessary for 
the operation of "mobile equipment" 
or its parts, if such fuels, lubricants 
or other operating fluids escape from 
a vehicle part designed to hold, store 
or receive them. This exception does 
not apply if the "bodily injury" or 
"property damage" arises out of the 
intentional discharge, dispersal or 
release of the fuels, lubricants or 
other operating fluids, or if such 
fuels, lubricants or other operating 
fluids are brought on or to the 
premises, site or location with the 
intent that they be discharged, 
dispersed or released as part of the 
operations being performed by such 
insured, contractor or subcontractor; 

 (ii) "Bodily injury" or "property damage" 
sustained within a building and 
caused by the release of gases, 
fumes or vapors from materials 
brought into that building in 
connection with operations being 
performed by you or on your behalf 
by a contractor or subcontractor; or 

 (iii) "Bodily injury" or "property damage" 
arising out of heat, smoke or fumes 
from a "hostile fire". 

 (e) At or from any premises, site or location 
on which any insured or any contractors 
or subcontractors working directly or 
indirectly on any insured's behalf are 
performing operations if the operations 
are to test for, monitor, clean up, 
remove, contain, treat, detoxify or 
neutralize, or in any way respond to, or 
assess the effects of, "pollutants". 
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 (2) Any loss, cost or expense arising out of 
any:  

 (a) Request, demand, order or statutory or 
regulatory requirement that any insured 
or others test for, monitor, clean up, 
remove, contain, treat, detoxify or 
neutralize, or in any way respond to, or 
assess the effects of, "pollutants"; or  

 (b) Claim or suit by or on behalf of a 
governmental authority for damages 
because of testing for, monitoring, 
cleaning up, removing, containing, 
treating, detoxifying or neutralizing, or in 
any way responding to, or assessing the 
effects of, "pollutants".  

However, this paragraph does not apply to 
liability for damages because of "property 
damage" that the insured would have in the 
absence of such request, demand, order or 
statutory or regulatory requirement, or such 
claim or "suit" by or on behalf of a 
governmental authority. 

 g. Aircraft, Auto Or Watercraft  
"Bodily injury" or "property damage" arising out 
of the ownership, maintenance, use or 
entrustment to others of any aircraft, "auto" or 
watercraft owned or operated by or rented or 
loaned to any insured. Use includes operation 
and "loading or unloading".  
This exclusion applies even if the claims 
against any insured allege negligence or other 
wrongdoing in the supervision, hiring, 
employment, training or monitoring of others by 
that insured, if the "occurrence" which caused 
the "bodily injury" or "property damage" 
involved the ownership, maintenance, use or 
entrustment to others of any aircraft, "auto" or 
watercraft that is owned or operated by or 
rented or loaned to any insured. 
This exclusion does not apply to:  

 (1) A watercraft while ashore on premises you 
own or rent;  

 (2) A watercraft you do not own that is:  
 (a) Less than 26 feet long; and  
 (b) Not being used to carry persons or 

property for a charge;  
 (3) Parking an "auto" on, or on the ways next 

to, premises you own or rent, provided the 
"auto" is not owned by or rented or loaned 
to you or the insured;  

 (4) Liability assumed under any "insured 
contract" for the ownership, maintenance or 
use of aircraft or watercraft; or  

 (5) "Bodily injury" or "property damage" arising 
out of:  

 (a) The operation of machinery or 
equipment that is attached to, or part of, 
a land vehicle that would qualify under 
the definition of "mobile equipment" if it 
were not subject to a compulsory or 
financial responsibility law or other 
motor vehicle insurance law where it is 
licensed or principally garaged; or 

 (b) The operation of any of the machinery 
or equipment listed in Paragraph f.(2) or 
f.(3) of the definition of "mobile 
equipment".  

 h. Mobile Equipment  
"Bodily injury" or "property damage" arising out 
of:  

 (1) The transportation of "mobile equipment" by 
an "auto" owned or operated by or rented or 
loaned to any insured; or  

 (2) The use of "mobile equipment" in, or while 
in practice for, or while being prepared for, 
any prearranged racing, speed, demolition, 
or stunting activity.  

 i. War  
"Bodily injury" or "property damage", however 
caused, arising, directly or indirectly, out of: 

 (1) War, including undeclared or civil war; 
 (2) Warlike action by a military force, including 

action in hindering or defending against an 
actual or expected attack, by any 
government, sovereign or other authority 
using military personnel or other agents; or 

 (3) Insurrection, rebellion, revolution, usurped 
power, or action taken by governmental 
authority in hindering or defending against 
any of these. 

 j. Damage To Property  
"Property damage" to:  

 (1) Property you own, rent, or occupy, including 
any costs or expenses incurred by you, or 
any other person, organization or entity, for 
repair, replacement, enhancement, 
restoration or maintenance of such property 
for any reason, including prevention of 
injury to a person or damage to another's 
property;  

 (2) Premises you sell, give away or abandon, if 
the "property damage" arises out of any 
part of those premises;  

 (3) Property loaned to you;  
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 (4) Personal property in the care, custody or 
control of the insured;  

 (5) That particular part of real property on 
which you or any contractors or 
subcontractors working directly or indirectly 
on your behalf are performing operations, if 
the "property damage" arises out of those 
operations; or  

 (6) That particular part of any property that 
must be restored, repaired or replaced 
because "your work" was incorrectly 
performed on it.  

Paragraphs (1), (3) and (4) of this exclusion do 
not apply to "property damage" (other than 
damage by fire) to premises, including the 
contents of such premises, rented to you for a 
period of seven or fewer consecutive days. A 
separate limit of insurance applies to Damage 
To Premises Rented To You as described in 
Section III – Limits Of Insurance. 
Paragraph (2) of this exclusion does not apply 
if the premises are "your work" and were never 
occupied, rented or held for rental by you.  
Paragraphs (3), (4), (5) and (6) of this 
exclusion do not apply to liability assumed 
under a sidetrack agreement.  
Paragraph (6) of this exclusion does not apply 
to "property damage" included in the "products-
completed operations hazard".  

 k. Damage To Your Product  
"Property damage" to "your product" arising out 
of it or any part of it.  

 l. Damage To Your Work  
"Property damage" to "your work" arising out of 
it or any part of it and included in the "products-
completed operations hazard".  
This exclusion does not apply if the damaged 
work or the work out of which the damage 
arises was performed on your behalf by a 
subcontractor.  

 m. Damage To Impaired Property Or Property 
Not Physically Injured  
"Property damage" to "impaired property" or 
property that has not been physically injured, 
arising out of:  

 (1) A defect, deficiency, inadequacy or 
dangerous condition in "your product" or 
"your work"; or  

 (2) A delay or failure by you or anyone acting 
on your behalf to perform a contract or 
agreement in accordance with its terms.  

This exclusion does not apply to the loss of use 
of other property arising out of sudden and 
accidental physical injury to "your product" or 
"your work" after it has been put to its intended 
use.  

 n. Recall Of Products, Work Or Impaired 
Property  
Damages claimed for any loss, cost or 
expense incurred by you or others for the loss 
of use, withdrawal, recall, inspection, repair, 
replacement, adjustment, removal or disposal 
of:  

 (1) "Your product";  
 (2) "Your work"; or  
 (3) "Impaired property";  

if such product, work, or property is withdrawn 
or recalled from the market or from use by any 
person or organization because of a known or 
suspected defect, deficiency, inadequacy or 
dangerous condition in it.  

 o. Personal And Advertising Injury 
"Bodily injury" arising out of "personal and 
advertising injury". 

 p. Electronic Data 
Damages arising out of the loss of, loss of use 
of, damage to, corruption of, inability to access, 
or inability to manipulate electronic data.  
However, this exclusion does not apply to 
liability for damages because of "bodily injury". 
As used in this exclusion, electronic data 
means information, facts or programs stored as 
or on, created or used on, or transmitted to or 
from computer software, including systems and 
applications software, hard or floppy disks, CD-
ROMs, tapes, drives, cells, data processing 
devices or any other media which are used 
with electronically controlled equipment. 

 q. Recording And Distribution Of Material Or 
Information In Violation Of Law 
"Bodily injury" or "property damage" arising 
directly or indirectly out of any action or 
omission that violates or is alleged to violate: 

 (1) The Telephone Consumer Protection Act 
(TCPA), including any amendment of or 
addition to such law;  

 (2) The CAN-SPAM Act of 2003, including any 
amendment of or addition to such law;  

 (3) The Fair Credit Reporting Act (FCRA), and 
any amendment of or addition to such law, 
including the Fair and Accurate Credit 
Transactions Act (FACTA); or 
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 (4) Any federal, state or local statute, 
ordinance or regulation, other than the 
TCPA, CAN-SPAM Act of 2003 or FCRA 
and their amendments and additions, that 
addresses, prohibits, or limits the printing, 
dissemination, disposal, collecting, 
recording, sending, transmitting, 
communicating or distribution of material or 
information. 

Exclusions c. through n. do not apply to damage 
by fire to premises while rented to you or 
temporarily occupied by you with permission of the 
owner. A separate limit of insurance applies to this 
coverage as described in Section III – Limits Of 
Insurance.  

COVERAGE B – PERSONAL AND ADVERTISING 
INJURY LIABILITY  
 1. Insuring Agreement  
 a. We will pay those sums that the insured 

becomes legally obligated to pay as damages 
because of "personal and advertising injury" to 
which this insurance applies. We will have the 
right and duty to defend the insured against 
any "suit" seeking those damages. However, 
we will have no duty to defend the insured 
against any "suit" seeking damages for 
"personal and advertising injury" to which this 
insurance does not apply. We may, at our 
discretion, investigate any offense and settle 
any claim or "suit" that may result. But:  

 (1) The amount we will pay for damages is 
limited as described in Section III – Limits 
Of Insurance; and  

 (2) Our right and duty to defend end when we 
have used up the applicable limit of 
insurance in the payment of judgments or 
settlements under Coverages A or B or 
medical expenses under Coverage C.  

No other obligation or liability to pay sums or 
perform acts or services is covered unless 
explicitly provided for under Supplementary 
Payments – Coverages A and B. 

 b. This insurance applies to "personal and 
advertising injury" caused by an offense arising 
out of your business but only if the offense was 
committed in the "coverage territory" during the 
policy period.  

 2. Exclusions  
This insurance does not apply to:  

 a. Knowing Violation Of Rights Of Another 
"Personal and advertising injury" caused by or 
at the direction of the insured with the 
knowledge that the act would violate the rights 
of another and would inflict "personal and 
advertising injury". 

 b. Material Published With Knowledge Of 
Falsity 
"Personal and advertising injury" arising out of 
oral or written publication, in any manner, of 
material, if done by or at the direction of the 
insured with knowledge of its falsity.  

 c. Material Published Prior To Policy Period 
"Personal and advertising injury" arising out of 
oral or written publication, in any manner, of 
material whose first publication took place 
before the beginning of the policy period.  

 d. Criminal Acts 
"Personal and advertising injury" arising out of 
a criminal act committed by or at the direction 
of the insured. 

 e. Contractual Liability 
"Personal and advertising injury" for which the 
insured has assumed liability in a contract or 
agreement. This exclusion does not apply to 
liability for damages that the insured would 
have in the absence of the contract or 
agreement. 

 f. Breach Of Contract 
"Personal and advertising injury" arising out of 
a breach of contract, except an implied 
contract to use another's advertising idea in 
your "advertisement". 

 g. Quality Or Performance Of Goods – Failure 
To Conform To Statements 
"Personal and advertising injury" arising out of 
the failure of goods, products or services to 
conform with any statement of quality or 
performance made in your "advertisement". 

 h. Wrong Description Of Prices 
"Personal and advertising injury" arising out of 
the wrong description of the price of goods, 
products or services stated in your 
"advertisement".  
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 i. Infringement Of Copyright, Patent, 
Trademark Or Trade Secret 
"Personal and advertising injury" arising out of 
the infringement of copyright, patent, 
trademark, trade secret or other intellectual 
property rights. Under this exclusion, such 
other intellectual property rights do not include 
the use of another's advertising idea in your 
"advertisement". 
However, this exclusion does not apply to 
infringement, in your "advertisement", of 
copyright, trade dress or slogan. 

 j. Insureds In Media And Internet Type 
Businesses 
"Personal and advertising injury" committed by 
an insured whose business is: 

 (1) Advertising, broadcasting, publishing or 
telecasting; 

 (2) Designing or determining content of web 
sites for others; or 

 (3) An Internet search, access, content or 
service provider.  

However, this exclusion does not apply to 
Paragraphs 14.a., b. and c. of "personal and 
advertising injury" under the Definitions 
section. 
For the purposes of this exclusion, the placing 
of frames, borders or links, or advertising, for 
you or others anywhere on the Internet, is not 
by itself, considered the business of 
advertising, broadcasting, publishing or 
telecasting. 

 k. Electronic Chatrooms Or Bulletin Boards 
"Personal and advertising injury" arising out of 
an electronic chatroom or bulletin board the 
insured hosts, owns, or over which the insured 
exercises control. 

 l. Unauthorized Use Of Another's Name Or 
Product 
"Personal and advertising injury" arising out of 
the unauthorized use of another's name or 
product in your e-mail address, domain name 
or metatag, or any other similar tactics to 
mislead another's potential customers. 

 m. Pollution 
"Personal and advertising injury" arising out of 
the actual, alleged or threatened discharge, 
dispersal, seepage, migration, release or 
escape of "pollutants" at any time.  

 n. Pollution-related 
Any loss, cost or expense arising out of any:  

 (1) Request, demand, order or statutory or 
regulatory requirement that any insured or 
others test for, monitor, clean up, remove, 
contain, treat, detoxify or neutralize, or in 
any way respond to, or assess the effects 
of, "pollutants"; or  

 (2) Claim or suit by or on behalf of a 
governmental authority for damages 
because of testing for, monitoring, cleaning 
up, removing, containing, treating, 
detoxifying or neutralizing, or in any way 
responding to, or assessing the effects of, 
"pollutants".  

 o. War 
"Personal and advertising injury", however 
caused, arising, directly or indirectly, out of: 

 (1) War, including undeclared or civil war; 
 (2) Warlike action by a military force, including 

action in hindering or defending against an 
actual or expected attack, by any 
government, sovereign or other authority 
using military personnel or other agents; or 

 (3) Insurrection, rebellion, revolution, usurped 
power, or action taken by governmental 
authority in hindering or defending against 
any of these. 

 p. Recording And Distribution Of Material Or 
Information In Violation Of Law 
"Personal and advertising injury" arising 
directly or indirectly out of any action or 
omission that violates or is alleged to violate: 

 (1) The Telephone Consumer Protection Act 
(TCPA), including any amendment of or 
addition to such law;  

 (2) The CAN-SPAM Act of 2003, including any 
amendment of or addition to such law;  

 (3) The Fair Credit Reporting Act (FCRA), and 
any amendment of or addition to such law, 
including the Fair and Accurate Credit 
Transactions Act (FACTA); or 

 (4) Any federal, state or local statute, 
ordinance or regulation, other than the 
TCPA, CAN-SPAM Act of 2003 or FCRA 
and their amendments and additions, that 
addresses, prohibits, or limits the printing, 
dissemination, disposal, collecting, 
recording, sending, transmitting, 
communicating or distribution of material or 
information. 
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COVERAGE C – MEDICAL PAYMENTS  
 1. Insuring Agreement  
 a. We will pay medical expenses as described 

below for "bodily injury" caused by an accident:  
 (1) On premises you own or rent;  
 (2) On ways next to premises you own or rent; 

or  
 (3) Because of your operations; 

provided that:  
 (a) The accident takes place in the 

"coverage territory" and during the policy 
period;  

 (b) The expenses are incurred and reported 
to us within one year of the date of the 
accident; and  

 (c) The injured person submits to 
examination, at our expense, by 
physicians of our choice as often as we 
reasonably require.  

 b. We will make these payments regardless of 
fault. These payments will not exceed the 
applicable limit of insurance. We will pay 
reasonable expenses for:  

 (1) First aid administered at the time of an 
accident;  

 (2) Necessary medical, surgical, X-ray and 
dental services, including prosthetic 
devices; and  

 (3) Necessary ambulance, hospital, 
professional nursing and funeral services.  

 2. Exclusions  
We will not pay expenses for "bodily injury":  

 a. Any Insured 
To any insured, except "volunteer workers".  

 b. Hired Person 
To a person hired to do work for or on behalf of 
any insured or a tenant of any insured.  

 c. Injury On Normally Occupied Premises 
To a person injured on that part of premises 
you own or rent that the person normally 
occupies.  

 d. Workers' Compensation And Similar Laws 
To a person, whether or not an "employee" of 
any insured, if benefits for the "bodily injury" 
are payable or must be provided under a 
workers' compensation or disability benefits 
law or a similar law.  

 e. Athletics Activities 
To a person injured while practicing, instructing 
or participating in any physical exercises or 
games, sports, or athletic contests.  

 f. Products-Completed Operations Hazard 
Included within the "products-completed 
operations hazard".  

 g. Coverage A Exclusions 
Excluded under Coverage A. 

SUPPLEMENTARY PAYMENTS – COVERAGES A 
AND B  
 1. We will pay, with respect to any claim we 

investigate or settle, or any "suit" against an 
insured we defend:  

 a. All expenses we incur.  
 b. Up to $250 for cost of bail bonds required 

because of accidents or traffic law violations 
arising out of the use of any vehicle to which 
the Bodily Injury Liability Coverage applies. We 
do not have to furnish these bonds.  

 c. The cost of bonds to release attachments, but 
only for bond amounts within the applicable 
limit of insurance. We do not have to furnish 
these bonds.  

 d. All reasonable expenses incurred by the 
insured at our request to assist us in the 
investigation or defense of the claim or "suit", 
including actual loss of earnings up to $250 a 
day because of time off from work.  

 e. All court costs taxed against the insured in the 
"suit". However, these payments do not include 
attorneys' fees or attorneys' expenses taxed 
against the insured.  

 f. Prejudgment interest awarded against the 
insured on that part of the judgment we pay. If 
we make an offer to pay the applicable limit of 
insurance, we will not pay any prejudgment 
interest based on that period of time after the 
offer.  
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 g. All interest on the full amount of any judgment 
that accrues after entry of the judgment and 
before we have paid, offered to pay, or 
deposited in court the part of the judgment that 
is within the applicable limit of insurance.  

These payments will not reduce the limits of 
insurance.  

 2. If we defend an insured against a "suit" and an 
indemnitee of the insured is also named as a party 
to the "suit", we will defend that indemnitee if all of 
the following conditions are met:  

 a. The "suit" against the indemnitee seeks 
damages for which the insured has assumed 
the liability of the indemnitee in a contract or 
agreement that is an "insured contract";  

 b. This insurance applies to such liability 
assumed by the insured;  

 c. The obligation to defend, or the cost of the 
defense of, that indemnitee, has also been 
assumed by the insured in the same "insured 
contract";  

 d. The allegations in the "suit" and the information 
we know about the "occurrence" are such that 
no conflict appears to exist between the 
interests of the insured and the interests of the 
indemnitee;  

 e. The indemnitee and the insured ask us to 
conduct and control the defense of that 
indemnitee against such "suit" and agree that 
we can assign the same counsel to defend the 
insured and the indemnitee; and  

 f. The indemnitee:  
 (1) Agrees in writing to:  
 (a) Cooperate with us in the investigation, 

settlement or defense of the "suit";  
 (b) Immediately send us copies of any 

demands, notices, summonses or legal 
papers received in connection with the 
"suit";  

 (c) Notify any other insurer whose coverage 
is available to the indemnitee; and  

 (d) Cooperate with us with respect to 
coordinating other applicable insurance 
available to the indemnitee; and  

 (2) Provides us with written authorization to:  
 (a) Obtain records and other information 

related to the "suit"; and  
 (b) Conduct and control the defense of the 

indemnitee in such "suit".  

So long as the above conditions are met, 
attorneys' fees incurred by us in the defense of 
that indemnitee, necessary litigation expenses 
incurred by us and necessary litigation expenses 
incurred by the indemnitee at our request will be 
paid as Supplementary Payments. 
Notwithstanding the provisions of Paragraph 
2.b.(2) of Section I – Coverage A – Bodily Injury 
And Property Damage Liability, such payments will 
not be deemed to be damages for "bodily injury" 
and "property damage" and will not reduce the 
limits of insurance.  
Our obligation to defend an insured's indemnitee 
and to pay for attorneys' fees and necessary 
litigation expenses as Supplementary Payments 
ends when we have used up the applicable limit of 
insurance in the payment of judgments or 
settlements or the conditions set forth above, or 
the terms of the agreement described in 
Paragraph f. above, are no longer met. 

SECTION II – WHO IS AN INSURED  
 1. If you are designated in the Declarations as:  
 a. An individual, you and your spouse are 

insureds, but only with respect to the conduct 
of a business of which you are the sole owner.  

 b. A partnership or joint venture, you are an 
insured. Your members, your partners, and 
their spouses are also insureds, but only with 
respect to the conduct of your business.  

 c. A limited liability company, you are an insured. 
Your members are also insureds, but only with 
respect to the conduct of your business. Your 
managers are insureds, but only with respect 
to their duties as your managers.  

 d. An organization other than a partnership, joint 
venture or limited liability company, you are an 
insured. Your "executive officers" and directors 
are insureds, but only with respect to their 
duties as your officers or directors. Your 
stockholders are also insureds, but only with 
respect to their liability as stockholders.  

 e. A trust, you are an insured. Your trustees are 
also insureds, but only with respect to their 
duties as trustees. 
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 2. Each of the following is also an insured:  
 a. Your "volunteer workers" only while performing 

duties related to the conduct of your business, 
or your "employees", other than either your 
"executive officers" (if you are an organization 
other than a partnership, joint venture or limited 
liability company) or your managers (if you are 
a limited liability company), but only for acts 
within the scope of their employment by you or 
while performing duties related to the conduct 
of your business. However, none of these 
"employees" or "volunteer workers" are 
insureds for:  

 (1) "Bodily injury" or "personal and advertising 
injury":  

 (a) To you, to your partners or members (if 
you are a partnership or joint venture), 
to your members (if you are a limited 
liability company), to a co-"employee" 
while in the course of his or her 
employment or performing duties related 
to the conduct of your business, or to 
your other "volunteer workers" while 
performing duties related to the conduct 
of your business;  

 (b) To the spouse, child, parent, brother or 
sister of that co-"employee" or 
"volunteer worker" as a consequence of 
Paragraph (1)(a) above;  

 (c) For which there is any obligation to 
share damages with or repay someone 
else who must pay damages because of 
the injury described in Paragraph (1)(a) 
or (b) above; or  

 (d) Arising out of his or her providing or 
failing to provide professional health 
care services.  

 (2) "Property damage" to property:  
 (a) Owned, occupied or used by;  
 (b) Rented to, in the care, custody or 

control of, or over which physical control 
is being exercised for any purpose by;  

you, any of your "employees", "volunteer 
workers", any partner or member (if you are 
a partnership or joint venture), or any 
member (if you are a limited liability 
company).  

 b. Any person (other than your "employee" or 
"volunteer worker"), or any organization while 
acting as your real estate manager.  

 c. Any person or organization having proper 
temporary custody of your property if you die, 
but only:  

 (1) With respect to liability arising out of the 
maintenance or use of that property; and  

 (2) Until your legal representative has been 
appointed.  

 d. Your legal representative if you die, but only 
with respect to duties as such. That 
representative will have all your rights and 
duties under this Coverage Part.  

 3. Any organization you newly acquire or form, other 
than a partnership, joint venture or limited liability 
company, and over which you maintain ownership 
or majority interest, will qualify as a Named 
Insured if there is no other similar insurance 
available to that organization. However:  

 a. Coverage under this provision is afforded only 
until the 90th day after you acquire or form the 
organization or the end of the policy period, 
whichever is earlier;  

 b. Coverage A does not apply to "bodily injury" or 
"property damage" that occurred before you 
acquired or formed the organization; and  

 c. Coverage B does not apply to "personal and 
advertising injury" arising out of an offense 
committed before you acquired or formed the 
organization.  

No person or organization is an insured with respect 
to the conduct of any current or past partnership, joint 
venture or limited liability company that is not shown 
as a Named Insured in the Declarations.  
SECTION III – LIMITS OF INSURANCE  
 1. The Limits of Insurance shown in the Declarations 

and the rules below fix the most we will pay 
regardless of the number of:  

 a. Insureds;  
 b. Claims made or "suits" brought; or  
 c. Persons or organizations making claims or 

bringing "suits".  
 2. The General Aggregate Limit is the most we will 

pay for the sum of:  
 a. Medical expenses under Coverage C;  
 b. Damages under Coverage A, except damages 

because of "bodily injury" or "property damage" 
included in the "products-completed operations 
hazard"; and  

 c. Damages under Coverage B.  
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 3. The Products-Completed Operations Aggregate 
Limit is the most we will pay under Coverage A for 
damages because of "bodily injury" and "property 
damage" included in the "products-completed 
operations hazard".  

 4. Subject to Paragraph 2. above, the Personal And 
Advertising Injury Limit is the most we will pay 
under Coverage B for the sum of all damages 
because of all "personal and advertising injury" 
sustained by any one person or organization.  

 5. Subject to Paragraph 2. or 3. above, whichever 
applies, the Each Occurrence Limit is the most we 
will pay for the sum of:  

 a. Damages under Coverage A; and  
 b. Medical expenses under Coverage C  

because of all "bodily injury" and "property 
damage" arising out of any one "occurrence".  

 6. Subject to Paragraph 5. above, the Damage To 
Premises Rented To You Limit is the most we will 
pay under Coverage A for damages because of 
"property damage" to any one premises, while 
rented to you, or in the case of damage by fire, 
while rented to you or temporarily occupied by you 
with permission of the owner.  

 7. Subject to Paragraph 5. above, the Medical 
Expense Limit is the most we will pay under 
Coverage C for all medical expenses because of 
"bodily injury" sustained by any one person.  

The Limits of Insurance of this Coverage Part apply 
separately to each consecutive annual period and to 
any remaining period of less than 12 months, starting 
with the beginning of the policy period shown in the 
Declarations, unless the policy period is extended 
after issuance for an additional period of less than 12 
months. In that case, the additional period will be 
deemed part of the last preceding period for purposes 
of determining the Limits of Insurance.  
SECTION IV – COMMERCIAL GENERAL LIABILITY 
CONDITIONS  
 1. Bankruptcy  

Bankruptcy or insolvency of the insured or of the 
insured's estate will not relieve us of our 
obligations under this Coverage Part.  

 2. Duties In The Event Of Occurrence, Offense, 
Claim Or Suit  

 a. You must see to it that we are notified as soon 
as practicable of an "occurrence" or an offense 
which may result in a claim. To the extent 
possible, notice should include:  

 (1) How, when and where the "occurrence" or 
offense took place;  

 (2) The names and addresses of any injured 
persons and witnesses; and  

 (3) The nature and location of any injury or 
damage arising out of the "occurrence" or 
offense.  

 b. If a claim is made or "suit" is brought against 
any insured, you must:  

 (1) Immediately record the specifics of the 
claim or "suit" and the date received; and  

 (2) Notify us as soon as practicable.  
You must see to it that we receive written 
notice of the claim or "suit" as soon as 
practicable.  

 c. You and any other involved insured must:  
 (1) Immediately send us copies of any 

demands, notices, summonses or legal 
papers received in connection with the 
claim or "suit";  

 (2) Authorize us to obtain records and other 
information;  

 (3) Cooperate with us in the investigation or 
settlement of the claim or defense against 
the "suit"; and  

 (4) Assist us, upon our request, in the 
enforcement of any right against any 
person or organization which may be liable 
to the insured because of injury or damage 
to which this insurance may also apply.  

 d. No insured will, except at that insured's own 
cost, voluntarily make a payment, assume any 
obligation, or incur any expense, other than for 
first aid, without our consent.  

 3. Legal Action Against Us  
No person or organization has a right under this 
Coverage Part:  

 a. To join us as a party or otherwise bring us into 
a "suit" asking for damages from an insured; or  

 b. To sue us on this Coverage Part unless all of 
its terms have been fully complied with.  

A person or organization may sue us to recover on 
an agreed settlement or on a final judgment 
against an insured; but we will not be liable for 
damages that are not payable under the terms of 
this Coverage Part or that are in excess of the 
applicable limit of insurance. An agreed settlement 
means a settlement and release of liability signed 
by us, the insured and the claimant or the 
claimant's legal representative.  
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 4. Other Insurance  
If other valid and collectible insurance is available 
to the insured for a loss we cover under 
Coverages A or B of this Coverage Part, our 
obligations are limited as follows:  

 a. Primary Insurance  
This insurance is primary except when 
Paragraph b. below applies. If this insurance is 
primary, our obligations are not affected unless 
any of the other insurance is also primary. 
Then, we will share with all that other 
insurance by the method described in 
Paragraph c. below.  

 b. Excess Insurance  
 (1) This insurance is excess over:  
 (a) Any of the other insurance, whether 

primary, excess, contingent or on any 
other basis:  

 (i) That is Fire, Extended Coverage, 
Builder's Risk, Installation Risk or 
similar coverage for "your work";  

 (ii) That is Fire insurance for premises 
rented to you or temporarily 
occupied by you with permission of 
the owner;  

 (iii) That is insurance purchased by you 
to cover your liability as a tenant for 
"property damage" to premises 
rented to you or temporarily 
occupied by you with permission of 
the owner; or 

 (iv) If the loss arises out of the 
maintenance or use of aircraft, 
"autos" or watercraft to the extent not 
subject to Exclusion g. of Section I – 
Coverage A – Bodily Injury And 
Property Damage Liability.  

 (b) Any other primary insurance available to 
you covering liability for damages 
arising out of the premises or 
operations, or the products and 
completed operations, for which you 
have been added as an additional 
insured. 

 (2) When this insurance is excess, we will have 
no duty under Coverages A or B to defend 
the insured against any "suit" if any other 
insurer has a duty to defend the insured 
against that "suit". If no other insurer 
defends, we will undertake to do so, but we 
will be entitled to the insured's rights 
against all those other insurers.  

 (3) When this insurance is excess over other 
insurance, we will pay only our share of the 
amount of the loss, if any, that exceeds the 
sum of: 

 (a) The total amount that all such other 
insurance would pay for the loss in the 
absence of this insurance; and  

 (b) The total of all deductible and self-
insured amounts under all that other 
insurance. 

 (4) We will share the remaining loss, if any, 
with any other insurance that is not 
described in this Excess Insurance 
provision and was not bought specifically to 
apply in excess of the Limits of Insurance 
shown in the Declarations of this Coverage 
Part.  

 c. Method Of Sharing  
If all of the other insurance permits contribution 
by equal shares, we will follow this method 
also. Under this approach each insurer 
contributes equal amounts until it has paid its 
applicable limit of insurance or none of the loss 
remains, whichever comes first.  
If any of the other insurance does not permit 
contribution by equal shares, we will contribute 
by limits. Under this method, each insurer's 
share is based on the ratio of its applicable 
limit of insurance to the total applicable limits of 
insurance of all insurers.  

 5. Premium Audit  
 a. We will compute all premiums for this 

Coverage Part in accordance with our rules 
and rates.  

 b. Premium shown in this Coverage Part as 
advance premium is a deposit premium only. 
At the close of each audit period we will 
compute the earned premium for that period 
and send notice to the first Named Insured. 
The due date for audit and retrospective 
premiums is the date shown as the due date 
on the bill. If the sum of the advance and audit 
premiums paid for the policy period is greater 
than the earned premium, we will return the 
excess to the first Named Insured.  

 c. The first Named Insured must keep records of 
the information we need for premium 
computation, and send us copies at such times 
as we may request.  

 6. Representations  
By accepting this policy, you agree:  

 a. The statements in the Declarations are 
accurate and complete;

 b. Those statements are based upon 
representations you made to us; and  

 c. We have issued this policy in reliance upon 
your representations.  

 7. Separation Of Insureds  
Except with respect to the Limits of Insurance, and 
any rights or duties specifically assigned in this 
Coverage Part to the first Named Insured, this 
insurance applies:  

 a. As if each Named Insured were the only 
Named Insured; and  

 b. Separately to each insured against whom claim 
is made or "suit" is brought.  

 8. Transfer Of Rights Of Recovery Against Others 
To Us  
If the insured has rights to recover all or part of 
any payment we have made under this Coverage 
Part, those rights are transferred to us. The 
insured must do nothing after loss to impair them. 
At our request, the insured will bring "suit" or 
transfer those rights to us and help us enforce 
them.  

 9. When We Do Not Renew  
If we decide not to renew this Coverage Part, we 
will mail or deliver to the first Named Insured 
shown in the Declarations written notice of the 
nonrenewal not less than 30 days before the 
expiration date.  
If notice is mailed, proof of mailing will be sufficient 
proof of notice.  

SECTION V – DEFINITIONS  
 1. "Advertisement" means a notice that is broadcast 

or published to the general public or specific 
market segments about your goods, products or 
services for the purpose of attracting customers or 
supporters. For the purposes of this definition: 

 a. Notices that are published include material 
placed on the Internet or on similar electronic 
means of communication; and 

 b. Regarding web sites, only that part of a web 
site that is about your goods, products or 
services for the purposes of attracting 
customers or supporters is considered an 
advertisement. 

 2. "Auto" means: 
 a. A land motor vehicle, trailer or semitrailer 

designed for travel on public roads, including 
any attached machinery or equipment; or 

 b. Any other land vehicle that is subject to a 
compulsory or financial responsibility law or 
other motor vehicle insurance law where it is 
licensed or principally garaged. 

However, "auto" does not include "mobile 
equipment".  

 3. "Bodily injury" means bodily injury, sickness or 
disease sustained by a person, including death 
resulting from any of these at any time.  

 4. "Coverage territory" means:  
 a. The United States of America (including its 

territories and possessions), Puerto Rico and 
Canada;  

 b. International waters or airspace, but only if the 
injury or damage occurs in the course of travel 
or transportation between any places included 
in Paragraph a. above; or  

 c. All other parts of the world if the injury or 
damage arises out of:  

 (1) Goods or products made or sold by you in 
the territory described in Paragraph a. 
above; 

 (2) The activities of a person whose home is in 
the territory described in Paragraph a. 
above, but is away for a short time on your 
business; or  

 (3) "Personal and advertising injury" offenses 
that take place through the Internet or 
similar electronic means of communication; 

provided the insured's responsibility to pay 
damages is determined in a "suit" on the merits, in 
the territory described in Paragraph a. above or in 
a settlement we agree to.  

 5. "Employee" includes a "leased worker". 
"Employee" does not include a "temporary 
worker".  

 6. "Executive officer" means a person holding any of 
the officer positions created by your charter, 
constitution, bylaws or any other similar governing 
document.  

 7. "Hostile fire" means one which becomes 
uncontrollable or breaks out from where it was 
intended to be. 

 8. "Impaired property" means tangible property, other 
than "your product" or "your work", that cannot be 
used or is less useful because:  

 a. It incorporates "your product" or "your work" 
that is known or thought to be defective, 
deficient, inadequate or dangerous; or  

 b. You have failed to fulfill the terms of a contract 
or agreement;  

if such property can be restored to use by the 
repair, replacement, adjustment or removal of 
"your product" or "your work" or your fulfilling the 
terms of the contract or agreement. 
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 9. "Insured contract" means:  
 a. A contract for a lease of premises. However, 

that portion of the contract for a lease of 
premises that indemnifies any person or 
organization for damage by fire to premises 
while rented to you or temporarily occupied by 
you with permission of the owner is not an 
"insured contract";  

 b. A sidetrack agreement;  
 c. Any easement or license agreement, except in 

connection with construction or demolition 
operations on or within 50 feet of a railroad;  

 d. An obligation, as required by ordinance, to 
indemnify a municipality, except in connection 
with work for a municipality;  

 e. An elevator maintenance agreement;  
 f. That part of any other contract or agreement 

pertaining to your business (including an 
indemnification of a municipality in connection 
with work performed for a municipality) under 
which you assume the tort liability of another 
party to pay for "bodily injury" or "property 
damage" to a third person or organization. Tort 
liability means a liability that would be imposed 
by law in the absence of any contract or 
agreement.  
Paragraph f. does not include that part of any 
contract or agreement:  

 (1) That indemnifies a railroad for "bodily injury" 
or "property damage" arising out of 
construction or demolition operations, within 
50 feet of any railroad property and 
affecting any railroad bridge or trestle, 
tracks, road-beds, tunnel, underpass or 
crossing;  

 (2) That indemnifies an architect, engineer or 
surveyor for injury or damage arising out of:  

 (a) Preparing, approving, or failing to 
prepare or approve, maps, shop 
drawings, opinions, reports, surveys, 
field orders, change orders or drawings 
and specifications; or  

 (b) Giving directions or instructions, or 
failing to give them, if that is the primary 
cause of the injury or damage; or  

 (3) Under which the insured, if an architect, 
engineer or surveyor, assumes liability for 
an injury or damage arising out of the 
insured's rendering or failure to render 
professional services, including those listed 
in (2) above and supervisory, inspection, 
architectural or engineering activities.  

10. "Leased worker" means a person leased to you by 
a labor leasing firm under an agreement between 
you and the labor leasing firm, to perform duties 
related to the conduct of your business. "Leased 
worker" does not include a "temporary worker".  

11. "Loading or unloading" means the handling of 
property:  

 a. After it is moved from the place where it is 
accepted for movement into or onto an aircraft, 
watercraft or "auto";  

 b. While it is in or on an aircraft, watercraft or 
"auto"; or  

 c. While it is being moved from an aircraft, 
watercraft or "auto" to the place where it is 
finally delivered;  

but "loading or unloading" does not include the 
movement of property by means of a mechanical 
device, other than a hand truck, that is not 
attached to the aircraft, watercraft or "auto".  

12. "Mobile equipment" means any of the following 
types of land vehicles, including any attached 
machinery or equipment:  

 a. Bulldozers, farm machinery, forklifts and other 
vehicles designed for use principally off public 
roads;  

 b. Vehicles maintained for use solely on or next to 
premises you own or rent;  

 c. Vehicles that travel on crawler treads;  
 d. Vehicles, whether self-propelled or not, 

maintained primarily to provide mobility to 
permanently mounted:  

 (1) Power cranes, shovels, loaders, diggers or 
drills; or  

 (2) Road construction or resurfacing equipment 
such as graders, scrapers or rollers;  

 e. Vehicles not described in Paragraph a., b., c. 
or d. above that are not self-propelled and are 
maintained primarily to provide mobility to 
permanently attached equipment of the 
following types:  

 (1) Air compressors, pumps and generators, 
including spraying, welding, building 
cleaning, geophysical exploration, lighting 
and well servicing equipment; or  

 (2) Cherry pickers and similar devices used to 
raise or lower workers;  

 f. Vehicles not described in Paragraph a., b., c. 
or d. above maintained primarily for purposes 
other than the transportation of persons or 
cargo.  
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However, self-propelled vehicles with the 
following types of permanently attached 
equipment are not "mobile equipment" but will 
be considered "autos":  

 (1) Equipment designed primarily for:  
 (a) Snow removal;  
 (b) Road maintenance, but not construction 

or resurfacing; or  
 (c) Street cleaning;  
 (2) Cherry pickers and similar devices mounted 

on automobile or truck chassis and used to 
raise or lower workers; and  

 (3) Air compressors, pumps and generators, 
including spraying, welding, building 
cleaning, geophysical exploration, lighting 
and well servicing equipment. 

However, "mobile equipment" does not include 
any land vehicles that are subject to a compulsory 
or financial responsibility law or other motor 
vehicle insurance law where it is licensed or 
principally garaged. Land vehicles subject to a 
compulsory or financial responsibility law or other 
motor vehicle insurance law are considered 
"autos". 

13. "Occurrence" means an accident, including 
continuous or repeated exposure to substantially 
the same general harmful conditions.  

14. "Personal and advertising injury" means injury, 
including consequential "bodily injury", arising out 
of one or more of the following offenses:  

 a. False arrest, detention or imprisonment;  
 b. Malicious prosecution;  
 c. The wrongful eviction from, wrongful entry into, 

or invasion of the right of private occupancy of 
a room, dwelling or premises that a person 
occupies, committed by or on behalf of its 
owner, landlord or lessor;  

 d. Oral or written publication, in any manner, of 
material that slanders or libels a person or 
organization or disparages a person's or 
organization's goods, products or services; 

 e. Oral or written publication, in any manner, of 
material that violates a person's right of 
privacy;  

 f. The use of another's advertising idea in your 
"advertisement"; or 

 g. Infringing upon another's copyright, trade dress 
or slogan in your "advertisement".  

15. "Pollutants" mean any solid, liquid, gaseous or 
thermal irritant or contaminant, including smoke, 
vapor, soot, fumes, acids, alkalis, chemicals and 
waste. Waste includes materials to be recycled, 
reconditioned or reclaimed. 

16. "Products-completed operations hazard":  
 a. Includes all "bodily injury" and "property 

damage" occurring away from premises you 
own or rent and arising out of "your product" or 
"your work" except:  

 (1) Products that are still in your physical 
possession; or  

 (2) Work that has not yet been completed or 
abandoned. However, "your work" will be 
deemed completed at the earliest of the 
following times:  

 (a) When all of the work called for in your 
contract has been completed.  

 (b) When all of the work to be done at the 
job site has been completed if your 
contract calls for work at more than one 
job site.  

 (c) When that part of the work done at a job 
site has been put to its intended use by 
any person or organization other than 
another contractor or subcontractor 
working on the same project.  

Work that may need service, maintenance, 
correction, repair or replacement, but which 
is otherwise complete, will be treated as 
completed.  

 b. Does not include "bodily injury" or "property 
damage" arising out of:  

 (1) The transportation of property, unless the 
injury or damage arises out of a condition in 
or on a vehicle not owned or operated by 
you, and that condition was created by the 
"loading or unloading" of that vehicle by any 
insured;  

 (2) The existence of tools, uninstalled 
equipment or abandoned or unused 
materials; or  

 (3) Products or operations for which the 
classification, listed in the Declarations or in 
a policy Schedule, states that products-
completed operations are subject to the 
General Aggregate Limit.  

17. "Property damage" means:  
 a. Physical injury to tangible property, including 

all resulting loss of use of that property. All 
such loss of use shall be deemed to occur at 
the time of the physical injury that caused it; or  

 b. Loss of use of tangible property that is not 
physically injured. All such loss of use shall be 
deemed to occur at the time of the 
"occurrence" that caused it.  

For the purposes of this insurance, electronic data 
is not tangible property. 
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As used in this definition, electronic data means 
information, facts or programs stored as or on, 
created or used on, or transmitted to or from 
computer software, including systems and 
applications software, hard or floppy disks, CD-
ROMs, tapes, drives, cells, data processing 
devices or any other media which are used with 
electronically controlled equipment. 

18. "Suit" means a civil proceeding in which damages 
because of "bodily injury", "property damage" or 
"personal and advertising injury" to which this 
insurance applies are alleged. "Suit" includes:  

 a. An arbitration proceeding in which such 
damages are claimed and to which the insured 
must submit or does submit with our consent; 
or  

 b. Any other alternative dispute resolution 
proceeding in which such damages are 
claimed and to which the insured submits with 
our consent.  

19. "Temporary worker" means a person who is 
furnished to you to substitute for a permanent 
"employee" on leave or to meet seasonal or short-
term workload conditions.  

20. "Volunteer worker" means a person who is not 
your "employee", and who donates his or her work 
and acts at the direction of and within the scope of 
duties determined by you, and is not paid a fee, 
salary or other compensation by you or anyone 
else for their work performed for you. 

21. "Your product":  
 a. Means:  
 (1) Any goods or products, other than real 

property, manufactured, sold, handled, 
distributed or disposed of by:  

 (a) You;  
 (b) Others trading under your name; or  
 (c) A person or organization whose 

business or assets you have acquired; 
and  

 (2) Containers (other than vehicles), materials, 
parts or equipment furnished in connection 
with such goods or products.  

 b. Includes: 
 (1) Warranties or representations made at any 

time with respect to the fitness, quality, 
durability, performance or use of "your 
product"; and 

 (2) The providing of or failure to provide 
warnings or instructions.  

 c. Does not include vending machines or other 
property rented to or located for the use of 
others but not sold.  

22. "Your work":  
 a. Means:  
 (1) Work or operations performed by you or on 

your behalf; and  
 (2) Materials, parts or equipment furnished in 

connection with such work or operations.  
 b. Includes: 
 (1) Warranties or representations made at any 

time with respect to the fitness, quality, 
durability, performance or use of "your 
work"; and  

 (2) The providing of or failure to provide 
warnings or instructions. 
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COMMON POLICY CONDITIONS 
All Coverage Parts included in this policy are subject to the following conditions.  
 

A. Cancellation  

 1. The first Named Insured shown in the Declara-
tions may cancel this policy by mailing or deliv-
ering to us advance written notice of cancella-
tion.  

 2. We may cancel this policy by mailing or deliver-
ing to the first Named Insured written notice of 
cancellation at least:  

 a. 10 days before the effective date of cancel-
lation if we cancel for nonpayment of pre-
mium; or  

 b. 30 days before the effective date of cancel-
lation if we cancel for any other reason.  

 3. We will mail or deliver our notice to the first 
Named Insured's last mailing address known to 
us.  

 4. Notice of cancellation will state the effective 
date of cancellation. The policy period will end 
on that date.  

 5. If this policy is cancelled, we will send the first 
Named Insured any premium refund due. If we 
cancel, the refund will be pro rata. If the first 
Named Insured cancels, the refund may be 
less than pro rata. The cancellation will be ef-
fective even if we have not made or offered a 
refund.  

 6. If notice is mailed, proof of mailing will be suffi-
cient proof of notice.  

B. Changes  

This policy contains all the agreements between 
you and us concerning the insurance afforded.  
The first Named Insured shown in the Declarations 
is authorized to make changes in the terms of this 
policy with our consent. This policy's terms can be 
amended or waived only by endorsement issued 
by us and made a part of this policy.  

C. Examination Of Your Books And Records  

We may examine and audit your books and re-
cords as they relate to this policy at any time dur-
ing the policy period and up to three years after-
ward.  

D. Inspections And Surveys  

 1. We have the right to:  

 a. Make inspections and surveys at any time;  

 b. Give you reports on the conditions we find; 
and  

 c. Recommend changes.  

 2. We are not obligated to make any inspections, 
surveys, reports or recommendations and any 
such actions we do undertake relate only to in-
surability and the premiums to be charged. We 
do not make safety inspections. We do not un-
dertake to perform the duty of any person or 
organization to provide for the health or safety 
of workers or the public. And we do not warrant 
that conditions:  

 a. Are safe or healthful; or  

 b. Comply with laws, regulations, codes or 
standards.  

 3. Paragraphs 1. and 2. of this condition apply not 
only to us, but also to any rating, advisory, rate 
service or similar organization which makes in-
surance inspections, surveys, reports or rec-
ommendations.  

 4. Paragraph 2. of this condition does not apply to 
any inspections, surveys, reports or recom-
mendations we may make relative to certifica-
tion, under state or municipal statutes, ordi-
nances or regulations, of boilers, pressure ves-
sels or elevators.  

E. Premiums  

The first Named Insured shown in the Declara-
tions:  

 1. Is responsible for the payment of all premiums; 
and  

 2. Will be the payee for any return premiums we 
pay.  

 F. Transfer Of Your Rights And Duties Under This

Various provisions in this policy restrict coverage. 
Read the entire policy carefully to determine rights, 
duties and what is and is not covered.  
Throughout this policy the words "you" and "your" 
refer to the Named Insured shown in the Declara-
tions, and any other person or organization qualifying 
as a Named Insured under this policy. The words 
"we", "us" and "our" refer to the Company providing 
this insurance.  
The word "insured" means any person or organization 
qualifying as such under Section II – Who Is An In-
sured.  
Other words and phrases that appear in quotation 
marks have special meaning. Refer to Section V – 
Definitions.  
SECTION I – LIQUOR LIABILITY COVERAGE  
 1. Insuring Agreement  
 a. We will pay those sums that the insured be-

comes legally obligated to pay as damages 
because of "injury" to which this insurance ap-
plies if liability for such "injury" is imposed on 
the insured by reason of the selling, serving or 
furnishing of any alcoholic beverage. We will 
have the right and duty to defend the insured 
against any "suit" seeking those damages. 
However, we will have no duty to defend the 
insured against any "suit" seeking damages for

 b. Workers' Compensation And Similar Laws  
Any obligation of the insured under a workers' 
compensation, disability benefits or unem-
ployment compensation law or any similar law.

 a. Your "employees", other than either your "ex-

ecutive officers" (if you are an organization 
other than a partnership, joint venture or limited 
liability company) or your managers (if you are 
a limited liability company), but only for acts 
within the scope of their employment by you or 
while performing duties related to the conduct 
of your business. However, none of these "em-
ployees" is an insured for:  
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 (1) "Injury":  
 (a) To you, to your partners or members (if 

you are a partnership or joint venture), 
to your members (if you are a limited li-
ability company), or to a co-"employee" 
while that co-"employee" is either in the 
course of his or her employment or per-
forming duties related to the conduct of 
your business;  

 (b) To the spouse, child, parent, brother or 
sister of that co-"employee" as a conse-
quence of Paragraph (1)(a) above; or  

 (c) For which there is any obligation to 
share damages with or repay someone 
else who must pay damages because of 
the injury described in Paragraphs (1)(a) 
or (b) above.  

 (2) "Property damage" to property:  
 (a) Owned or occupied by, or  
 (b) Rented or loaned  

to that "employee", any of your other "em-
ployees", by any of your partners or mem-
bers (if you are a partnership or joint ven-
ture), or by any of your members (if you are 
a limited liability company).  

 b. Any person or organization having proper 
temporary custody of your property if you die, 
but only:  

 (1) With respect to liability arising out of the 
maintenance or use of that property; and  

 (2) Until your legal representative has been 
appointed.  

 c. Your legal representative if you die, but only 
with respect to duties as such. That represen-
tative will have all your rights and duties under 
this Coverage Part.  

 3. Any organization you newly acquire or form, other 
than a partnership, joint venture or limited liability 
company, and over which you maintain ownership 
or majority interest, will qualify as a Named In-
sured if there is no other similar insurance avail-
able to that organization. However:  

 a. Coverage under this provision is afforded only 
until the 90th day after you acquire or form the

and the rules below fix the most we will pay re-
gardless of the number of:

 2. The Aggregate Limit is the most we will pay for all

 1. Bankruptcy  

Bankruptcy or insolvency of the insured or of the 
insured's estate will not relieve us of our obliga-
tions under this Coverage Part.  

 2. Duties In The Event Of Injury, Claim Or Suit  
 a. You must see to it that we are notified as soon 

as practicable of an "injury" which may result in 
a claim. To the extent possible, notice should 
include:  

 (1) How, when and where the "injury" took 
place;  

 (2) The names and addresses of any injured 
persons and witnesses; and  

 (3) The nature and location of any "injury". 
 b. If a claim is made or "suit" is brought against 

any insured, you must:  
 (1) Immediately record the specifics of the 

claim or "suit" and the date received; and  
 (2) Notify us as soon as practicable.  

You must see to it that we receive written no-
tice of the claim or "suit" as soon as practica-
ble.  
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 c. You and any other involved insured must:  
 (1) Immediately send us copies of any de-

mands, notices, summonses or legal pa-
pers received in connection with the claim 
or "suit";  

 (2) Authorize us to obtain records and other 
information;  

 (3) Cooperate with us in the investigation or 
settlement of the claim or defense against 
the "suit"; and  

 (4) Assist us, upon our request, in the en-
forcement of any right against any person 
or organization which may be liable to the 
insured because of "injury" to which this in-
surance may also apply.  

 d. No insured will, except at that insured's own 
cost, voluntarily make a payment, assume any 
obligation, or incur any expense, other than for 
first aid, without our consent.  

 3. Legal Action Against Us  
No person or organization has a right under this 
Coverage Part:  

 a. To join us as a party or otherwise bring us into 
a "suit" asking for damages from an insured; or  

 b. To sue us on this Coverage Part unless all of 
its terms have been fully complied with.  

A person or organization may sue us to recover on 
an agreed settlement or on a final judgment 
against an insured; but we will not be liable for 
damages that are not payable under the terms of 
this Coverage Part or that are in excess of the ap-
plicable limit of insurance. An agreed settlement 
means a settlement and release of liability signed 
by us, the insured and the claimant or the claim-
ant's legal representative.  

 4. Other Insurance  
If other valid and collectible insurance is available 
to the insured for a loss we cover under this Cov-
erage Part, our obligations are limited as follows:  

 a. Primary Insurance  
This insurance is primary. Our obligations are 
not affected unless any of the other insurance 
is also primary. Then, we will share with all that 
other insurance by the method described in b.

 b. Method Of Sharing

If the 
sum of the advance and audit premiums paid 
for the policy period is greater than the earned 
premium, we will return the excess to the first 
Named Insured.  

 c. The first Named Insured must keep records of 
the information we need for premium computa-
tion, and send us copies at such times as we 
may request.  

 6. Representations  
By accepting this policy, you agree:  

 a. The statements in the Declarations are accu-
rate and complete;  

 b. Those statements are based upon representa-
tions you made to us; and  

 c. We have issued this policy in reliance upon 
your representations.  

 7. Separation Of Insureds  
Except with respect to the Limits of Insurance, and 
any rights or duties specifically assigned in this 
Coverage Part to the first Named Insured, this in-
surance applies:  

 a. As if each Named Insured were the only 
Named Insured; and  

 b. Separately to each insured against whom claim 
is made or "suit" is brought.  
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 8. Transfer Of Rights Of Recovery Against  
Others To Us  
If the insured has rights to recover all or part of 
any payment we have made under this Coverage 
Part, those rights are transferred to us. The in-
sured must do nothing after loss to impair them.  
At our request, the insured will bring "suit" or 
transfer those rights to us and help us enforce 
them.  

 9. When We Do Not Renew  
If we decide not to renew this Coverage Part, we 
will mail or deliver to the first Named Insured 
shown in the Declarations written notice of the 
nonrenewal not less than 30 days before the expi-
ration date.  
If notice is mailed, proof of mailing will be sufficient 
proof of notice.  

SECTION V – DEFINITIONS  
 1. "Bodily injury" means bodily injury, sickness or 

disease sustained by a person, including death 
resulting from any of these at any time.  

 2. "Coverage territory" means:  
 a. The United States of America (including its 

territories and possessions), Puerto Rico and 
Canada;  

 b. International waters or airspace, but only if the 
"injury" occurs in the course of travel or trans-
portation between any places included in a. 
above; or  

 c. All other parts of the world if the "injury" arises 
out of:  

 (1) Goods or products made or sold by you in 
the territory described in a. above; or  

 (2) The activities of a person whose home is in 
the territory described in a. above, but is 
away for a short time on your business  

provided the insured's responsibility to pay 
damages is determined in a "suit" on the mer-
its, in the territory described in a. above or in a 
settlement we agree to.  

 3. "Employee" includes a "leased worker". "Em-
ployee" does not include a "temporary worker".  

 4. "Executive Officer" means a person holding any of 
the officer positions created by your charter, con-
stitution, by-laws or any other similar governing 
document.  

 5. "Injury" means all damages, including damages 
because of "bodily injury" and "property damage", 
and including damages for care, loss of services 
or loss of support.  

 6. "Leased worker" means a person leased to you by 
a labor leasing firm under an agreement between 
you and the labor leasing firm, to perform duties 
related to the conduct of your business. "Leased 
worker" does not include a "temporary worker".

pedestrian traffic, public works crews to regulate maintenance impacts, enforcement staff to 
issue citations and administrative staff to monitor City costs and revenues; and  

 
WHEREAS, the City Council desires to repeal Healdsburg Municipal Code Chapter 

10.48 and Section 12.32.040 and amend Healdsburg Municipal Code Chapter 12.24 to update 
special events requirements for reasonable time, place and manner regulations while protecting 
public health, safety and welfare. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE  IT  ORDAINED  that  the City Council of the City of 
Healdsburg does ordain as follows: 
 
Section 1. Findings 
The City Council of the City of Healdsburg does hereby find that the above referenced recitals 
are true and correct and material to the adoption of this Ordinance. 
Section 2. Repealing Chapter 10.48 of the Healdsburg municipal Code 
Healdsburg Municipal Code Chapter 10.48 – Parade Permits is hereby repealed in its entirety. 
Section 3. Repealing Section 12.32.040 of the Healdsburg Municipal Code 
Healdsburg Municipal Code Section 12.32.040 – Special event permit is hereby repealed in its 
entirety. 
Section 4. Amending Chapter 12.24 of the Healdsburg Municipal Code 
Healdsburg Municipal Code Chapter 12.24 – Special Events is hereby amended to read in its 
entirety as shown on Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.  
Section 5. Environmental Review 
The City Council finds and determines that adoption of this Ordinance, which regulates special 
events, is not subject to the provisions of the California Environmental Quality Act ("CEQA") 
because it is not a project, since it will not have a direct or reasonably foreseeable indirect impact 
on the environment.  Even if adoption of this Ordinance were deemed a project, it would be

12.24.010 – Purpose and intent. 

The purpose of this Chapter is to provide a coordinated process for managing special events in the 
City of Healdsburg to ensure the health and safety of event patrons, residents, workers, and other 
visitors, to prohibit illegal activities from occurring at special events, and to create mechanisms for 
cost recovery and use charges, to the extent authorized by law, while not unduly impacting the 
viability of special events. It is recognized that these special events enhance Healdsburg’s lifestyle 
and provide benefits to residents, visitors and organizations through the creation of unique venues 
for expression and entertainment that are not normally provided as a part of governmental services. 

12.24.020 – Definitions. 

The following words and phrases, whenever used in this chapter, shall be construed as 
defined in this Chapter: 

A. “Applicant” means any individual or group who has submitted a Special Event
application for the purpose of planning, coordinating and executing a Special Event. 

B. “Application” means a form approved by the City, which an applicant must submit
pursuant to Section 12.24.040. 

C. “Assembly” means the assembling or coming together of a number of persons for a
particular purpose. 
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D. “City property” means all real property and improvements owned, operated or controlled 
by the City within the City’s jurisdiction.  City property includes, but is not limited to City Hall, 
police and fire facilities, recreational facilities, parks, libraries, and streets and sidewalks.   

E. “Conditions of approval” or “Conditions” means specific requirements, restrictions, or 
obligations attached to the special event permit that are narrowly tailored to address safety 
concerns and mitigate community impacts. 

F. “Expressive activity” means conduct, the sole or principal object of which is the
expression of opinion, views, or ideas, protected by the First Amendment of the U.S. 
Constitution. Expressive activity includes, but is not limited to, public oratory and distribution of 
literature. 

G. “External special event” or “External event” – Any special event that is not managed by
the City of Healdsburg or held in official partnership with the City pursuant to the City’s Special 
Events Policy.  

H. “Facility use permit” means an authorization that grants individuals or organizations
permission to utilize an indoor or outdoor public space for a wide range of activities or events 
that does not otherwise require a special event permit.     

I. “Film permit” means an authorization to engage in the taking of motion pictures,
television, digital media or commercial still photography. 

J. “Major event” means a special event with an anticipated attendance of more than five
hundred (500) and has one or more of the following characteristics: 

1. A duration of more than eight (8) hours, including set-up and clean-up.

2. On-site sale or consumption of alcoholic beverages.

3. Road or lane closure(s).

4. Occurring between 10:00 p.m.-6:00 a.m.

5. Occurring over multiple days; either on subsequent days or part of a series.

6. A special event determined by the Community Services Director or designee to
have a high overall impact on City facilities, infrastructure, and resources.

K. “Minor event” means a special event with a duration of eight (8) or less hours, including
set-up and clean-up, and an anticipated attendance of 500 people or less, that does not include 
any of the characteristics of a major event. Examples of minor events could include but are not 
limited to local community gatherings or smaller-scale exhibitions. 

L. “Organize” means to organize, operate, manage, stage, promote, sponsor or carry on a
special event. 
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M. “Organizer” means the person who organizes, operates, manages, stages, promotes,
sponsors or carries on a special event. 

N. “Permit” means a special event permit issued by the issuing entity, as defined below,
consistent with the provisions of this Chapter. 

O. “Permittee” means any person that has been issued a permit to organize a special event in
accordance with this Chapter. 

P. “Person” means and includes an individual, corporation, partnership, trust, non-profit
organization, association, group or other business entity or organization. 

Q. “Issuing entity” means either:

1. The Community Services Director or their designee; or

2. The City Council, for external special events with anticipated attendance of 1,000
people or more.

R. “Special event” means any of the following:

1. Any organized formation, parade, procession, demonstration or assemblage
consisting of one hundred (100) or more persons which may include persons,
animals, vehicles or any combination thereof, which is to assemble or travel in
unison on any public street, sidewalk or the public right-of-way owned or
controlled by the City and which does not comply with applicable traffic
regulations, laws, or controls; or

2. Any organized assemblage of one hundred (100) or more persons at any public
place, public property, or public facility which is to gather for a common purpose
under the direction or control of a person; or

3. Any other organized activity conducted by a person for a common or collective
use, purpose or benefit which shall require the use of City public services for
police regulation, monitoring or control, street closure, erecting barriers, or
traffic control, parking needs that will exceed the capacity of the venue, or that
will interfere with normal use and operation of public right-of-ways for travel.

S. “Council request” means a formal request from a special event applicant to engage in a
written agreement with the City for a special event with an estimated attendance of over 1,000 
people. Such requests would include requests for inclusion of the event in the City’s Master 
Calendar of Events and requests for certain waivers as provided in the Healdsburg Special 
Events Policy and Municipal Code. 

12.24.030 – Special event permit required. 
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A. Permit Required.  Except when expressly provided pursuant to the terms of a permit,
lease, or contract which has been specifically authorized by the City Council, no person
shall operate any special event regulated by this Chapter without first obtaining a permit
in accordance with the provisions of this Chapter, unless exempt as set forth below.

B. Exempt Activities. Although not required to obtain a special event permit, an organizer of
an activity exempted pursuant to this section is required to comply with general
regulations governing public safety or health:

1. Spontaneous events occasioned by news or affairs coming into public knowledge less
than forty-eight (48) hours prior to such event if all of the following factors are satisfied: 

a. The organizer provides the Community Services Department with at least four
(4) hours of prior notice of the spontaneous event with their name and on-site
phone number;

b. The spontaneous event does not impede vehicular traffic or violate regulations
regarding pedestrian and vehicular traffic; and

c. The location where the spontaneous event is to be conducted has not been
previously rented, reserved, or otherwise obligated to another use in
accordance with established City policies and procedures for use and/or rental
of City facilities.

Events which require a permit pursuant to other chapters of the Municipal Code, 
including but not limited to group activities in City-owned parks, shall not be considered 
spontaneous events. 

2. Events that would otherwise fall under a facility use permit or a film permit.

a. A facility use permit shall be required for the use of certain City facilities,
such as parking lots, picnic areas, or City-owned building, ensuring that
proposed activities are conducted safely and in accordance with state and local
law. A facility use permit may specify details such as the date, time, and
location of the event, any fees or insurance requirements, as well as any
restrictions or responsibilities imposed on the permit holder to maintain the
integrity of the public space and ensure the well-being of users and the
surrounding community. Indoor activities are limited to the building’s
capacity and outdoor activities are limited to 100 people at a given time.

b. A film permit shall be required for the taking of motion pictures, television,
digital media or commercial still photography.

3. Bike tours, rides, runs, races, and courses and similar events (not including parades or
marches) that involve the use of public roads or streets within the City are exempt from the 
special event permit requirement, provided that they abide by the following:  
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a. Organizers must ensure that all participants, support staff, and equipment
adhere to the provisions of the California Vehicle Code. This includes, but is
not limited to, complying with traffic rules, signals, and guidelines to ensure
the safety of both participants and the general public.

b. Organizers are required to notify the Community Services Department of the
event's date(s), time(s), route(s), projected attendance, and anticipated impact
on traffic within forty-five (45) days of the event.

c. Any segments of the course that pass through the City must receive approval
from the Community Services Department.

d. Any limitations required by the City to accommodate planned road work, road
closures, emergency repairs, or any other activities that could affect City
services or disrupt the course.

12.24.040 – Special event permit application. 

A. An application for a special event permit shall be filed with the Community Services
Department on a form approved by the Community Services Director or designee not less than 
thirty (30) calendar days before the proposed special event for minor events, not less than forty-
five (45) calendar days before the proposed special event for major events, and no more than 1-
year in advance for all events. The application must include the following information: 

1. A description of the proposed use, event, or activity;

2. The street or other public property and the specific area or areas thereof which will be
utilized in connection with the proposed special event, including a description of any noise 
generating equipment, such as sound-amplifying equipment;  

3. The manner in which the public property will be utilized;

4. The date or dates and the specific times thereof, including set-up and tear-down, that
the public property is to be utilized for the described special event; 

5. The name, address and telephone number of the person, entity, or organization
sponsoring or conducting the proposed special event;  

6. The name, address and telephone number of the person(s) responsible for managing
and leading the proposed special event, in the event the City must contact said individual(s) on 
the day or day(s) of the proposed special event;  

7. The name, address and telephone number of the person or persons to be contacted
regarding the application or permit; 

8. Site layout and circulation plan for events requiring street closures;

9. Insurance and surety bond information, with worker’s compensation declaration; and

10. Additional supplemental information as requested.

B. External special events anticipated to involve the attendance of 1,000 or more persons,
shall, in addition to submitting an application as specified in this section, be required to enter into 
a cost recovery deposit agreement, fee agreement, or other use agreement, all subject to review 
and approval by the City Council. 

C. Special events seeking partnership with the City shall follow the procedure set forth in
the Special Events Policy. 

D. In addition to the special events permit, additional permits / licenses may be required and
are not limited to the following: 

1. Tent, Building, Picnic, Banner, or Facility Use Permit

2. Food Permit, or Community Event Organizer Permit

3. ABC License

4. Pyrotechnics Permit

5. Film Permit

12.24.050 – Review process. 

A. Subject to the criteria for denial set forth in Section 12.24.060, the issuing entity shall
issue a special event permit if it is determined that the proposed special event is consistent with 
this Chapter and the City’s Special Events Policy and all of the following criteria have been met: 

1. The proposed use of City property for the special event is not otherwise governed by
or subject to any other permit procedures provided elsewhere in this Code or the
Special Events Policy.

2. The preparation for or the conduct of the proposed special event will not unduly
impede, obstruct, or interfere with the operation of emergency vehicles or equipment
in or through the particular permit area or adversely affect the City’s ability to
perform municipal functions or furnish City services in the vicinity of the permit area.

3. The proposed special event does not otherwise present a substantial safety, noise,
environmental, or traffic hazards, considering the number of participants and
proposed location, such as to endanger the health or safety of the event participants,
general public, or City employees, which cannot be adequately remedied by
reasonable traffic control and other safety measures.
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B. In deciding whether to approve an application, no consideration may be given to the
message of the event, the content of speech, or the identity or associational relationships of the 
applicant.  

C. Preference for use of facilities governed by this Chapter shall be given, whenever
possible to City-managed or partnered events, City-based non-profit organizations, residents, and 
businesses.  

12.24.060 – Denial/revocation of special event permit. 

The issuing entity may deny any application for a special event permit or revoke such a permit if 
the issuing entity finds any of the following: 

A. One or more of the approval criteria specified in Section 12.24.050 is not or can no
longer be met;

B. The applicant has knowingly made a false, misleading or fraudulent statement of fact to
the City in the application process;

C. The applicant does not adhere to all conditions of approval or if the facility is destroyed,
damaged, or otherwise unusable.

D. The application does not contain the information required by this Chapter;

E. The application does not satisfy the requirements of this Chapter;

F. The applicant fails to comply with any conditions of approval including, but not limited
to:

1. Timely remittance of applicable fees, charges or deposits,

2. Submittal of an indemnification agreement and/or proof of insurance for the special
event as required by the City;

3. Timely submittal of all required documents.

G. The applicant has damaged City property and has not paid in full for such damage or has
other outstanding and unpaid debts related to a prior Special Event permit issued by the
City.

H. The special event is scheduled to occur at a location and time in conflict with another
special event already scheduled, or in conflict with City-sponsored programming.

I. The Special Event is in conflict with applicable provisions of any federal, state and/or
local laws, including the City’s Special Events Policy.

12.24.070 – Applicable fees, deposit. 
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A. Fees. Special event permit application fees pursuant to this Chapter shall be established
by separate resolution of the City Council.  Where a special event requires street closure,
barriers, or other infrastructure, the Applicant shall pay such fees as may be established
by resolution of the City Council for traffic control and related municipal expenses,
including but not limited to public safety, services, solid waste and recycling services,
building inspections, and any other applicable fees.  Additionally, use of City buildings or
facilities shall be subject to any use or rental fees established by the City which shall be
deposited by the Applicant prior to use.

B. Deposit. A refundable security deposit shall be required to be deposited with the City
Community Services Department no later than seven (7) business days prior to the date of
the special event pursuant to the Special Events Policy.

12.24.080 – Content of a special event permit. 

A special event permit may contain the following information or conditions: 

A. The location of the special event venue, which may be identified by a map attached to the 
special event permit;

B. The date, assembly area, time for assembly and starting time of the special event;

C. The specific route plan to the special event;

D. The minimum and maximum speeds of the special event;

E. The number of persons and number and types of animals and vehicles, the number of 
bands, other musical units and equipment capable of producing sound, if any, and 
limitations thereon pertaining to noise abatement;

F. The maximum interval of space to be maintained between booths or other structures to be 
used for the special event;

G. The portion of the street and sidewalk that is to be occupied by the event and the location 
of reviewing or audience stands, if any;

H. The number and location of traffic controllers, monitors, other support personnel and 
equipment and barricades to be furnished by the special event organizer,

I. Conditions or restrictions on the use of alcoholic beverages, such as requiring a security 
plan, and authorization for and conditions of the exclusive control or regulation of 
vendors and related sales activity by the event organizer during the special event;

J. Conditions to make adequate provisions for cleaning–up the area or route of the special 
event both during and upon completion of the event and to return the area or route to the
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same condition of material preservation and cleanliness as existed prior to the special 
event; 

K. Conditions requiring the event organizer to ensure notification is provided to all property
owners impacted by any road or lane closure for the special event.

L. Provisions for any required emergency medical services; and,

M. Such other information and conditions as are reasonably necessary for the conduct of the
special event and the enforcement of this Chapter, including the requirement for the on–
site presence of the event organizer or its designated representative for all event
coordination and management purposes.

12.24.090 – Appeals. 

A. If the Community Services Director or designee denies the application for the special
event permit, they shall notify the applicant in writing as soon as is reasonably practical. 

B. The denial of a special event permit may be appealed to the City Council. An appeal shall
be made in writing within five (5) calendar days of the date of the written denial. An appeal is 
made by filing a written petition with the City Clerk setting forth the grounds for the appeal, 
along with the requisite fee per the current Master Fee Schedule. 

C. The appeal hearing shall be scheduled for the next available City Council meeting.

D. The decision of the City Council to grant or deny the appeal shall constitute the
exhaustion of the applicant’s administrative remedy. 

12.24.100 – Hold harmless. 

Each special event permittee shall execute a hold harmless agreement in a form approved by the 
City agreeing to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the City against losses and liabilities 
incurred from the willful or negligent acts or omissions of the permittee or its officers, 
employees, and agents. If City property is destroyed or damaged by reason of permittee’s special 
event and the damage or destruction is directly attributable to the permittee, the permittee shall 
reimburse the City for the actual replacement or repair cost of the destroyed or damaged 
property. Nothing in this provision shall require a permittee to indemnify the City from claims or 
losses occasioned by the reaction of third parties to expressive activity at the permittee’s special 
event.     

12.24.110 – Display of special event permit. 

A copy of the special event permit shall be displayed at the event site and shall be exhibited upon 
demand of any City official. 

12.24.120 – Administrative regulations or policies, waivers. 
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The Community Services Director or designee may adopt administrative regulations or policies 
and/or approve waivers that are consistent with and that further the terms and requirements set 
forth within this Chapter, and as may be necessary to coordinate multiple uses of public property, 
assure preservation of public property and public places, prevent dangerous, unlawful uses, 
protect the safety of persons and property and to control vehicular and pedestrian traffic. All such 
administrative regulations or policies must be in writing. 

12.24.130 – Penalties. 

Any person who intentionally violates any of the provisions of this Chapter shall be guilty of a 
misdemeanor.  Violations of this chapter may enforced pursuant to any laws and remedies 
available to the City including but not limited to enforcement as a misdemeanor and/or public 
nuisance pursuant this Code.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
HEALDSBURG RESCINDING RESOLUTION NO. 136-2014 
AND ANY PREVIOUSLY ADOPTED RESOLUTIONS IN 
CONFLICT HEREWITH AND ADOPTING A POLICY FOR 
SPECIAL EVENTS AND CITY PARTNERSHIPS  

 
 WHEREAS, the City of Healdsburg (“City”) recognizes the importance and value of 

special events in promoting community engagement, cultural vitality, economic development, and 
tourism within the City; and 

 
WHEREAS, the City periodically receives requests for the use of City parks, streets, 

sidewalks, and other rights-of-way for special events; and 
 

  WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that downtown event venues, and venues 
outside the downtown core are areas available to the public for special event use; and 
 

WHEREAS, the City Council recognizes the need to update the existing special events 
policy to address inconsistencies between Resolution No. 136-2014 and Section 12.24 of the City 
of Healdsburg Municipal Code; and 

 
WHEREAS, the City Council desires to establish a comprehensive and transparent policy 

framework to guide the planning, organization, and execution of special events in a manner that 
ensures public safety, minimizes disruptions to residents and businesses, and maximizes the 
benefits to the community; and 

 
WHEREAS, the City Council also desires to establish a procedure for the City to partner 

with certain special events that provide a unique benefit to City residents, businesses and visitors. 
   

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Healdsburg 
hereby rescinds Resolution No. 136-2014 in its entirety, and any previously adopted Resolutions 
in conflict herewith; and 
 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Council: 
 

1. Finds that adopting the Policy for Special Events and City Partnership is not subject to 
the provisions of the California Environmental Quality Act ("CEQA") because it is not 
a project, since it will not have a direct or reasonably foreseeable indirect impact on 
the environment.  Even if adoption of this Policy were deemed a project, it would be 
exempt from CEQA pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15304 Minor Alterations 
to Land, as it provides procedures for the use of land having negligible or no permanent 
effects on the environment and does not involve the removal of healthy, mature scenic 
trees. Further, special events are considered normal operations of existing facilities for 
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EXHIBIT A 

CITY OF HEALDSBURG 
POLICY FOR SPECIAL EVENTS AND CITY 

PARTNERSHIP
This policy serves as a framework for the planning, management, and execution of special events 
within the City of Healdsburg (“City”) and is intended to implement Chapter 12.24 of the Healdsburg 
Municipal Code. We recognize the value of special events in fostering community spirit, promoting 
diversity, and driving economic growth. By providing guidelines and requirements, for both special 
event sites and opportunities for City partnership, we aim to support event organizers in delivering 
safe and engaging experiences, ensuring the efficient use of public resources, and ensuring all events 
comply with local, State, and Federal law. The restrictions, requirements, and guidelines provided 
below apply to all special events as defined in Chapter 12.24 of the Municipal Code. In the event of a 
conflict between any provision of this Policy and Chapter 12.24 of the Municipal Code, the Code 
provision shall control.  

1. Definitions. All definitions included in Section 12.24.020 “Definitions” of the Healdsburg Municipal
Code shall apply here, in addition to the following Policy-specific definitions:

1.1. “Downtown Core” – All public property within 1,500’ of the Healdsburg Plaza.
1.2. “Event Organizer” - The individual or group responsible for planning, coordinating, and

executing the special event. 
1.3. “Master Calendar of Events” – A comprehensive and centralized schedule that includes a 

complete list of planned special events. This calendar serves as a single source for all 
upcoming events and helps in coordinating and managing various activities efficiently. The 
purpose of a Master Calendar of Events is to provide a clear overview of events, making it 
easier to avoid scheduling conflicts, allocate resources appropriately, confirm special events 
under a City partnership, and ensure smooth coordination among different stakeholders. 

1.4. “Special Event Request for City Partnership” – An annual formal request made by 
individuals or organizations to be added to the City’s Master Calendar of Events to hold a 
specific event or activity on a specific date(s) under a partnership with the City.   

2. Permit Required
A permit is required for special events in accordance with Healdsburg Municipal Code Chapter 12.24.

3. General Guidelines
3.1. Special events generally:

3.1.1. Events shall operate during the hours of 6:00 a.m.-10:00 p.m., including set-up 
and clean-up unless a waiver pursuant to Chapter 12.24 of the Municipal Code 
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is granted by the Community Services Director or their designee. 
3.1.2. Live and/or recorded amplified sound is prohibited before 6:00 a.m. and 

after 10:00 p.m. 
3.1.3. Smoking is prohibited in, and 20’ away from, all public recreation areas 

including areas designated under a special event permit. 
3.1.4. City staff shall not be prevented from entering an event to conduct an inspection 

or access City facilities. 

3.2. Special events held in City parks: 
3.2.1. To minimize compaction and damage to the park landscapes during the wet 

season, special events may be restricted to paved areas between November 
and May.  

3.2.2. Special events shall not exclude the public from the general use of any City 
park or public property unless a waiver has been approved. 

3.3. Special events held in a City street: 
3.3.1. Requests to close City streets must be pre-approved. 
3.3.2. It is the responsibility of the event organizer to ensure notification is provided to 

all property owners who are directly impacted by any road or lane closure. 
3.3.3. Dumping food, liquid, debris into the street or storm drain is not allowed at any 

time. 

3.4. Special events requiring waste management: 
3.4.1. Applicant shall provide adequate trash, recycling, and compost containers at 

the applicant’s own cost. 
3.4.2. Applicant shall provide adequate portable restrooms at the applicant’s own 

cost. 
3.4.3. All waste services equipment shall be removed within 24 hours of the 

conclusion of the event, or on the next available servicing day for contracted 
waste services. 

3.4.4. Post-Event: 
a) The event organizer shall be responsible for all litter removal, trash

collection, or other clean up caused by the event.
b) The event organizer shall be responsible for the cost of all damage to

City venues resulting from the event.

4. Event Venues Outside the Downtown Core
4.1. The number of community special events held in City venues outside the Downtown Core

shall be determined by the City based on the impacts on neighboring properties and City 
services. 

4.2. A special event with more than 2,500 attendees shall not be scheduled in a City venue outside 
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the Downtown Core on the same day that a major event is scheduled at a Downtown Core 
venue. 

5. Downtown Core Event Venues
5.1. Downtown Core event venues consist of the following locations:

• City Hall Parking Lot
• Foley Family Community Pavilion
• Plaza Park (i.e., Healdsburg Plaza)
• West Plaza Park
• West Plaza Parking Lot
• Special events held within a road closure in the Downtown Core

5.2. Two or more major events, as defined in Chapter 12.24 of the Municipal Code, shall not 
be scheduled in Downtown Core event venues on the same day or on successive days or 
weekends unless a waiver has been approved by the Community Services Director or 
their designee.   

6. Plaza Park
6.1. All Events in Plaza Park are required to obtain a special event permit.
6.2. Use of Plaza Park is exclusively available for special events under the management of

the City of Healdsburg and events conducted in partnership with the City. 
6.3. There shall be at least one vacant weekend between major events scheduled in Plaza 

Park. 
6.4. No vehicles, trailers, portable BBQ’s, etc. shall be driven or parked on Plaza Park 

sidewalks or lawns. Public safety or City vehicles are exempt if in an official capacity. 
6.5. Gating, fencing, or restricting access to Plaza Park for any reason is not permitted. 
6.6. Temporary food booths are allowed in the Plaza during special events provided that all 

cooking is conducted in an off-site commercial kitchen or in the street abutting the Plaza.  
6.7. Weddings are not permitted in Plaza Park. 

7. Foley Family Community Pavilion
7.1. The Foley Family Community Pavilion is classified as a Downtown Core event venue in

accordance with this Policy; however special events hosted at this location are subject 
to distinct usage policies and therefore a special event permit is not required.   

7.2. Special events hosted at the Foley Family Community Pavilion that require use of public 
property beyond the boundaries of the venue will require a special event permit for the 
use of the extended public space and are bound by the policies herein. 

8. City-Partnered Special Events
8.1. Special events that require City support through fee waivers, in-kind equipment or
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services, and donated staff time can apply for a City event partnership by submitting a 
Special Event Request for City Partnership to the Community Services Department no 
later than September 1 of each year. All City partnerships are subject to annual approval 
by the City Council each October. 

8.2. City partnership events have different levels of City involvement and are classified into 
three categories: 
8.2.1. Sponsor - Limited to events with minimal equipment needs and mainly require 

confirmation for the use of City property. Nominal pre-event coordination with 
minimal to zero on-site staffing support. The City will provide minor marketing 
support. 

8.2.2. Collaborator - The City is more hands-on, provides some equipment, road 
closures, Recology waste servicing, and day-of staffing & facility support. 
Organizer is provided with moderate pre-event coordination including 
scheduling, logistics, and pre-event meetings. The City will provide reasonable 
marketing support. 

8.2.3. Co-Organizer - City staff attend several planning meetings, have a voice in the 
event program and logistics, and provide a high degree of coordination 
throughout the event planning process. The City will provide marketing support 
through standard departmental marketing tactics. City staff participate in event 
debriefing.  

8.3. Determination. The City Council determines which events receive City partnership status 
and the degree to which the City is involved based on the above classifications. Events 
under a partnership must meet the following requirements:  

8.3.1. Organizations must be a non-profit that holds a chartered chapter or operates 
out of a physical site in Healdsburg, or partners with a governmental entity 
providing a service directly to the Healdsburg community. 

8.3.2. The event is inclusive, accessible, family-friendly, and open to the public at 
minimal or no cost. 

8.3.3. Organizations may not financially profit from the event but may charge 
registration fees (fun runs), vendor fees (booths), VIP seating (theater/movies), 
etc., provided that funds raised supplement event costs or go directly back into 
the organization via scholarships, grants, local programs, local club activities, 
or are donated back into the community in some other framework. 

8.3.4. Staff capacity, calendar availability, and budget is available to support the 
partnership. 

8.4. Application Process. Event organizers requesting a City partnership for a special event 
are required to follow the process below before submitting a special event permit 
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application: 

8.4.1. Event organizers must submit a special event request for City partnership for 
each special event requesting a City partnership that is expected to occur in 
the subsequent year, no later than September 1. Annually in October, the City 
Council will review and approve event partnerships and partnership 
subcategories for the upcoming year (i.e., Sponsor, Collaborator, and Co-
Organizer) during a regularly scheduled meeting. 

8.4.2. Any special event approved for City partnership will be conditionally approved, 
subject to compliance with the Municipal Code and this Policy, pending the 
submission of a special event permit application, a Certificate of Liability 
Insurance and Endorsement, a detailed site map, and review and approval by 
the Community Services Director or designee.  

8.4.3. All events approved for City partnership will be added to the Master Calendar 
of Events for the subsequent year. 

8.4.4. Late Special Event Requests for City Partnership submitted after the 
established September 1 deadline shall only be considered by the City Council: 

a) If there were a compelling justification for the event being added to the
Master Calendar of Events.

b) If there is sufficient time to process and investigate the application and
potential possible impact on City services for the event.

9. Fees.
9.1. Special Events are subject to any applicable fees based on the City’s Master Fee

Schedule at time of processing. Accordingly, the following Special Event permit fees may 
apply: 

• Deposit - A special event permit deposit must be paid no later than 15-days
before the date of the event. Events classified as a minor event pursuant to
Chapter 12.24 of the Municipal Code require a $400 deposit and events
classified as a major event pursuant to Chapter 12.24 of the Municipal Code will
require a $1,250 deposit. All or part of the deposit may be refunded, based on
the condition of City property after the event. Notification of damage will take
place roughly 10 days post event, and refunds will be issued within 2-3 weeks
post event.

• City Council Approval Fees – Special Event Requests for Partnership and
Council Requests that require the development of a staff report to be taken to
Council will be assessed a fee for staff time.

• Parking Lot Use Fee - A per day fee will be charged for use of the City’s
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reservable lots including City Hall Parking Lot, Healdsburg Community Center 
Blacktop, and the Healdsburg Cooperation Yard Parking Lot.  

• Staffing Fees - Applicants will be charged for any staff time incurred outside of
the standard permitting process. Staff time charge will include any time spend by
any City department including, Community Services, Police, Fire, Public Works,
etc. As determined by the City, at the applicant’s own cost, a City staff member
may be assigned to provide facility or other City-related support.

• Closure Fees - Special events approved for road closure will be assigned a road
closure fee. All applicants will be charged a fee for each no parking barricade
used.

• Facility Use Fee – Applied for the usage of a public park or public recreational
area which serves as a contribution toward the maintenance, upkeep, and
improvement of the park facilities and services.

• General Services Fee - For services requested of City staff for which no fee is
listed in the Master Fee Schedule, the Director of the department whose services
are requested shall determine the appropriate fee, based on the following hourly
rates for staff time involved in the service or activity.

9.2. Refunds - If inclement weather or other circumstances prevent the use of the permitted 
area, as determined by department staff, a refund will be provided, with the deduction of 
the cost of staff time dedicated to the event.  

9.3. Any special events in partnership with the City will be exempt from all permit fees and 
deposit requirements. 

10. Violation
An event organizer’s failure to follow this Policy may result in loss of deposit and/or inability
to host future events in the City.

In response to Councilmember Edwards inquiry, Mr. Greenberg provided information on where 
they are in the application process with the State of California, how the gravel driveway will be 
managed to eliminate dust, addressed the kitchen vent and commented that the business would 
be good neighbors.

Bill Adams commented on the meeting the Grove Street residents had with Mr. Greenberg, 
encouraged Council to review the appellants additional conditions of approval and include the 
conditions of approval from the Police and Fire Department.

Jennifer Weiss thanked City Staff for navigating the permit process for the Boys and Girls Club 
and inquired if the Boys and Girls Club annual fundraiser could stay on the Plaza.

Mark McMullen expressed support for maintaining the signature events on the Plaza, letting the 
Farmers’ Market stay on the Plaza during the summer months and inquired who monitors the 
cameras at the Foley Pavilion and how long the video is retained.

Council Comments

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Supervisor Milde further reviewed the events and requests for City partnership including Vamos 
al Tianguis, Healdsburg Pride, True West Film Festival, Independence Car Show and Festival, 
Healdsburg Crush, Healdsburg Fashion Week and staff recommended action for each request. 
Additionally, Mr. Milde reviewed how the Community Services team will support the Foley 
Family Community Pavilion and noted the updates to special event requirements.

In response to Council’s inquiries, Supervisor Milde commented on the pros and cons to the 
master calendar of event process, working through each event application, assisting event 
planners with the Foley Family Community Pavilion layout, resources provided to local event 
planners and the use of Recology services. Supervisor Milde provided information on continuing 
the 4th of July event on the Plaza, the Celtic concert on St. Patty’s Day, the use of Recreation 
Park during the Future Farmers Fair, Healdsburg Crush and how partnership events were 
determined. Community Services Director Themig provided information on the events being 
moved to the Foley Family Community Pavilion and the relationship with the Farmers’ Market.

Public Comment

Kathy Birdsong Healdsburg Center for the Arts asked the Council to leave the Healdsburg 
Center for the Arts, Art Festival on the Plaza for 2026.

Ozzy Jimenez Professionals with Pride, introduced the Professionals with Pride Committee. The 
committee members commented on hosting a Pride event at the Foley Family Community 
Pavilion after a Saturday Farmers’ Market.

Mark McMullen, Kaldera provided information on the Celtic concert happening at noon on St. 
Patrick’s Day and inquired if the Celtic concert could become a signature event.

Council Comments

Councilmember Kelley inquired about evening events happening on St. Patty’s Day.

Councilmember Edwards was supportive of adding the Independence Car Show and Festival to 
the list of events.

Councilmember Hagele was supportive of staff’s recommendation relating to the additional 
signature event requests and inquired if the City could create a pilot program regarding the Pride 
event and the Farmers’ Market operating on the same day.

Following a brief discussion, Council was supportive of a pilot program for the Pride event and 
Farmers’ Market after staff has met with both organizations, leaving signature events on the 
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Plaza, the use of the Foley Family Community Pavilion for multiple events in one day and 
supporting staff’s recommendation for the events proposed for approval, denial and deferral. 

On a motion by Councilmember Hagele, seconded by Councilmember Kelley, “approved the 
2026 Master Calendar of Events, incorporating the following requests for partnership events as 
new "Sponsor" events: Vamos’ four Vamos al Tianguis evening markets; Professionals with 
Pride’s Healdsburg Pride event; and True West Film Center’s four events during the True West 
Film Festival and deferred the following events request until funding and resource levels 
associated with the FY2026–28 budget cycle are known: The Healdsburg Museum’s 50th 
Birthday Party, Heartizens’ three events during Healdsburg Fashion Week and denied the 
following event requests: North Bay Showtime’s Independence Car Show & Festival and Boys 
& Girls Clubs of Sonoma-Marin’s Healdsburg Crush fundraiser and modifying the date for the 
Healdsburg Center for the Arts, Arts Festival. The motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote.

NEW BUSINESS – REVISION TO THE RATE SCHEDULE FOR GARBAGE 
COLLECTION AND RECYCLING SERVICES EFFECTIVE JANUARY 2026

Public Works Director Zimmer introduced Sulard, a Consultant with R3 who would be giving 
the presentation this evening. 

Consultant Sulard provided information about the rate adjustment, noting residential rates would 
increase between 1.41% and 2.39% a month and Commercial customers rates would increase 
between 1.95% to 7.12%. Mr. Sulard further reviewed the components that make up the solid 
waste increase, the methodology and calculations of the proposed 2026 rates.

There are no public comments on this item.

On a motion by Councilmember Hagele, seconded by Vice Mayor Herrod, adopted Resolution

NEW BUSINESS – PERCENT FOR ARTS PROGRAM INTRODUCTION

Arts Program Administrator Nicoll provided information on the proposed Percent for Arts 
program, how the Percent for Arts program could by applied, the proposed percentage of 
construction costs be set aside for the installation of public art and the minimum threshold for 
projects that would be subjected to the proposed fund.
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Ms. Nicoll further reviewed the framework for the option to pay an in-lieu fee for art, how the 
proposed fee would apply to renovations and reconstruction projects, projects that could be 
exempted from the fee and how the public art fee could be spent. Additionally, Ms. Nicoll 
provided information on the ownership, title and maintenance of the installed art project and the 
next steps in the process if Council elected to move forward.

In response to Council’s inquiries, Ms. Nicoll provided information on how the City would 
verify the valuation of the proposed art, who approves the installation of public art, how the art is 
maintained, how the City could incorporate local artists into this process and what staff could 
include in the program based on Council direction.

There were no public comments on this item.

Council Comments

Councilmember Kelley was supportive of the proposal as presented by staff, allocating more of 
the Community Services fund towards art and raising the threshold for the fee.

Councilmember Hagele expressed concern about adding an additional fee to construction 
projects and adding 1.5% to City construction projects. Councilmember Hagele was in favor of 
art coming from the Community Services budget and make it project based.

Councilmember Edwards was supportive of making Developers aware of adding art to their 
project.

Vice Mayor Herrod was supportive of the proposal as presented by staff and was in favor of it 
moving forward.

Mayor Mitchell commented on the proposed program, was not supportive including City 
construction projects, exempting projects that received grant funding, not utilizing the general 
fund and expressed concern about the project rate.

There was Council consensus to direct staff to analyze the threshold for assessing the fee.

NEW BUSINESS – COMPASSIONATE COMMUNITIES INITIATIVE “WHEN THE 
TIME COMES”

Recreation Supervisor Grant introduced Taya Levine, Death Doula who would be joining Ms. 
Grant in the presentation. Ms. Grant provided background information on how the initiative 
“When the Time Comes” was developed.
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Ms. Levine provided information on the work completed to date on the end-of-life program, who 
is on the working group moving the program forward, reviewed the program and services offered 
in the proposed program including, informational sessions, practical support and non-clinical end 
of life skills and equity of access. Ms. Levine further reviewed how the program would be 
culturally responsive and inclusive, the program infrastructure and operation plan, funding and 
sustainability of the program, how the program would begin and the potential initial programs.

Councilmember Kelley expressed support for the proposed program, commented on the need for 
the end-of-life program for the community and thanked the working group for doing the work on 
the proposed program.

Vice Mayor Herrod thanked the working group for all their hard work and the potential gift this 
will be to the community.

There were no public comments on this item.

Councilmember Edwards commented on the proposed program and expressed his support and 
excitement for the proposed end-of-life program.

Councilmember Hagele was supportive of the program and commented on how valuable it will 
be to the community.

Mayor Mitchell thanked the working group for the proposed program and recapped the Council 
direction to move forward with the proposed end-of-life program.

SUBJECT: City Council Protocols - Remote Participation

PREPARED BY:    April Mitts, Assistant City Manager

STRATEGIC INITIATIVE(S):
- Provide Effective Governance

RECOMMENDED ACTION(S):
Discussion and direction for updating City Council Protocols regarding remote participation.

COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT/OUTREACH:
The City Council held a goal setting workshop on April 18, 2025, at Healdsburg Golf Club at 
Tayman Park Clubhouse. The workshop was open to the public and included multiple 
opportunities for public comment. At the workshop, City Council identified a goal to update its 
protocols. This was affirmed by City Council on June 2, 2025.

BACKGROUND:
The City Council first adopted protocols on November 4, 2013 (Resolution No. 128-2013), in an 
effort to ensure the orderly and efficient conduct of its meetings. On May 19, 2014 (Resolution 
No. 65-2014), City Council revised those protocols to address certain questions and comments 
received from the public concerning the public comment process. On March 19, 2018 (Resolution 
No. 20-2018), City Council further revised the protocols making them more comprehensive and 
included and/or referenced language found in City Council adopted resolutions, the City’s 
Municipal Code, and best practices in other Sonoma County cities. 

One of the 2025-2026 City Council goals is to update the City Council protocols, including a 
comprehensive review and look at best practices from other agencies.

On August 4, 2025, the City Council appointed a subcommittee of Council Member Mitchell (then 
Mayor Mitchell) and Council Member Kelley to work with staff to further review the existing 
protocols and make recommendations to the full City Council for consideration.

On October 20, 2025, the subcommittee provided a progress update to City Council and City

Council provided feedback regarding taking positions on legislation and ballot measures.

DISCUSSION/ANALYSIS:
Since the October 20, 2025, City Council meeting, the subcommittee and City staff have met two 
additional times. Currently, the subcommittee and City staff are seeking City Council feedback 
and direction regarding remote participation via Zoom.

In early 2020, the COVID-19 pandemic necessitated rapid changes in how local government 
conducted public business, in particular conducting public meetings entirely online for extended 
periods to comply with social distancing requirements and ensure continuity of government 
operations. As temporary COVID-19 orders ended, city councils returned to in-person meetings. 

Recently, Senate Bill (SB) 707 enacted two main categories of amendments to the Brown Act. 
Most amendments go into effect on July 1, 2026. One category expands and clarifies procedural 
and participation requirements for non-traditional teleconferencing and applies to all legislative 
bodies. The other category expands public access and participation and applies to “eligible 
legislative bodies.” The category expanding public access includes offering remote public 
participation. While Healdsburg is not an “eligible legislative body” there has been in interest by 
City Council in exploring remote participation by the public. Interest in exploring remote 
participation is two-fold: 

Expand Public Engagement. Remote access may increase public participation by allowing more 
residents to observe meetings and provide public comment without being physically present, 
particularly those who may not otherwise engage.

Flexibility for City Council Members.  Remote participation will allow City Council members 
to participate when illness or other circumstances would otherwise prevent attendance, supporting 
quorum and meeting continuity. For many years, Healdsburg City Councilmembers have had the 
ability to participate in meetings via teleconference (such as Zoom) when their location is known 
and sufficient time exists to include the location address on the meeting agenda and post the agenda 
at that location. More recent amendments allow remote participation by councilmembers on 
shorter notice, in the case of illness or other emergency circumstances, but that allowance only 
applies to cities that also offer digital participation in the meetings for members of the public.

City staff and the sub-committee conducted research into the use of streaming and remote 
participation for other cities in Sonoma County, as summarized below.

As shown in the table above, eight of the nine jurisdictions stream meetings and two jurisdictions 
allow remote public comment. Currently the City of Santa Rosa does not allow remote public 
comment; however, pursuant to SB 707 Santa Rosa will be required to offer remote participation 
sometime in 2026.

Four of the jurisdictions have also developed guidelines for removing individuals from remote 
participation in certain circumstances; all guidelines for removal must be consistent with the First 
Amendment and the Brown Act.

While there are benefits to remote participation, there are also concerns which are highlighted 
below:

Technical Challenges and Reliability Issues. Connectivity problems, audio or video failures, and 
user unfamiliarity with technology can disrupt meetings and create inequities among participants. 

Reduced Meeting Decorum and Engagement. Virtual environments can make it more difficult 
to manage decorum and maintain focused participation compared to in-person meetings.

Security and Disruption Risks. Remote platforms can be vulnerable to disruptive behavior, 
including inappropriate conduct or unauthorized access, requiring additional moderation and 
security measures. 

Equity Concerns Related to Technology Access. Not all residents have reliable internet access 
or appropriate devices, which can unintentionally exclude some community members.

Administrative and Staffing Impacts and Added Risk. Managing remote participation requires 
additional staff time, training, and resources to coordinate technology, moderate public comment, 
and troubleshoot issues in real time. 

Recommendation
Based on the research conducted and discussions held by City staff and the City Council 
subcommittee, the recommendation is to continue with traditional, in-person and written public 
comments at City Council and City Commission meetings at this time. While remote participation 
offers potential benefits—such as expanding access for some residents and providing flexibility 
for Councilmember participation—these advantages are outweighed by operational and 
governance concerns.

A review of Sonoma County jurisdictions shows that although most cities stream their meetings, 
only a small number currently allow live remote public comment. This indicates that in-person 
comment remains the prevailing and proven practice among peer agencies, with limited adoption 
of remote comment even as streaming has become standard.
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Significant challenges associated with remote participation were identified, including technical 
reliability issues that can disrupt meetings and create inconsistent experiences for participants. 
Virtual environments also present increased difficulty in maintaining meeting decorum and 
meaningful engagement, as well as heightened risks of security breaches or disruptive behavior 
that require additional safeguards and moderation.

Equity considerations further support maintaining traditional public comment, as not all residents 
have access to reliable internet service or appropriate technology, which could unintentionally 
exclude some voices. Additionally, remote participation would impose added administrative and 
staffing demands, particularly on the City Clerk’s office, by introducing new technical 
responsibilities and another point of potential failure that could interfere with the orderly conduct 
of meetings.

With this recommendation, City Council meetings would continue to be conducted fully in person. 
Public participation will continue to be encouraged through conventional channels; via written 
public comment (email or physical correspondence) and physical attendance. This option would 
maintain the status quo for traditional teleconferencing by City Councilmembers (e.g. posting of 
agenda at the location for the entire notice period, site open to the public and ADA accessible, 
etc.).

City Council direction tonight will guide the subcommittee and City staff on next steps and any 
necessary policy or procedural updates.

Next Steps
The subcommittee and City staff will continue to review the protocols and compile 
recommendations for full City Council review, estimated to be no later than March 31, 2026.

City Council could choose to allow remote participation.

Shuttle Program

STRATEGIC INITIATIVE(S):
- Pursue Initiatives that Promote Environmental Stewardship 

RECOMMENDED ACTION(S):
Provide direction to staff on the draft workplan for development of an on-demand microtransit 
shuttle program.

COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT/OUTREACH:
A key goal of the Climate Mobilization Strategy (CMS) was to ensure a community-driven 
process. To gather broad input, the City hosted four CMS events—held in-person, virtually, and 
throughout the year—and promoted the events through multiple outreach methods. Corazón 
Healdsburg supported Spanish-language facilitation to ensure inclusive participation. The City 
also met with stakeholder groups including Climate Action Healdsburg, the Chamber of 
Commerce Government Affairs Committee, Rotary, the Senior Center, and the Healdsburg High 
School Eco-Art Club.

Three community surveys were issued to better understand local concerns about climate change 
and priorities for future City actions.

Since CMS adoption in October 2023, City staff has continued working with regional partners—
such as Zero Waste Sonoma, Sonoma County Transit (SCT), Sonoma County Transportation and 
Climate Protection Agency (SCTCA), Recology, and the Northern California Power Authority 
(NCPA)—as well as local organizations including Climate Action Healdsburg, the Active 
Transportation Plan workgroup, Rotary, the Chamber of Commerce, Corazón Healdsburg, and the 
Healdsburg Unified School District.
On September 16, 2024, and on September 15, 2025, staff presented the CMS update to City 
Council at regularly scheduled City Council meetings. The reports noted that City staff, in 
partnership with local and regional organizations and members of the community, had made 
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substantial progress on CMS implementation. As of September 15, 2025, staff had started work 
on 53 of the 57 actions in the three-year implementation plan. The adopted CMS, Implementation 
Plan, and materials from the development are available at www.healdsburg.gov/CMS.

BACKGROUND:
The Healdsburg Climate Mobilization Strategy (CMS) includes five transportation measures and 
36 actions, 17 of which are planned for years one through three. Three of these early actions focus 
on transit opportunities (Actions T-2.4, T-2A.1, and T-2A.2). Their status, as presented to City 
Council on September 15, 2025, is summarized below.

CMS Action T-2.4
Description: Work with public transit partners and rider groups to improve ridership through 
improved routes and modifying schedules to increase efficiency and align with riders’ needs. 
Ensure public transportation access and improvements to ridership and route efficiency are 
prioritized in low-income areas, active aging neighborhoods, schools and at major destinations. 
This could include surveying existing transportation services, routes, schedules, and facilities 
throughout the City and developing a plan to improve these for implementation with preference 
given to improving public transportation facilities, schedules, and expand access to transit (i.e., 
first and last-mile access).

Status: In Progress

Key Updates & Milestones:
ROUTE 60
City staff has worked with Sonoma County Transportation (SCT) to add a new Route 60 stop at 
the North Village. The new stop is operational and a new shelter was constructed in 2024. 

ROUTE 67
Staff is currently working with SCT on a potential bus charging station to support Route 67 
operations and expansion of service. At this time, SCT is planning the expansion of this route 
through Affordable Housing and Sustainable Communities (AHSC) grant funding received as part 
of the Saggio Hills affordable housing project. Grant funding is for the purchase of a bus and 
installation of chargers, with the bus being operated by SCT. The bus has been ordered, and staff 
continues to have conversations with SCT for charger placement. Due to leadership changes at 
SCT, this project has had some delay.

CMS Action T-2A.1
Description: Conduct a background review of options for purchasing, operating, and maintaining 
an on-demand door-to-door e-shuttle. This may include the development of a new on-demand e-
shuttle, the expansion of DASH (Drivers Assisting Seniors in Healdsburg) for all residents of 
Healdsburg, or the development of a program to subsidize the cost for electric car-share programs 
such as Uber or Lyft. The analysis should include identification of potential funding sources (e.g., 
grants, local taxes, local business sponsorship, discretionary funds, etc.) and identification of 
barriers and opportunities for how such a micro-mobility program may enhance active 
transportation or public transit use. Present the findings to City Council and the public to determine 
next steps.
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Status: In Progress

Key Updates & Milestones:
In Q1 2024, City staff conducted research and stakeholder outreach regarding an on-demand 
(microtransit) pilot project. The project anticipated partnering with a third-party vendor that would 
provide a complete on-demand shuttle solution, including vehicles, employees, an online app and 
phone service for requesting and tracking rides, customer support, branding and promotional 
support, and program measurement. The project anticipated three vehicles operating during peak 
hours, with operational hours beginning at 6:00 a.m. and going through 10:00 p.m. Two of the 
three vehicles would be specifically designated as Wheelchair-Accessible Vehicles (WAVs). The 
service area preliminarily identified all territory within the City of Healdsburg limits, Fitch 
Mountain (county unincorporated), and potentially expanded within a five-mile radius of the City 
during weekends to accommodate tourism traffic to local wineries.

The estimated cost for this service was approximately $1.8 million annually which includes $1.3-
$1.6 million for the third-party vendor and $200,000 in City staff time to set up the system, solicit 
a vendor, manage the vendor contract, and promote the service.  Based on preliminary ridership 
projections prepared by the vendor, the program was anticipated to cost approximately $65 per 
ride, in 2024 dollars.

Because the City does not have funding for this project, in Q2 2024, staff submitted a congressional 
funding request for $1.44 million to support a one-year electric vehicle (EV) on-demand pilot 
project. Unfortunately, funding was not received for this pilot project.

In October 2025, the SCTCA Climate Change Partners held a climate grant planning and 
coordination meeting to discuss potential collaborative projects. City staff put forth on-demand 
microtransit as a potential project for regional collaboration and discussions continue among the 
partners on the various options.

CMS Action T-2A.2
Description: Based on the findings of the feasibility study and the response from City Council and 
the public, develop and implement a micromobility policy that establishes deployment protocol 
and permitting process, identifies any restrictions for use for safety reasons, and promotes 
equitable access through requirements for consistent placement of micro-mobility devices (e-
scooters, e-bikes, etc.) in underserved areas or reductions in usage fees for lower-income users.

Status: N/A

Key Updates & Milestones: CMS Action T-2A.2 is related to Action T-2A.1 and will not take 
place until the feasibility study is completed.

DISCUSSION/ANALYSIS:
In accordance with CMS action items T-2A.1 and T-2.A.2, and per City Council direction on 
November 17, 2025, staff have prepared a draft workplan to further evaluate the feasibility of an 
on-demand system for City Council consideration.
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There are complexities associated with on-demand systems resulting in the need for cross 
departmental collaboration to determine its feasibility. Following the November 17, 2025, City 
Council meeting, the City Manager, Assistant City Manager, Public Works Director, Community 
Development Director, and Housing Director, met and drafted the following workplan, identifying 
key information necessary to determine feasibility of a program. 

The primary focus of the draft workplan (below) is on-demand micro-transit; however, this may 
be expanded to include CMS actions T-2.1 and T-2.2 which were not included in the initial three-
year CMS action items.

DRAFT WORKPLAN

Phase I – Information Gathering
Duration: 2 – 3 months (February 2026 – March/April 2026)

during Phase I:

Phase II – Plan Development and Options
Duration: 2 – 3 months (April/May 2026 – June/August 2026

The development of an on-demand operational plan will take the information gathered in Phase I 
to evaluate the community’s mobility needs and determine whether an on-demand, flexible 
transportation service can improve local connectivity, support workforce and visitor travel, and 
enhance access to key destinations. The plan will analyze demand patterns, assess service models, 
estimate costs, estimate staff resources needed to oversee the program, and identify funding 
options. 

An operational plan would include considerations such as:
• Service Area: would the shuttle operate in part of the City, all of the City, or areas 

outside of the City?
• Hours of operation
• Number of vehicles needed to provide adequate coverage
• Ridership eligibility
• Costs to ride, if any, and discount programs for low-income riders
• Direct costs to a service provider
• Costs incurred by the City to manage the program
• Availability of one-time and ongoing funding
• Allocation of responsibility amongst various partners for administering the program

Additional considerations that may be addressed during this phase:
1. Integration analysis – How would on-demand service complement or compete with 

existing Routes 60/67 and DASH?
2. Risk Assessment – Explore things such as vendor reliability, funding sustainability, 

demand fluctuation, etc.

The plan will provide information to staff and the City Council to determine the feasibility and 
potential launch of an on-demand service.

To the extent feasible, staff would also seek to identify likely costs for the operational models 
developed in this phase. In addition, staff would identify known funding sources that could support 
a microtransit program. This could include, but is not limited to, remaining one-time fundings from 
the Saggio Hills AHSC grant, and possible contributions from hotels or other businesses that stood 
to benefit from the program, State or regional transportation funding, and the City’s General Fund.

Phase III – City Council Presentation and Consideration (CMS Action T-2A.2)
Estimated: July/August 2026

Phase III would be a presentation to City Council on the feasibility of an on-demand microtransit 
service in Healdsburg. There is no fiscal impact associated with the feasibility study; however, 
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meeting the timeline proposed above will take significant staff time and is likely to delay 
completion of other projects and City Council goals.

ENVIRONMENTAL STEWARDSHIP:
Pursuant to Section 15378(b)(5) of the California Environmental Act (“CEQA”) Guidelines, the 
recommended action is an administrative activity of the City and will not result in direct or indirect 
physical changes in the environment and is therefore not a project for purposes of CEQA.

ALTERNATIVES:
City Council could direct staff to: (1) not work on the on-demand program, (2) delay working on 
the on-demand program, or (3) return with more information to assist the City Council in 
determining how to proceed at this time.

FISCAL IMPACT:
There is no direct fiscal impact to putting together a feasibility study; however, it is anticipated 
significant staff time will be necessary.

As noted previously, the costs to operate an on-demand shuttle program are substantial. When staff 
met with a potential operator in 2024, it was determined that two vehicles were necessary to 
provide adequate coverage for a citywide model, and three would be preferable to avoid long waits 
at busy times. Backup vehicles are also needed to avoid service disruptions in instances of 
maintenance or mechanical issues. As part of the work plan, staff would seek to identify and 
inventory potential funding sources, noting which ones are ongoing and which are one-time.
